Section 2. Payments to The Pennsylvania State University on account of
the appropriations for all items as provided in section 1 shall be made on the
basis of costs during the fiscal year.

Section 3. If necessary, The Pennsylvania State University may transfer
funds among the appropriations listed in section 1(1), (3) and (4), provided
that the aggregate amount transferred into or out of each appropriation
during the fiscal year shall not exceed 5% of the amount specifically appro-
priated for that purpose.

Section 4. (a) Payments to The Pennsylvania State University of the
appropriations provided in section 1 shall be made monthly during the fiscal
year.

(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordance with the provi-
sions of section 2 on the basis of estimated costs. The estimate of costs shall
be submitted by The Pennsylvania State University to the Secretary of Edu-
cation, the General Assembly and the State Treasurer not later than 30 days
prior to the date on which such payment is to be made.
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Section 5. Notwithstanding any provision of the General Appropriation
Act of 1992 relating to the payment of retirement expenses, the Trustees of
The Pennsylvania State University shall make all required payments to the
State Employees’ Retirement Fund from the funds appropriated pursuant to
this act.

Section 6. (a) The Pennsylvania State University shall apply the
moneys appropriated by this act only for such purposes as are permitted in
this act and shall at all times maintain proper records showing the applica-
tion of such moneys. Not later than 120 days after the close of the fiscal year
to which this act relates, The Pennsylvania State University shall file, with
the Secretary of Education, the General Assembly and the Auditor General
of the Commonwealth, a statement setting forth the amounts and purposes
of all expenditures made from moneys appropriated by this act and other
university accounts during said fiscal year, as provided in section 2, used as a
basis for receipt of any appropriation during said fiscal year,

(b) Such statement of expenditures and costs shall be reviewed by the
Auditor General of the Commonwealth, and he shall have the right, in
respect to the moneys appropriated by this act, to audit and disallow expend-
itures made for purposes not permitted by this act and to cause such sums to
be recovered and paid by The Pennsylvania State University to the State
Treasurer. In respect to expenditures made by the university from moneys
other than those appropriated by this act, the Auditor General shall have the
right to review only, and he shall file annually with the General Assembly
such information concerning such expenditures as the General Assembly or
any of its committees may require.

Section 7, The report covering the 12-month period beginning with the
summer term 1992 shall include for all programs of the university:

(1) Minimum number of credits required for a baccalaureate degree and
for a master’s degree.

(2) Number of bachelor’s degrees, master’s degrees, first professional
degrees and doctoral degrees awarded in 1990, 1991, 1992 and estimated
1993.

Section 8. The Pennsylvania State University shall provide full, com-
plete and accurate information as may be required by the Department of
Education or the majority chairman or the minority chairman of the Appro-
priations Committee of the Senate or the majority chairman or the minority
chairman of the Appropriations Committee of the House of Representatives,

Section 9. The Pennsylvania State University shall report its revenues
and expenditures and present its financial statements required under the pro-
visions of this act in accordance with generally accepted accounting princi-
ples and procedures for educational institutions as set forth in the ‘‘Higher
Education Finance Manual, United States Department of Health, Education
and Welfare (1975)’ and the ‘“Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Budget
Instructions for the State System of Higher Education, State-Related Univer-
sities and Non-State-Related Colleges and Universities.”’

Section 10. This act shall take effect July 1, 1992, or immediately,
whichever is later.

SB 1775

Making an appropriation to the Burn Foundation, Philadelphia.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The sum of $462,000 is hereby appropriated to the Burn
Foundation, Philadelphia, for the fiscal year July 1, 1992, to June 30, 1993,
for outpatient and inpatient treatment. Payment of this appropriation shall
be made by the Secretary of Health in equal quarterly payments.

Section 2. The Burn Foundation, Philadelphia, shall provide full, com-
plete and accurate information as may be required by the Department of
Health or the majority chairman or the minority chairman of the Appropri-
ations Committee of the Senate or the majority chairman or the minority
chairman of the Appropriations Committee of the House of Representatives.

Section 3. This act shall take effect July 1, 1992, or immediately, which-
ever is later.

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Making an appropriation to the Rehabilitation Institute of Pittsburgh.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The sum of $770,000 is hereby appropriated to the Rehabilita-
tion Institute of Pittsburgh for the fiscal year July 1, 1992, to June 30, 1993,
in accordance with procedures established by the Secretary of Health.
Payment of this appropriation shall be made by the Secretary of Health in
equal quarterly payments. _

Section 2. The Rehabilitation Institute of Pittsburgh shall provide full,
complete and accurate information as may be required by the Department of
Health or the majority chairman or the minority chairman of the Appropri-
ations Committee of the Senate or the majority chairman or the minority
chairman of the Appropriations Committee of the House of Representatives.

Section 3. This act shall take effect July 1, 1992, or immediately, which-
ever is later.

Making an appropriation to the Arsenal Family and Children’s Center.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The sum of $162,000 is hereby appropriated to the Arsenal
Family and Children’s Center for the fiscal year July 1, 1992, to June 30,
1993.

Section 2. Payments to the Arsenal Family and Children’s Center on
account of the appropriation in section 1 shall be made by the Secretary of
Public Welfare in equal quarterly payments.

Section 3. The Arsenal Family and Children’s Center shall provide full,
complete and accurate information as may be required by the Department of
Public Welfare or the majority chairman or the minority chairman of the
Appropriations Committee of the Senate or the majority chairman or the
minority chairman of the Appropriations Committee of the House of Repre-
sentatives.

Section 4. This act shall take effect July 1, 1992, or immediately, which-
ever is later.

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Making an appropriation to the Beacon Lodge Camp.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The sum of $74,000 is hereby appropriated to the Beacon
Lodge Camp for the fiscal year July 1, 1992, to June 30, 1993, for services to
the blind.

Section 2. Payments to the Beacon Lodge Camp on account of the
appropriation provided in section 1 shall be made by the Secretary of Public
Welfare in equal quarterly payments.

Section 3. The Beacon Lodge Camp shall provide full, complete and
accurate information as may be required by the Department of Public
Welfare or the majority chairman or the minority chairman of the Appropri-
ations Committee of the Senate or the majority chairman or the minority
chairman of the Appropriations Committee of the House of Representatives.

Section 4. This act shall take effect July 1, 1992, or immediately, which-
ever is later.

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Appropriating money from the Sunny Day Fund to the Department of Com-
merce for various projects throughout this Commonwealth for fiscal year
1992-1993.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows: :

Section 1. The sums set forth in this act, or as much thereof as may be
necessary, are hereby specifically appropriated from the Sunny Day Fund to
the Department of Commerce for the fiscal year July 1, 1992, to June 30,
1993, for the projects listed in this act to enhance economic development and
the creation of jobs in this Commonwealth in accordance with the provisions
of Chapter 1 of the act of July 1, 1985 (P.L.120, No.32), known as the Sunny
Day Fund Act.

Section 2. The following amounts are appropriated to the Department
of Commerce to induce companies to locate large industrial, manufacturing
or research and development enterprises within this Commonwealth:

(1) For the purpose of making a loan to Murry’s, Inc., a
vertically integrated meat and poultry processing company,
to expand its existing facility in Lebanon through the con-
struction of an 80,000 square foot processing and distribu-
tion facility in the city of Lebanon’s enterprise zone.

Murry’s, Inc., will invest at least $12,000,000 into the
project, which will create approximately 200 new jobs
within three years of operation.........cccceevvvevinvenrenrennnnen. $1,000,000

(2) For the purpose of making a loan to U.S. Biosci-
ence, a company involved in the development and commer-
cialization of new cancer treatments and allied diseases, to
locate a pharmaceutical production facility in Chester or
Montgomery County. U.S. Bioscience will invest at least
$50,000,000 into the project, which will create approxi-
mately 270 new jobs within three years of operation........... $2,000,000

Section 3. It is the intent of the General Assembly that the appropri-
ations in section 2 shall be loaned at an annual interest rate that in no case
shall be less than the Pennsylvania Industrial Development Authority’s rate
for the area in which the project is located and for a term that shall be the
same as the term for an equivalent Pennsylvania Industrial Development
Authority project. Private companies which receive Sunny Day Fund assis-
tance but fail to make the investment in the enterprise development as speci-
fied in section 2 shall be liable for the repayment of all Sunny Day Fund
moneys, including any accrued interest thereon and any penalties set by the
Secretary of Commerce. Private companies which receive Sunny Day Fund
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assistance but fail to create the number of jobs specified in the approved loan
or other agreements with the Commonwealth shall be liable for a penalty
equal to an increase in the interest charged to 2% greater than the current
prime interest rate for the remainder of the loan, unless the penalty is waived
by the Secretary of Commerce because the failure is due to circumstances
outside the control of the private company. The Secretary of Commerce shall
consult with the chairmen of the Appropriations Committee of the Senate
and the Appropriations Committee of the House of Representatives prior to
the establishment of waiver of penalties.

Section 4. For a period equal to the term of assistance provided each
project under this act, the Department of Commerce shall provide a written
report on the status of each project to the Secretary of the Senate and the
Chief Clerk of the House of Representatives by June 30 of each year. This
report shall contain, at a minimum, information pertaining to the specific
use of the Sunny Day Fund money, the interest rate and term of the Sunny
Day Fund loan, the amount of principal outstanding and interest due on the
loan and the number of jobs created by the project. All recipients of funds
under this act shall be required to provide any and all information required
by the Department of Commerce for the purpose of this act.

Section 5. No funds under this act shall be awarded by the Department
of Commerce after June 30, 1994. Any funds from this appropriation
remaining unexpended or unencumbered on June 30, 1994, shall automat-
ically lapse into the Sunny Day Fund.

Section 6. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of July 9, 1992, (P.L.2018, No.39A), entitled ‘°‘An act appro-
priating money from the Sunny Day Fund to the Department of Commerce for
various projects throughout this Commonwealth for the fiscal year 1992-
1993,”’ further defining and adding a project; and making an appropriation.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 2 of the act of July 9, 1992 (P.L.2018, No.39A), enti-
tled ‘““An act appropriating money from the Sunny Day Fund’’ to the
Department of Commerce for various projects throughout this Common-
wealth for fiscal year 1992-1993,’ is amended to read:

Section 2. The following amounts are appropriated to the Department
of Commerce to induce companies to locate large industrial, manufacturing
or research and development enterprises within this Commonwealth:

(1) For the purpose of making a loan to Murry’s, Inc., a
vertically integrated meat and poultry processing company,
to expand its existing facility in Lebanon through the acqui-
sition of land, the construction of an 80,000 square foot
processing and distribution facility [in the city of Lebanon’s
enterprise zone.] within Lebanon County and the acquisi-
tion of machinery and equipment. Murry’s, Inc., will invest
at least $12,000,000 into the project, which will create
approximately 200 new jobs within three years of operation. [$1,000,000]

(2) For the purpose of making a loan to U.S. Biosci-
ence, a company involved in the development and commer-
cialization of new cancer treatments and allied diseases, to
locate a pharmaceutical production facility in Chester or
Montgomery County. U.S. Bioscience will invest at least
$50,000,000 into the project, which will create approxi-
mately 270 new jobs within three years of operation........... $2,000,000

(3) For the purpose of making a loan to Blue Chips
Products, Inc., a manufacturer/remanufacturer of auto-
motive parts for the automotive aftermarket, for building
acquisition and renovations to be made in connection with
the consolidation/relocation of all of Blue Chip Products,

Inc.’s, operations to Falls Township, Bucks County, and
the introduction of new product lines. It is estimated that
this project will result in the retention of 300 existing Penn-
sylvania jobs and the creation, within three years of opera-
tion, of 700 new jobs (400 jobs resulting from the Maryland
