AmendingTitle 75 (Vehicles)of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,regulating

child passengerrestraintsystems.
The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section4581(a)(1)and (g) of Title 75 of the Pennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutesareamendedto read:
§ 4581. Restraintsystems.

(a) Occupantprotection.—
(1) Any personwhois operatingapassengercar, ClassI truck,Class

II truck, classicmotor vehicle, antiquemotor vehicle or motor home
[registeredin Pennsylvania]andwho transportsachild underfour years
of age anywherein the motor vehicle, including the cargo area, shall
fastensuchchild securelyin achild passengerrestraintsystem,as defined
in subsection(d). This subsectionshallapply to all personswhile theyare
operatorsof motorvehicleswherea seatingposition isavailablewhichis
equippedwith a seatsafetybelt or othermeansto securethesystemsor
wherethe seatingpositionwas originally equippedwith seatsafetybelts.

(g) Exemptions.—~Forany child betweenthe agesof oneto four years,
a seat safety belt in the rear seat of the motor vehicle may be used in
lieu of a child passenger restraint system. Further exemptionsi
Exemptionswill beallowed if it is determined, according to the rules and
regulationsof the department,that the use of a child passengerrestraint
systemwould be impracticalfor physicalreasonsincluding, but not limited
to, medicalreasonsor size of the child.

Section2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
