Providing for a cause of action for damagesresulting from violations of
unemploymentcompensationand workmen’scompensationlaws by bidderson
constructioncontracts.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Action for damagesresulting from violation of unemployment
andworkmen’scompensationlaws.

(a) General rule.—A person, firm, associationor corporation which
suffersdamagesas a resultof acompetitivebid for aproject involving the
construction, repair, remodeling, alteration, conversion, modernization,
improvement,rehabilitation,replacementor renovationof abuildingorother
structurenot being accepteddue to anotherperson,firm, associationor
corporationknowingly violating the provisionsof theactof June 2, 1915
(P.L.736,No.338),known as The PennsylvaniaWorkmen’s Compensation
Act, or the actof December5, 1936 (2nd Sp.Sess.,1937 P.L.2897,No.!),
knownastheUnemploymentCompensationLaw, maybring anactionagainst
the successfulbidder for damages.

(b) Employee status.—Forpurposesof an action brought under this
section,employeestatusshallbe determinedby theapplicableprovisionsof
oneof the following:

(1) The act of June 2, 1915 (P.L.736, No.338), known as The
PennsylvaniaWorkmen’sCompensationAct, if suit is broughtunder the
provisionsof that act.

(2) Theactof December5, 1936(2ndSp.Sess.,1937 P.L.2897,No.1),
known as theUnemploymentCompensationLaw, if suit is broughtunder
the provisionsof that act.

Section2. Effective date.
This act shall take effect in 60 days.
