SB 1830

Amending the act of April 15, 1976 (P.L.116, No.51), entitled “An act authorizing
and directing the Departmentof General Services,with the approvalof the
Departmentof Public Welfare and theGovernorto conveyto the Townshipof
Newton7.091acresof land, more or less, situatein the Township of Newton,
LackawannaCounty, Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,” authorizing Newton
Township to conveythepropertyto the Abington Heights SchoolDistrict with
certainrestrictions.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Section2 of the act of April 15, 1976 (P.L.116, No.51),
entitled “An act authorizing and directing the Departmentof General
Services,with the approval of the Departmentof Public Welfare and the
Governortoconveyto theTownshipof Newton7.091acresof land,moreor
less, situate in the Township of Newton, Lackawanna County,
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,”is repealed.

Section2. The actis amendedby addinga sectionto read:
Section2.1. (a) The Townshipof Newton, LackawannaCounty, is

herebyauthorizedto conveythepropertydescribedbelowand in section1
to the Abington Heights SchoolDistrict, the considerationbeing the
transfer by the Abington Heights SchoolDistrict to the Townshipof
Newtonoftwo similarparcelsofland. Saidpropertyto be conveyedby the
Townshipof Newtonto the AbingtonHeightsSchoolDistrict is bounded
anddescribedasfollows:

Beginningat a concretemonumentcorner of lands of the Abington
Heights SchoolDistrict, said point also lying on the southerlyside of
LegislativeRoute35018 and along the mosteasterlyside of the school
district lands; thencealong lands ofthe AbingtonHeightsSchoolDistrict
in a south7 degrees55 minuteswestdirectionfor a distanceof 1559.22
feetto a concretemonumentcorner,saidcornerbeingcommonto landsof
the AbingtonHeights SchoolDistrict, Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,
Arthur W.CosnerandChesterC. Covey;thencealonglandsofArthur W.
Cosnerin a south75 degrees50 minutes31 secondseastdirectionfor a
distanceof201.61feetto an iron pin corner; thencethroughlandsofthe
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain a north 7 degrees55 minuteseast
directionfora distanceof1529.74feetto an iron pin corner;thencealong
the southerlyside of LegislativeRoute35018 in a north 66 degrees44
minuteswestdirectionforadistanceof207.40feetto a concretemonument
corner, said corner being the place of beginning. Saidparcel of land
contains7.091acres.
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(b) Notwithstandingsection2, theTownshipofNewtonmayconveythe
propertydescribedin thisact to theAbingtonHeightsSchoolDistrict. The
deedofconveyanceshall contain a clausethat thelandsconveyedshall be
usedexclusivelyfor public purposesby the AbingtonHeights School
District, and, ~fat anytimethe AbingtonHeightsSchoolDistrict or its
successorin functionconveyssaidproperty or authorizesorpermitssaid
propertyto be usedfor anypurposeother thanpublic purposes,the title
thereto shall immediatelyrevert to and revestin the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania.

Section3. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
