Amending the actof July 2, 1980 (P.L.340,No.85),entitled “An act providing for
certain authorizedagenciesto receive from insurancecompaniesinformation
relating to fire losses;providing for insurancecompaniesto notify authorized
agenciesofsuspiciousfire losses,providing for immunity for insurancecompanies
that provide information under this act; providing for the exchangeand
confidentiality of informationandproviding penalties,”furtherproviding for the
definition of “authorizedagencies.”

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The defmition of “authorizedagencies”in section2 of the act
of July 2, 1980(P.L.340,No.85),known as the ArsonReporting Immunity
Act, is amendedto read:
Section 2. Definitions.

Thefollowing wordsandphraseswhenusedin this actshall have,unless
the contextclearly indicatesotherwise,the meaningsgiven to them in this
section:

“Authorized agencies.”
(1) For the purposesof this act shall include:

(i) theStatePoliceCommissionerandotherpolice officerscharged
with the investigationof fires at theplacewherethefire actually took
place;

(ii) the fire commissioneror fire chief of all first, second,second
classA andthird classcities;

(iii) the Attorney General;
(iv) the prosecutingattorney responsiblefor prosecutionsin the

countywherethe fire occurred;
(v) theFederalBureauof Investigation;
(vi) the FederalBureauof Alcohol, TobaccoandFirearms;
(vii) theUnited StatesAttorney whenauthorizedor chargedwith

investigationor prosecutionof the fire in question;
(viii) Departmentof EnvironmentalResourcesBureauof Forestry;

or
(ix) thefire marshalofa secondclass county.

(2) Solely for the purposesof section3(b), an appropriateauthorized
agencyis:

(i) theStatePoliceCommissioneror his authorizedrepresentative;
[or]
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(ii) the fire commissioneror fire chief of all first, second,second
class A and third class cities and the fire chief of any other
municipalitywith apaid fire departmentwhenthatmunicipalityis not
serviced by the State Police Commissioner or his authorized
representativefor the purposeof investigatingfires~.J;or

(iii) thefire marshalofa secondclass county.

Section2. This actshall take effect in 60 days.
