Amending Title 66 (Public Utilities) of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,
furtherproviding for the appointmentof a chiefadministrativelaw judge and for
certificateand medallionrequired.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections304(d) and2404(a) of Title 66 of the Pennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutesareamendedto read:
§ 304. Administrative law judges.

(d) Chiefadministrativelaw judge.—Thecommissionshall appoint [one
of the administrativelaw judgesas]achiefadministrativelaw judgewho
shallberesponsibleforassigningahearingjudgeto everyproceedingbefore
the commissionwhich may require the utilization of an administrativelaw
judge and who shall receive remuneration above that of any other
administrativelawjudge.Thepositionof chiefadministrativelawjudgemay
not be withdrawn from a personso appointed,nor his salary diminished,
exceptfor good causeshown.The chiefadministrativelaw judgeshall have
suchother responsibilitiesas thecommissionmay by rule prescribe.
§ 2404. Certificateandmedallionrequired.

(a) Procedure.—Avehiclemay not be operatedas ataxicabin cities of
the first classunlessa certificateof publicconvenienceis issuedauthorizing
the operationof the taxicabanda medallion is attachedto thehood of the
vehicle.Prior to theissuanceof amedallion,thecertificateholder shall have
its vehicleinspectedby the commission.The commissionshall require,by
orderor regulation,that eachmedallionholder submitto a periodicvehicle
inspectionof its taxicabby commissionpersonnelto ensurethatthe vehicle
meetstherequirementsof this title andcommissionregulations.Commission
inspectionrequirementsshallbe in addition to the vehiclerequirementsset
forth in Title 75 (relating to vehicles).Commissioninspectionandrecording
requirementsshall be establishedby regulations.No vehiclewhich is more
than [six] eight years old shall continue in operation as a taxicab.
Notwithstandingthe foregoing,the commissionmay authorizethe operation
of antiquevehiclesin call or demandservice in suchcircumstancesas the
commissionmaydeemappropriate.Eachmedallionholder’stariff ratesshall
be clearly and visibly displayedin eachtaxicab. A medallion shall not be
removedfrom avehiclewithoutprior notification to andpermissionof the
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commission.A medallionauthorizesoperationof avehicleasataxicabonly

for thefiscal year for which the medallion is issued.

Section2. This actshall take effect in 60 days.
