HB 1463

Authorizing anddirectingthe Departmentof GeneralServices,with the approvalof
theGovernor,to grantandconveyto theCity of McKeesportatractof landsituate
in the SeventhWard. City of McKeesport,Allegheny County, and to sell and
conveyto Smithfield Townshipcertainlandsituatein theTownshipof Smithfield,
Huntingdon County; and authorizingand directing the Departmentof General
Services,with the approval of the Governor, to convey tracts of land and
buildings, consistingof a portion of the former LaureltonCenter, located in
HartleyTownship,Union County,Pennsylvania.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. (a) TheDepartmentof GeneralServices,with theapprovalof
theGovernor,is authorizedanddirected,on behalfof theCommonwealthof
Pennsylvania.to sellandconveyto theCityof McKeesport,forconsideration
equal to the fair market valueas determinedby an independentappraisal
obtainedby the Departmentof GeneralServices,the following tractof land
situate in the Seventh Ward, City of McKeesport, Allegheny County,
Pennsylvania,describedas follows:

BeingLot Number264 in theEastParkExtensionPlanNo.2,asrecorded
in Plan Book Volume 12. Page138,saidlot having afrontageof 25 feet on
theeasterlysideof FederalStreet,andextendingbackeastwardlybetweenthe
northerly line of Lot No.265andthesoutherlyline of HawAlley, preserving
an equalwidth throughoutadistanceof 115 feet to a20-footalley.

Being a vacant lot known and numberedas 1711 Federal Street,
McKeesport,Pennsylvania;Lot andBlock 382-H-165.

Containing2,875squarefeet or 0.066acres.
(b) The conveyanceshall be madeunderand subjectto all easements,

servitudesand rights of others, including, but not confined to, streets,
roadwaysand rights of telephone,telegraph,water, electric, sewer,gas or
pipeline companies,as well as underandsubjectto any interest,estatesor
tenanciesvestedin their persons,whetheror not appearingof record,for any
portionof land or improvementserectedthereon.

(c) The deedof conveyanceshall be approvedas provided by law and
shall be executedby the Secretaryof GeneralServicesin thenameof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(d) Costsand fees incidental to this conveyanceshall be borneby the
grantee.

Section 2. (a) TheDepartmentof GeneralServices,with theapprovalof
the Governor, is hereby authorized and directed on behalf of the
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Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato grantandconveythefollowing described
tractsof land andtheimprovementserectedthereon:

(c) NotwithstandingArticle XXIV-A of theactof April 9, 1929(P.L.177,

No.175), known as The Administrative Codeof 1929, the Departmentof
GeneralServicesshall, throughsealedbids, auctionor requestfor proposal,
select the purchaserof the tracts and sell the propertyunder this section.
Acceptanceof anoffer shallbe subjectto a minimum pricerequirementas
establishedby the departmentwhichshall be within a rangeof fair market
valueas establishedthrough independentappraisal.Proposalssubmittedin
responseto a request for proposal must demonstratea value to the
Commonwealthequivalentto the fair market valuerangeasestablishedby
the departmentthrough independentappraisal. In establishingthe value
equivalent the departmentshall consider the following factors: actual
monetaryconsideration,creationof constructionjobs,creationof permanent
jobs,expansionof local tax base,economicgrowth,communitydevelopment,
highestandbestuseandpublic purpose.

(d) The conveyancesshall be madeunderandsubjectto all easements,
servitudesand rights of others, including, but not confined to, streets,
roadwaysandrights of telephone,telegraph,water, electric, sewer,gasor
pipeline companies,as well as underandsubjectto anyinterest,estatesor
tenanciesvestedin theirpersons,whetheror not appearingof record,for any
portionof land or improvementserectedthereon.

(e) The deedsof conveyanceshall be approvedasprovidedby law and
shall be executedby the Secretaryof GeneralServicesin the nameof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(1) Costsandfeesincidental to theconveyanceundersubsection(a) shall
be borneby the grantee.

(g) Thecostsandfeesincurredby theDepartmentof GeneralServicesfor
preparingthepropertyundersubsection(b) for sale,including,butnotlimited
to,environmentalassessments,marketingservices,title searches,advertising,
appraisals,auctioneerfees and surveys,and by the Departmentof Public
Welfare for protectingandsecuringthepropertyshall be deductedfrom the
purchase price, and that amount shall be an executively authorized
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augmentationto theappropriationfrom which the costsandfeeswere paid
by the departments,with priority reimbursementsbeing madeto General
ServicesandthenPublicWelfare.

(h) Thatportion of theconveyanceauthorizedby subsection(b) currently
subject to the provision of the act of June 18, 1982 (P.L.549, No.159),
entitled “An act providing for theadministrationof certainCommonwealth
farmlandwithin theDepartmentof Agriculture,” shallcontinuetobe subject
to therestrictionsprovidedfor in that actandarestrictivecovenantlimiting
the usesof suchproperty to agricultural/openspaceusesshall be placedin
the deed.
Section 3. SmithfieldTownship.

(a) Authorization.—The Departmentof General Services, with the
approvalof the Governor,is herebyauthorizedanddirectedon behalfof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato grant, sell and conveyto Smithfield
Townshipfor fair marketvaluebasedon anindependentappraisalthreetracts
of land describedin subsection(b).

(b) Property description.—Theproperty to be conveyedpursuantto
subsection (a) is comprised of the following tracts of land situate in
SmithfieldTownship.HuntingdonCounty,boundedanddescribedasfollows~

(c) Rights-of-way.—Theconveyanceshallbe madeunderandsubjectto
all easements,servitudesandrights of others,including, but not confinedto,
streets,roadwaysand rights of any telephone,telegraph,water, electric,
sewer,gasorpipelinecompanies,aswell asunderandsubjecttoanyinterest,
estatesor tenanciesvested in third persons,whether or not appearingof
record, for any portion of the land or improvementserectedthereon.

(d) Depositof proceeds.—Theproceedsof this saleshallbepaidinto the
StateTreasuryanddepositedin the GeneralFund.

(e) Approval andexecutionof deed.—Thedeedof conveyanceshall be
approvedas provided by law and shall be executedby the Secretaryof
GeneralServicesin the nameof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(1) Costsandfees.—Costsandfeesincidentalto theconveyanceshallbe
borneby the grantee.

(g) Otherconditionsof sale.—Theconveyanceshallbeconditionedonthe
grantee’smeetingandinsuring thattherequirementsof the Commonwealth
aremetasdescribedin the purchaseagreementwhichshallinclude,butshall
not be limited to. thefollowing:

(1) Appropriatebuffer zones,asdeterminedin the Commonwealth’s
solediscretion,shallbemaintainedbetweentheDepartmentofCorrections
facilities andall surroundingareas.

(2) The granteeand its successorsshall take the necessarystepsto
preserve the present water sources utilized by the Departmentof
Corrections facilities, keeping in mind that developmentcannot take
precedenceover the utility needsof thesefacilities. To that end,grantee
shall take the appropriatestepsandinsurethat no contaminationof these
waterresourcesshall occur,andif, despitethe grantee’sefforts,thewater
sourcesbecomecontaminated,the granteeshall take thenecessarysteps
to decontaminatethe water sourcesand shall be responsiblefor all
incidentalandconsequentialcoststhatthe Commonwealthmay incur as
a resultof the contamination.
Section4. This act shalltake effect immediately.
