Making appropriationsfrom the ProfessionalLicensureAugmentationAccount and
from restrictedrevenueaccountswithin the GeneralFundto theDepartmentof
Statefor useby the Bureauof ProfessionalandOccupationalAffairs in support
of the professionallicensureboardsassignedthereto.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The sum of $15,135,000,or as much thereof as may be
necessary, is hereby appropriated from the Professional Licensure
AugmentationAccount within the GeneralFundto the Departmentof State
for the operationof the Bureauof ProfessionalandOccupationalAffairs,
including the StateBoardof AuctioneerExaminers,for thefiscal yearJuly
1, 1997,to June 30, 1998.

Section 2. (a) The sum of $2,851,000,or as muchthereofas may be
necessary,is herebyappropriatedfrom therestrictedreceiptsaccountof the
State Board of Medicine, as authorizedby section 907(a) of the act of
October 15, 1975 (P.L390,No.111), known as the Health Care Services
MalpracticeAct, for the operationof theboard for the fiscal yearJuly 1,
1997, to June 30, 1998.

(b) The sum of $428,000.or as muchthereof as may be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom the restrictedreceiptsaccountof the StateBoard
of OsteopathicMedicine,asauthorizedby section907(b)of theHealthCare
ServicesMalpractice Act, for the operationof the board for thefiscal year
July 1, 1997,to June30, 1998.

(c) The sum of $143,000,or as muchthereof as may be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom the restrictedreceiptsaccountof the StateBoard
of Podiatry, as authorizedby section 907(c) of the Health Care Services
MalpracticeAct, for the operationof saidboardfor thefiscal yearJuly 1,
1997, to June 30, 1998.

(d) The sum of $282,000,or as muchthereofas may be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom theAthleticCommissionAugmentationAccountfor
theStateAthletic Commission,as authorizedby 5 Pa.C.S.§ 1512 (relating
to Athletic Commission Augmentation Account), for the support and
operationof the commissionfor the fiscal yearJuly 1, 1997, to June30,
1998.

(e) The sum of $300,000,or as muchthereof as may be necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom theProfessionalLicensureAugmentationAccount
asaloan to theStateBoardof Medicine for the paymentof coststo maintain
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current operation of the board. This amount shall be repaidby the State
Boardof Medicine within two yearsof the effectivedateof this act.

(t) Eachappropriationlistedin subsections(a), (b), (c), (d) and(e) shall
not be treatedas an augmentationto the Departmentof State, general
governmentappropriationorany otherappropriationbut shallbe treatedand
accountedfor asseparateappropriationsrespectively.

Section3. This act shall take effect July 1, 1997, or immediately,
whicheveris later.

Making appropriationsfrom the Workmen’sCompensationAdministrationFund to
the Departmentof Labor and Industry and the Departmentof Community and
EconomicDevelopmentto providefor the expensesof administeringtheWorkers’
CompensationAct, ThePennsylvaniaOccupationalDiseaseAct andtheOffice of
Small BusinessAdvocatefor the fiscal year July 1, 1997,to June30, 1998, and
for the paymentof bills incurredandremaining unpaidat the closeof the fiscal
yearendingJune30, 1997.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The sum of $42,941,000,or as much thereof as may be
necessary,is hereby appropriatedfrom the Workmen’s Compensation
Administration Fund to the Departmentof Labor and Industry for the
paymentof all salaries,wagesandothercompensationandtravel expenses,
for contractualservicesandotherexpensesnecessaryfor theadministration
of the act of June 2, 1915 (P.L.736, No.338), known as the Workers’
CompensationAct, andtheact of June21, 1939 (P.L.566,No.284),known
as ThePennsylvaniaOccupationalDiseaseAct, for thefiscal yearbeginning
July 1, 1997,andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat
the closeof the fiscal yearendingJune30, 1997.

Section2. Thesumof $192,000is herebyappropriatedfromtherestricted
revenueaccountwithin the Workmen’sCompensationAdministrationFund
to theOffice of Small BusinessAdvocatein theDepartmentof Community
andEconomicDevelopmentasprovidedin theactof June2, 1915 (P.L.736,
No.338),knownas theWorkers’ CompensationAct, for theoperationof the
Office of Small BusinessAdvocate.

Section 3. The sum of $10,000,000,or as much thereof as may be
necessary,is hereby appropriatedout of the surplus of the Workmen’s
CompensationAdministrationFundto the Departmentof LaborandIndustry
for the operatingexpensesof theBureauof Workers’ Compensation.

Section4. This act shall take effect July 1, 1997, or immediately,
whicheveris later.
