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EFFECTIVE DATES OF STATUTES
Sections1701 (a) (5) and(b) (2), 1702 (4) and1703 (5) of Title 1 (General

Provisions)of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1701. Statutesgenerally

(a) Generalrule.—Exceptasotherwiseprovidedin thischapterall statutes
enactedfinally atanyregularsessionof theGeneralAssemblynot containinga
specifiedeffectivedateshallbeeffectiveon thedatespecifiedby thatoneof the
following rulesof constructionin effect on thedateof final enactmentof the
statute:

(5) Final enactment on or after June 6, 1969.—60daysafter final
enactment.
(b) Statutesenactedafter effectivedate therein specifled.—Exceptas

otherwiseprovided in this chapterall statutesenactedfinally at anyregular
sessionof theGeneralAssemblyafter theeffectivedatethereinspecifiedshall
beeffectiveonthedatespecifiedby that oneof thefollowing rulesof construc-
tion in effect on thedateof final enactmentof thestatute:

(2) Finalenactmenton orafterJanuary10,1960,—60daysafterfinal

enactment.

§ 1702. Statutesmakingappropriations

Appropriationstatutes,or statuteshavingappropriationitemsenactedfinally
atany regularsessionof theGeneralAssembly,shallbeeffectiveon thedate
specifiedby thatoneof thefollowing rulesof constructionin effect on thedate
of final enactmentof thestatute:

(4) Finalenactmenton or afterJune6, 1969.~—onthefirstdayof July
nextfollowingtheir final enactment,unlessadifferentdateis specifiedin the
statuteitself, orunlessanysuchstatuteis enactedfinally afterthefirst dayof
Julyin anyyear,or afterthedatespecifiedin thestatute,in whichcaseit shall
beeffectiveimmediatelyuponfinal enactment.

§ 1703, Statutesaffecting the budgetof any political subdivision

Statutesaffectingthebudgetof anypolitical subdivisionenactedfinally at
anyregularsessionof the GeneralAssemblyshall be effective on the date
specifiedby thatoneof thefollowing rulesof constructionin effect on thedate
of final enactmentof thestatute:

(5) Final enactmenton or after June6, 1969.—onthedate specifiedin
thestatute,or if finally enactedthereafter,or if nodateis specified,thenatthe
beginningof thefiscalyearof thepolitical subdivisionaffectedfollowing the
dateof final enactmentof thestatute.

PRINTING AND INTERPRETATION OF

AMENDATORY STATUTES

Sections1104 and 1951 of Title 1 (GeneralProvisions)of thePennsylvania

ConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1104. Printing ofamendatorystatutes

(a) General rule.—TheDirector of theLegislativeReferenceBureaushall,
in printing amendatorystatutes,causeto beprintedthe sectionor part of the
statuteonly asreenacted.Exceptas providedin subsection(b) of thissection,in
the sectionorpartof thelaw reenacted,theDirectorshallcauseto beprinted
betweenbrackets,thewords,phrases,orprovisionsof theexistingstatute,if any,
whichhavebeenstrickenout or eliminatedby theadoptionof theamendment,
andheshallcauseto beprintedin italics orwith underscoringall newwords,
phrasesor provisions,if any,whichhavebeeninsertedinto or addedto the
statuteby thepassageof suchamendment.

(b) PennsylvaniaConsolidated Statutes.—Jnprinting as muchof any
statuteas addsan entire title, part, article,chapter,subchapteror othermajor
subdivisiontothePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,theDirectorshallcause
suchadditiontobeprintedin Romantypewithoutunderscoring,andin printing
asmuchof anystatuteasdeletesor repealsanentiretitle, part,article,chapter,
subchapteror other major subdivision of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutes,theDirector shallnot causeto be printedtheprovisionswhichhave
beendeletedor repealedunlessthedeletionor repealwaseffectedby theuseof
brackets.

§ 1951. Interpretation ofamendatory statutes

In ascertainingthecorrectreading,statusandinterpretationof anamendatory
statute,the matterinsertedwithin bracketsshallbeomitted,andthematter in
italics or underscoredshallbereadandinterpretedaspartof thestatute.
