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AN ACT

SB 273

Amendingthe actof July 28, 1953 (P.L.723,No.230),entitled,as amended,“An act
relating to countiesof the secondclassandsecondclassA; amending,revising,
consolidatingandchangingthe laws relating thereto,”providingfor nomination
petitions for the offices of districtcounty council memberandat-large county
councilmemberin certaincountiesof the secondclass;andmaking a repeal.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections 3111-C and 3113-C of the act of July 28, 1953
(P.L.723,No.230),knownastheSecondClassCountyCode,addedMay 20,
1997 (P.L149,No.12),areamendedto read:

Section3111-C. Transition.—(a) The election of the county executive
andthecountylegislativecouncilshall occurateitherthemunicipalelection
occurring in 1999 or at the next municipal election, as the casemay be,
following approval of the charterand apportionmentas provided in this
article.

(b) Exceptasprovidedin subsection(a) andin thecharter,all provisions
of the chartershall be effectiveon either January 1, 2000, or on the next
January 1 following the electionat which the countyexecutiveandcounty
council areelected,whicheveroccurs later.

(c) The questionof changingthe foam of governmentapprovedby the
electorsassetforth in thechartermaynot besubmittedto theelectorsearlier
than five years (5) after the date which the charter was approvedby
referendum.

(d) (1) Notwithstandingthe provisionsof section912.1(35) of the act
ofJune3, 1937 (P.L.1333,No.320),knownas the “PennsylvaniaElection
Code,” theminimumnumberof valid signaturesofregisteredandenrolled
membersoftheproperpolitical partyrequiredfora nominationpetitionfor
the officeof districtcountycouncilmemberin countiesofthesecondclass
shall be two hundredfifty.

(2) Notwithstandingtheprovisionsofsection913 ofthe “Pennsylvania
Election Code,” the filing fee requiredfor acceptanceof nomination
petitionsfor theofficeofdistrictcountycouncilmemberin countiesofthe
secondclassshall befifty dollars ($50).

(e) (1) Notwithstandingthe provisionsof section 912,1(16) of the
“PennsylvaniaElectionCode,”theminimumnumberofvalid signaturesof
registeredandenrolledmembersof theproperpolitical party requiredfor
a nominationpetitionfor the office ofat-large countycouncilmemberin
countiesofthe secondclassshall befive hundred.
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(2) Notwithstandingtheprovisionsofsection913of the “Pennsylvania
Election Code,” the filing fee required for acceptanceof nomination
petitionsfor the office ofat-largecountycouncilmemberin countiesof the
secondclassshall be one hundreddollars ($100).

Section 3113-C. Expiration.—Thisarticle,with theexceptionof sections
3107-Cand3111-C(c), (d) and (e), shall expireupon thepublicationin the
PennsylvaniaBulletin of noticeof the swearing-inof thefirst official elected
pursuantto a charteradoptedunder this article.

Section2. The provisionsof this act shall be construedin conjunction
with theprovisionsof theact of June3, 1937 (P.L.1333,No.320),known as
the PennsylvaniaElectionCode,and shall be readin panmateriawith the
PennsylvaniaElection Code.

Section3. Sections912.1 and913 of theactof June3, 1937 (P1.1333,
No.320),knownasthePennsylvaniaElectionCode,arerepealedtotheextent
that they are inconsistentwith this act.

Section4. This actshall take effect immediately.
