Commissionor thePennsylvaniaGameCommission,togetherwith their estimated
financial costs; authorizingthe incurring of debt without the approval of the
electorsfor thepurposeof financingtheprojectsto be constructedor acquiredor
assistedby the Departmentof GeneralServices,the Departmentof Conservation
and Natural Resources, the Department of Environmental Protection, the
Departmentof Community and EconomicDevelopmentor the Departmentof
Transportation;statingthe estimatedusefullife of theprojects;authorizingcertain
waivers;makingappropriations;andmaking repeals.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Shorttitle.
This act shall be known andmay be citedas theCapitalBudgetProject

ItemizationAct for 1999-2000.
Section2. Total authorizations.

(a) Public improvements.—Thetotal authorization for the additional
capital projectsin the categoryof public improvementprojectsitemizedin
section 3 andto be acquiredor constructedby the Departmentof General
Services,its successorsor assigns,andto befmancedby theincurring of debt
shall be $1,970,833,000.

(b) Furnitureandequipment.—Thetotal authorizationfor the additional
capitalprojectsin thecategoryof public improvementprojectsconsistingof
the acquisition of original movablefurniture and equipmentto complete
public improvementprojectsitemizedin section4 andto be acquiredby the
Departmentof GeneralServices,its successorsor assigns,andto be financed
by theincurring of debtshall be $91,657,000.

(c) Transportationassistance.—Thetotal authorization for the capital
projectsin the categoryof transportationassistanceprojects itemized in
section5 with respectto whichan interestis to beacquiredin or constructed
by the Departmentof Transportation,its successorsor assigns,and to be
financedby the incurring of debtshall be $980,555,000.

(d) Redevelopmentassistance.—Thetotal authorizationfor theadditional
capital projects in the category of redevelopment assistanceand
redevelopmentassistancecapital projectsitemized in section 6 for capital
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grantsby the Departmentof Community and EconomicDevelopment,its
successorsor assigns,andto be financedby the incurring of debtshall be
$3,578,353,000.

(e) Flood control.—Thetotal authorizationfor the capitalprojectsin the
categoryof flood controlprojectsitemizedin section7 andto beconstructed
by theDepartmentof EnvironmentalProtection,its successorsor assigns,and
to be financedby the incurring of debtshall be $61,958,000.

(1) KeystoneRecreation,ParkandConservation.—Thetotalauthorization
for the capital projectsin the category of KeystoneRecreation,Park and
Conservationprojectsitemized in section 8 and to be constructedby the
Departmentof ConservationandNaturalResources,itssuccessorsor assigns,
and to be financedfrom revenuesin the KeystoneRecreation,Park and
ConservationFundshall be $128,649,000.

(g) GameFundprojects.—Thetotal authorizationfor the capitalprojects
in the categoryof public improvementprojectsitemizedin section9 to be
acquiredby the PennsylvaniaGameCommissionandto be financedfrom
currentrevenuesof theGameFundpursuantto executiveauthorizationsshall
be $1,927,000.

(h) FishandBoatFundprojects.—Thetotal authorizationfor the capital

(c) Transportationassistance.—Thenet proceedsof the sale of the
obligationsauthorizedin this actareherebyappropriatedfrom the Capital
FacilitiesFundto theDepartmentof Transportationin themaximumamount
of $980,555,000to be usedby it exclusively to defray the financial costof
thetransportationassistanceprojectsspecificallyitemizedinacapitalbudget.
After reservingor payingthe expenseof thesaleof theobligation, the State
Treasurershall pay to the Departmentof Transportationthe moneysas
requiredandcertifiedby it to be legally dueandpayable.

(d) Redevelopmentassistance.—Thenet proceedsof the sale of the
obligationsauthorizedin this actare herebyappropriatedfrom the Capital
FacilitiesFundto the Departmentof CommunityandEconomicDevelopment
in the maximum amount of $3,578,353,000to be usedby it exclusively to
defray thefinancialcostof theredevelopmentassistanceandredevelopment
capital assistanceprojectsspecifically itemized in a capital budget. After
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reservingor paying the expensesof the sale of the obligation, the State
Treasurer shall pay to the Departmentof Community and Economic
Developmentthemoneysasrequiredandcertifiedby it to belegallydueand
payable.

(c) Changeof location of institution.—Notwithstandingtheprovisionsof
section 3(4)(x)(A) of the actof October 10, 1997 (P.L.392,No.47),known
asthe CapitalBudgetProjectItemizationAct for 1996-1997,theconstruction
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of a new close-securityinstitution with a capacityof approximately 1,236
cells does not have to occur within a 50-mile radius of the existing
institution.

(c) Transportationassistance.—Thenet proceedsof the sale of the
obligationsauthorizedin this act are herebyappropriatedfrom the Capital
FacilitiesFundto the Departmentof Transportationin themaximumamount
of $980,555,000to be usedby it exclusively to defray the financial costof
thetransportationassistanceprojectsspecificallyitemizedinacapitalbudget.

Treasurershall pay to the Departmentof Transportationthe moneys as
requiredandcertified by it to be legally dueandpayable.

This item is approvedin the sum of $734,469,000.

I have withheld my approval from parts of the above appropriations
becauseprojectshave beenincluded in this bill which cannotbe legally
implementedor which are duplicate projectseither approvedin previous
capital projectauthorizationactsor within SenateBill 572. Someprojects
containedin the bill do not meetthe definitions of a capital project in the
categoryof projectwheretheyare listed, andthe Commonwealthmay not,
therefore, legally fund those projects under the Capital Facilities Debt
EnablingAct.

In addition,therearea greatnumberof projectscontainedin SenateBill
572 which havevagueor uncleardescriptions.Although I havenot vetoed
these,I strongly recommendthat theLegislatureprovidebetterdescriptions
of projectsin the future. Inadequatelydescribedprojectsmay be subjectto
future veto for vaguenessandlack of specific description.

A numberof the projects in the RedevelopmentAssistance Capital
categorymay not meetthe minimum total projectamount of $1 million.
While I havenot vetoedthemfrom SenateBill 572, anyprojectwhich is not
over$1 million in total costscannotbe funded.In futurecapitalbills passed
by the Legislature, unlessthe total project cost is indicated, I intend to
approveonly thoseprojectswhicharein thebill for$250,000or moreon the
assumptionthat most projectswill be requestingat leastonequarterof the
total projectfunds from theCommonwealth.Theseitemsagainpointout the
necessityfor detailed descriptionsof projects included in the bill since
adequatelydescribedprojects, including total project cost, would avoid
uncertaintyaboutwhethertheproject shouldbe authorized.

Substantialcapital project itemization actshave beenpassedin the last
severalyears.It is beyondreasonableexpectationsthat all projectsapproved
in prior acts, in addition to those containedin SenateBill 572, could be
financedandalsomaintainthe Commonwealth’scurrent financial strength.

This Administration remains committed to maintaining the
Commonwealth’sfinancialintegrity thoughexercisingrestraintin theamount
of new constructionandothercapital projectsundertaken,Therefore,many
projectsin SenateBill 572 will not be undertaken.

SenateBill 572andthepreviouscapitalprojectitemizationact,Act 1997-
47,containaprovisionwhich will automaticallyrepealanyprojectnot under
constructionwithin four yearsof theeffective dateof theact. This will serve
to reducetheamountof debtauthorizedthathasbeensubstantiallyincreased
dueto thepassageof capitalprojectauthorizationsof suchlargemagnitudes
as SenateBill 572 and Act 1997-47. Therefore, the increasein project
authorizationsin thisbill ,shouldnot haveasnegativean impacton ourbond
rating, as mightotherwiseoccur.

The bill containsone math error in the category of Redevelopment
AssistanceCapital.The total shownfor thiscategoryis $1,000,000morethan
the total of theprojectsin thatcategory.I havethereforemadean adjustment
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to thetotal amountapprovedto accountfor this difference.In addition,two
projectsin thecategoryof Public Improvementwill be fundedusingcurrent
revenueof theGeneralFund.They arecapitalprojectsandthereforeneedto
be itemizedin a capital budgetbut funds for theseprojectswere contained
in the GeneralAppropriationAct of 1999.They arethe VeteransMemorial
attheNationalCemeteryfor $2.5 million (undertheDepartmentof Veterans
andMilitary Affairs) andthe indoor firearmstraining centerfor $3 million
(underthe StatePolice).I havethereforemadeanadjustmentto theamount
approvedin this categoryto accountfor this.
