Authorizing theDepartmentof GeneralServices,with theapprovalof theGovernor,
to grant and convey to Newlin Township certain property situate in Newlin
Township,ChesterCounty, Pennsylvania.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. TheDepartmentof GeneralServices,with theapprovalof the
Governor, is hereby authorized on behalf of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvaniato grant and convey to Newlin Township certain lands and
buildingssituateon the groundsof EmbreevilleCenter,describedin section
2, for fair considerationequal to fair market value as determinedby
independentappraisal.

Section 2. Theproperty to be conveyedpursuantto section 1 consistsof
approximately17 acresanda stonehouseboundedand more particularly
describedas follows:

Beginning at a point on the physicalcenterline of EmbreevilleRoad,
Route 62, L.R. 273, S.R. 0162 (variable width), said point being at the
approximatedistanceof 675 feet measuredin an easterlydirection from a
point markingthe intersectionof the centerline of saidEmbreevilleRoad
with the centerline of StargazerRoad;thence from the beginning point,
leaving thebedof saidRoad,extendingalong landsnow or formerly of Kate
A. W. Roby, lands now or formerly of JoseR. Monasterio,landsnow or
formerly of RobertSpangler,Jr.,andlandsnow or formerly of Houghtonand
JoannnaduPontLewis,North 01 degree30 minutes00 secondsEast,crossing
a pin found atthe distanceof 20.70feet, the totaldistanceof 1,104.95feet
to a pin in concretefound, acornerof said lands of Lewis, in line of lands
now or formerly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,of which this was
apart; thenceextendingalongsaidlandsof theCommonwealththefollowing
four (4) coursesanddistances:(1) South74 degrees27 minutes15 seconds
East, 638.47 feet to an angle point; (2) South 62 degrees55 minutes 15
secondsEast, 183.20feet to an anglepoint; (3) South 14 degrees30 minutes
15 secondsEast,200.00feetto an anglepoint; and(4) South41 degrees40
minutes 15 secondsEast,220.00feet to apoint on a curveon the physical
centerline of the aforementionedEmbreevilleRoad;thenceextendingalong
saidphysical centerline the following four (4) coursesand distances:(1)
along the arc of acircle curving to the left, havinga radiusof 350.00feet,
the arc distanceof 23.10feet, the chord of said arcbeingSouth58 degrees
30 minutes07 secondsWest,23.10feet to apoint of tangent;(2) South56
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degrees36 minutes40 secondsWest,808.95 feetto a point of curve; (3)
along the arc of a circle curving to the right, havingaradiusof 225.00feet,
the arc distanceof 133.93feet, the cord of saidarc beingSouth73 degrees
39 minutes50 secondsWest,131.96feet to apointof tangent;and(4) North
89 degrees17 minutes00 secondsWest, 181.76 feet to the first mentioned
point andplaceof beginning.

Containing16.656acres,moreor less.
Section3. Theconveyanceshall bemadeunderandsubjectto all lawful

andenforceableeasements,servitudesandrightsof others,including,but not
confinedto, streets,roadwaysandrights of any telephone,telegraph,water,
electhc,gasor pipelinecompanies,aswell asunderandsubjectto any lawful
and enforceableestatesor tenanciesvested in third personsappearingof
record,for any portion of theland or improvementserectedthereon.

Section4. Thedeedof conveyanceshall beby specialwarrantydeedand
shall be executedby the Secretaryof GeneralServicesin the nameof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Section5. Costsandfeesincidentalto thisconveyanceshallbeborneby
the grantee.

Section6. In the eventthat this conveyanceis not executedwithin five
yearsof the effective date of this act, the propertymay be disposedof in
accordancewith section 2406-A of the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,
No.175),known as The Administrative Codeof 1929.

Section7. The Departmentof GeneralServicesshall reimburseits costs
andfeesfrom the proceedsasauthorizedundersection2406-A of the actof
April 9, 1929(P.L.177,No.175),knownasTheAdministrativeCodeof 1929.
Any proceedsremaining after paymentof the above said costs shall be
transferredto theGeneralFund.

Section8. This actshall take effect immediately.
