fundsappropriatedandfor certain fiscal information disclosure.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The following sums,or as much thereofas maybe necessary,
are hereby appropriatedto the Trusteesof Lincoln University, Chester
County, for the fiscalyearJuly 1, 1999, to June30, 2000,for the purposes
andin the amountsas shown:

Section 2. Payments to Lincoln University on account of the

appropriationsfor the itemsprovidedin section 1 shallbe madeon thebasis
of costsduring thefiscal year.

Section 3. (a) Paymentsto Lincoln University of the appropriations
providedin section 1 shall be mademonthlyduring thefiscal year.

(b) Such monthly paymentsshall be made in accordancewith the
provisionsof section2 on the basisof estimatedcosts.The estimateof costs
shall be submittedby Lincoln University to the Secretaryof Education,the
GeneralAssemblyandthe StateTreasurernot laterthan30 daysprior to the
dateon which suchpaymentis to be made.

Section 4. (a) Lincoln Universityshallapplythemoneysappropriatedby
this actonly for suchpurposesas arepermittedin this act andshall at all

Section5. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the
Appropriations and Education Committees of the Senateand House of
Representativesand shall include datafor all programs.The report, to be
submittedprior to September1, 2000, shall cover the 12-month period
beginningwith the summerterm 1999 andshall include:

(ii) Thetotal numbersof undergraduatestudentcredithours,divided into
lowerdivision andupperdivisioncourselevels,andof graduatestudentcredit
hours, divided into three course levels—master’s,first professionaland
doctoral.

(iii) Thenumberof differentcoursesscheduledby levelof instructionand
the number of sectionsof individual instruction scheduledby level of
instruction,eachfurthersubdividedby two-digitClassificationof Instructional
Program(CIP) categoriesof instructional programsof higher educationas
defined by the National Center for Education Statistics, United States
Departmentof Education.

(iv) The numberof termsscheduledandthedatesthereof.
(2) Forthesummertermandthefollowing academicyearin total andfor

eachtwo-digit CIP programcategory,aclassificationof faculty membersor
other professional employees by title, including: professor, associate
professor,assistantprofessor,instructor,lecturer,researchassociate,librarian
andacademicadministrator,facultymembersorotherprofessionalemployees
under each title to be subdividedby type of assignment:teaching and
nonteaching;and each such set of faculty membersor other professional
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employeesto befurthersubdividedby typeof employment:full-time orpart-
time; andthe following aggregatesfor eachsuchsubdividedclassification:

(i) Thenumberof facultyandotherprofessionalemployeesandtheir full-
timeequivalencein instructionalandnoninstructionalfunctions.

(ii) The sum of creditsassignedto undergraduateclassroomcoursesand
thesumof creditsassignedto graduateclassroomcoursestaught,dividedinto
lowerdivision,upperdivision, master’s,firstprofessionalanddoctoralcourse
levels.

(iii) The sumof creditsassignedto undergraduateindividual instruction
coursesand the sum of creditsassignedto graduateindividual instruction
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upper division, master’s,first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(iv) Thesumof undergraduateclassroomstudentcredit hoursandthe-sum
of graduateclassroomstudentcredit hours generated,divided into lower
division, upper division, master’s, first professionaland doctoral course
levels.

(v) The sum of undergraduateindividual instructionstudentcredit hours
andthesum of graduateindividualinstruction studentcredithoursgenerated,
divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first professionaland
doctoral courselevels.

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructionalfunctionsandtheamountof thissalarypaidfor eachof these
functionsfrom university funds,Federalfundsandother funds.

(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull time identifiedby two-digit CIPprogramcategoryandtitle, the
report shall contain an analysis of the averagehours per week spent in
university-relatedactivities, statingspecificallyhoursspentin undergraduate
classroomcontactandgraduateclassroomcontact,hoursspentinpreparation,
hoursspentin researchandhoursspentin public service,

Section6. In addition to the requirementsin section 5 relative to this
appropriation,the report covering the 12-monthperiod beginningwith the
summerterm 1999 shall include for all programsof the university:

(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor a baccalaureatedegreeand
for amaster’sdegree.

(2) Numberof bachelor’sdegrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degreesand doctoraldegreesawardedin 1995, 1996, 1997,1998,1999 and
estimated2000.

Section7. (a) Thefollowing wordsandphraseswhenusedin thissection
shall havethe meaningsgiven to themin this subsectionunlessthe context
clearly indicatesotherwise:

“Academicandadministrativesupportunits.” Any organizationalentity,
as definedin theorganizationalmanualof theuniversity,thatreportsdirectly
to the presidentof the university,chief academicofficer or vice president,
including the office of the president,chief academic officer and vice
president.
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“Expenditures.” Disbursementsof Stateappropriations,tuition and fees
supporting educationaland general categoriesas defmed in the Higher
EducationFinanceManual,Departmentof Health,EducationandWelfare,
1975,or disbursement,supportedby Stateappropriations,tuition or fees,to
supporta definedprojector program undersubsection(b)(3).

“Revenue.” All Stateappropriationsandtuition andfees.
(b) Lincoln University shall disclosethefollowing:
(1) Revenueand expenditurebudgetsof the university’sacademicand

administrativesupportunits for the current fiscal year.
(2) The actualrevenueandexpendituresfor theprior yearin the same

formatas the informationreportedunderparagraph(1).
(3) Forany definedprojector programwhich is thesubjectof a specific

line item appropriationfrom the GeneralFund, theuniversity shall disclose
the following:

(i) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof thedefinedprogramorprojectfor
the current fiscal year.

(ii) Theactualrevenueandexpendituresof the definedprogramor project
for the prior year in the sameformat as the information reported under
paragraph(1).

(4) The revenueand expendituresof any auxiliary enterprisewhich is
directly fundedin wholeor in partby tuition or a Stateappropriationfor the
currentfiscal year.

(c) The university shall provide the following additional information for
theprior fiscalyearforeachacademicoradministrativesupportunit,foreach
definedprojector programandfor any auxiliary enterprise:

(1) Thenumberof employeesby academicrankandby classificationthe
numberof administrators,staff, clerical andtechnicalserviceemployees.

(2) Medianandmeansalaryby academicrank andby classificationthe
median and mean salariesof administrators,staff, clerical and technical
serviceemployees.

(3) Nonsalary compensationas a percentageof salary. Nonsalary
compensationshall include, but not be limited to, medical benefits,life
insurancebenefits,pensionbenefits,leavebenefits,employerSocialSecurity
paymentsandworkers’ compensationbenefits.

(4) A statementof theuniversity’s retirementpolicies.
(5) A policy statementrelating to areductionof tuition for employees’

family members.
(6) A list of purchaseof service contracts which exceed$1,000 by

category of service, including, but not limited to, legal, instructional,
management,accounting,architecture,public relationsandmaintenance.The
list shall containthe nameandaddressof thecontractor,astatementof the
natureof the dutiesof the contractorand the academicand administrative
support unit for which the duties are performed. If a purchaseof service
contract exceeds10% of the total aggregateexpenditureof the contract
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category per academic or administrative support unit, then the contracted
amountshall alsobe listed.

(7) A list of purchaseof goodscontractswhich exceed$1,000.The list
shall containthenameandaddressof thecontractorand alist of the goods
purchasedandthe academicor administrativesupportunit for which such
goodswere contracted.If apurchaseof goodscontractexceeds10% of the
totalaggregateexpenditureperacademicor administrative supportunit, then
the contractedamountshall alsobe listed.

(8) A list by academicor administrativesupportunit in the aggregateof
the expensesof travel, subsistenceand lodging, whether provided or
reimbursed.

(d) The university shall submit a report of the information under
subsections(b) and (c) to the EducationCommitteeof the Senateandthe
AppropriationsCommitteeof theSenateandtheEducationCommitteeof the
Houseof RepresentativesandtheAppropriationsCommitteeof theHouseof
Representatives.In addition,the university shall submitacopy of thereport
to each of the following:

(1) Governor’sOffice.
(2) Secretaryof Education.
(3) StateTreasurer.
(4) Auditor General.
(5) Joint StateGovernmentCommission.

Eachsuchinstitution shall maintaina copy of thereportin the institution’s
library and shall submita copy to each of the four State regional library
resourcecenters.

(e) A university’sreportrequiredto be submitted under this sectionshall
be submitted within 180 days of the closeof the university’scurrentfiscal
year.

(0 The Joint State Government Commission shall develop a statistical
comparisonanalysisrecognizingdifferencesin missionsfrom the reports
madeunderthis section.A majority of the membersof thecommissionmay
requestadditionaldocumentation,exceptforsalaryor identityof individuals,
necessaryto completethe comparativeanalysis.The comparisonshall be
providedto the EducationCommitteeof theSenateandthe Appropriations
Committeeof the Senateand the Education Committee of the House of
Representativesand the Appropriations Committee of the House of
Representativesandthe four Stateregionallibraries.

(g) The university shall make a copy of the minutes of each public
meetingof the institution’s board of trusteesas well as a copy of the
institution’sintegratedpostsecondaryeducation datasystems-reportavailable
for public inspection in the institution’s library.

Section8. Lincoln University shall providefull, completeand accurate
information as may be requiredby the Departmentof Educationor the
chairmanor the minority chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof the
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Senate or the chairman or the minority chairman of the Appropriations
Committee of the House of Representatives.

Section9. Lincoln University shall report its revenuesandexpenditures

To the actof July 28, 1966 (3rd Sp.Sess.,P.L.87, No.3), entitled“An actproviding
for the establishmentand operation of the University of Pittsburgh as an
instrumentalityof the Commonwealthto serveasa State-relateduniversity in the
higher educationsystemof the Commonwealth;providing for changeof name;
providingfor the compositionof the board of trustees;termsof trustees,and the
power and duties of such trustees;authorizingappropriationsin amountsto be
fixed annuallyby theGeneralAssembly;providing for theauditingof accountsof
expendituresfrom said appropriations;providing for public supportand capital
improvements;authorizingthe issuanceof bondsexemptfrom taxationwithin the
Commonwealth; requiring the chancellor to make an annual report of the
operationsof the University of Pittsburgh,”makingappropriationsfor carryingthe
sameinto effect; providingfor a basis for paymentsof suchappropriations;and
providinga methodof accountingfor thefundsappropriatedandfor certainfiscal
informationdisclosure.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Thefollowing sums,or as much thereofasmaybe necessary,
areherebyappropriatedto theTrusteesof theUniversityof Pittsburghfor the
fiscal yearJuly 1, 1999, to June 30, 2000, for the purposesand in the
amounts as shown:

(1) Foreducationalandgeneralexpenses $145,022,000
(2) For instruction - Doctor of Medicineonly 6,735,000
(3) For operationof dental clinics in the school of

dentistry 1,112,000
(4) To enhance the recruitment and retention of

disadvantagedstudents 346,000
(5) For general maintenanceand operation of the

WesternPsychiatricInstituteandClinic 8,305,000
(6) For the teen suicide center at the Western

PsychiatricInstituteandClinic 536,000
(7) For theGraduateSchool of Public Health 270,000
(8) For rural educationoutreach 783,000
(9) For laboratoryimprovementsandequipment.... 4,500,000
Section2. Paymentsto the University of Pittsburghon accountof the

appropriationsfor all itemsas provided in section 1 shall be madeon the
basisof costsduringthe fiscal year.

Section3. If necessary,the University of Pittsburghmay transferfunds
betweenthe appropriationslisted in section 1(1) and (2), provided that the
aggregateamounttransferredinto or out of eachappropriationduring the
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fiscal yearshall not exceed5% of the amountspecifically appropriatedfor
that purpose.

Section4. (a) Payments to the University of Pittsburgh of the
appropriationsprovided in section 1 shallbe mademonthly during thefiscal
year.

(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordancewith the
provisionsof section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts.Theestimateof costs
shall be submitted by the University of Pittsburgh to the Secretary of
Education,the General Assembly and the StateTreasurernot later than30
daysprior to the dateon which suchpaymentis to be made.

Section 5. (a) The University of Pittsburgh shall apply the moneys
appropriatedby this actonly for such purposesas arepermittedin this act
andshall atall timesmaintainproperrecordsshowingtheapplicationof such
moneys.Not later than 120 daysafter the closeof thefiscal yearto which
this act relates,the University of Pittsburghshall file with the Secretaryof
Education,theGeneralAssembly,theAuditorGeneralof theCommonwealth
and the chiefadministratorof eachbranchcampusa statementsettingforth
theamountsandpurposesof all expendituresmadefrom moneysappropriated
by this actandotheruniversity accountsduring saidfiscal year,as provided
in section2, usedasa basisfor receiptof anyappropriationduring saidfiscal
year.

(b) Such statementof expendituresandcostsshall be reviewedby the
Auditor Generalof theCommonwealth,andheshallhavetheright,in respect
to the moneysappropriatedby this act, to audit anddisallow expenditures
madefor purposesnot permitted by this act and to causesuch sumsto be
recoveredandpaidby theUniversityof Pittsburghto the StateTreasurer.In

Section 6. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the
Appropriations and Education Committeesof the Senate and House of
Representativesandshallincludedatafor all programsexceptfor theDoctor
of Medicineprogram.Thereport,tobe submittedpriorto September1, 2000,
shall cover the 12-monthperiodbeginningwith the summerterm 1999 and
shall include:

(1) The following counts and distributions for each term during the
period:

(i) The definitions andnumbersof faculty membersemployedfull time,
of faculty membersemployedpart time, of full-time studentsenrolled in
graduatecourses,of full-time studentsenrolledin undergraduatecourses,of
part-time studentsenrolled in graduatecoursesand of part-time students
enrolledin undergraduatecourses.
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(ii) The totalnumbersof undergraduatestudentcredithours,divided into
lowerdivision andupperdivisioncourselevels,andof graduate-studentcredit
hours, divided into three courselevels—master’s,first professionaland
doctoral.

(iii) Thenumberof differentcoursesscheduledby levelof instructionand
the number of sectionsof individual instruction scheduledby level of
instruction,eachfurthersubdividedby two-digit Classificationof Instructional
Program(CIP) categoriesof instructional programsof higher educationas
defined by the National Center for Education Statistics,United States
Departmentof Education.

(iv) The numberof termsscheduledandthe datesthereof.
(2) For thesummertermandthefollowing academicyearin totalandfor

eachtwo-digit CIP programcategory,a classificationof faculty membersor
other professional employees by title, including: professor, associate
professor,assistantprofessor,instructor,lecturer,researchassociate,librarian
andacademicadministrator;facultymembersorotherprofessionalemployees
under each title to be subdividedby type of assignment:teaching and
nonteaching;and each such set of faculty membersor other professional
employeesto befurther subdividedby typeof employment:full-time or part-
time; and thefollowing aggregatesfor eachsuchsubdividedclassification:

(i) Thenumberof facultyandotherprofessionalemployeesandtheir-fu11~-
time equivalencein instructionalandnoninstructionalfunctions.

(ii) The sumof creditsassignedto undergraduateclassroomcoursesand
the sum of credits assignedto graduate classroomcoursestaught,divided into
lower division,upperdivision, master’s,firstprofessionalanddoctoralcourse
levels.

(iu) The sum of credits assignedto undergraduateindividual instruction
coursesand the sum of credits assignedto graduateindividual instruction
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(iv) The sum of undergraduate classroomstudentcredithoursandthe sum
of graduateclassroomstudentcredit hours generated,divided into lower
division, upper division, master’s, first professionaland doctoral course
levels.

(v) Thesum of undergraduateindividual instructionstudentcredithours
andthe sumof graduateindividual instructionstudentcredithoursgenerated,
divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first professionaland
doctoralcourselevels,

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructionalfunctionsandtheamountof thissalarypaidfor-each-ofthese
functionsfrom universityfunds,Federalfundsandother funds.

(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull timeidentifiedby two-digit CIPprogramcategoryandtitle, the
report shall contain an analysis of the averagehours per week spent in
university-relatedactivities, statingspecificallyhoursspentin undergraduate

Section 7. In addition to the requirementsin section 6 relative to this
appropriation,the report covering the 12-monthperiodbeginning with the
summerterm 1999 shallinclude for all programsof the university:

(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor a baccalaureatedegreeand
for a master’sdegree.

(2) Numberof bachelor’sdegrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degreesanddoctoraldegreesawardedin 1995, 1996,1997,1998, 1999 and
estimated2000.

(1) Revenueand expenditurebudgetsof the university’s academicand

administrativesupportunits for the currentfiscal year.
(2) The actualrevenueand expendituresfor the prior year in the same

format asthe informationreportedunderparagraph(1).
(3) For anydefinedprojector programwhich is the subjectof a specific

line item appropriationfrom the GeneralFund,the universityshall disclose
the following:

(i) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof thedefinedprogramor projectfor
the current fiscal year.

(ii) Theactualrevenueandexpendituresof thedefinedprogramorproject
for the prior year in the sameformat as the information reported under
paragraph(1).

(4) The revenueand expendituresof any auxiliary enterprisewhich is
directly fundedin wholeor in partby tuition or a Stateappropriationfor the
currentfiscal year.

(c) Theuniversity shall provide the following additionalinformation for
theprior fiscalyearforeachacademicoradministrativesupportunit, foreach
definedprojector programandfor any auxiliary enterprise:

(1) Thenumberof employeesby academicrank andby classificationthe
numberof administrators,staff, clerical andtechnicalserviceemployees.
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(2) Medianand mean salary by academic rankandby classificationthe
median and mean salariesof administrators,staff, clerical and technical
service employees.

(3) Nonsalary compensation as a percentage of salary. Nonsalary
compensationshall include, but not be limited to, medical benefits, life
insurance benefits, pension benefits, leave benefits, employer SocialSecurity
payments and workers’ compensationbenefits.

(4) A statement of the university’s retirement policies.
(5) A policy statementrelating to a reduction of tuition for employees’

family members.
(6) A list of purchase of service contracts which exceed$1,000 by

category of service, including, but not limited to, legal, instructional,
management,accounting,architecture, public relations and maintenance.The
list shall contain the nameand address of the contractor, a statementof the
nature of the duties of the contractor and the academicandadministrative
support unit for which the duties are performed. If a purchaseof service
contract exceeds 10% of the total aggregateexpenditure of the contract
category per academic or administrative support unit, then the contracted
amount shall also be listed.

(7) A list of purchaseof goodscontracts which exceed$1,000.The list
shall contain the name and address of the contractor and a list of the goods
purchased and the academic or administrative support unit for which such
goodswere contracted.If a purchase of goodscontract exceeds10% of the
total aggregateexpenditure peracademicor administrative supportunit, then
the contracted amount shall also be listed.

(8) A list by academicor administrativesupportunit in the aggregateof
the expensesof travel, subsistence and lodging, whether provided or
reimbursed.

(d) The university shall submit a report of the information under
subsections(b) and (c) to the Education Committee of the Senateandthe
AppropriationsCommitteeof theSenateandtheEducationCommittee-of-the
House of RepresentativesandtheAppropriationsCommittee-oftheHouseof
Representatives.In addition, the university shall submit a copy of the report
to eachof the following:

(1) Governor’s Office.
(2) Secretary of Education.
(3) StateTreasurer.
(4) Auditor General.
(5) Joint StateGovernment Commission.

Each such institution shall maintainacopy of thereport in the institution’s
library and shall submit a copy to each of the four Stateregional library
resource centers.

(e) A university’sreportrequiredto besubmittedunder thissectionshall
be submitted within 180 days of the closeof the university’scurrentfiscal
year.
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(0 The Joint State Government Commission shall develop a statistical
comparisonanalysisrecognizingdifferencesin missions from the reports
madeunderthis section.A majority of themembersof thecommissionmay
requestadditionaldocumentation,exceptfor salaryor identityof individuals,
necessaryto completethe comparativeanalysis. The comparisonshall be
providedto theEducationCommitteeof theSenateandthe Appropriations
Committeeof the Senateand the Education Committeeof the House of
Representativesand the Appropriations Committee of the House of
Representativesandthe four Stateregional libraries.

(g) The university shall make a copy of the minutes of each public
meeting of the institution’s board of trusteesas well as a copy of the
institution’sintegratedpostsecondaryeducationdatasystemsreportavailable
for public inspectionin theinstitution’s library.

Section9. TheUniversity of Pittsburghshall providefull, completeand
accurateinformationas may berequiredby theDepartmentof Educationor
the chairmanor the minority chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof
the Senateor the chairmanor the minority chairmanof theAppropriations
Committeeof the Houseof Representatives.

Section 10. The University of Pittsburgh shall report its revenuesand
expendituresandpresentits fmancialstatementsrequiredundertheprovisions
of this act in accordancewith generallyacceptedaccountingprinciplesand
proceduresfor educationalinstitutionsas setforth in the“Higher Education
FinanceManual,UnitedStatesDepartmentof Health,Education-andWelfare
(1975)” andthe“Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor the
StateSystemof HigherEducation,State-RelatedUniversitiesandNon-State-

A SUPPLEMENT

To the actof April 1, 1863 (P.L.213,No.227), entitled“An act to acceptthe grant of

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniahereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. In order to carry into effect the act of Congress, approved July
2, 1862,granting public land to the severalstatesfor educational purposes,
and subsequentacts of Congress related thereto, and the act of the General
Assembly of Pennsylvania accepting the provisions and conditions of said
acts of Congress and pledging the faith of the State to carry the sameinto
effect, the following sums, or as much thereof as may be necessary,are
hereby appropriated to the Trusteesof The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity for
the fiscal year July 1, 1999,to June 30, 2000, for the purposes and in the
amounts as shown:

(1) For educationaland general expenses $235,872,000
(2) For medical education 4,778,000
(3) For children’s hospital 5,029,000
(4) For the Central PennsylvaniaPsychiatric Institute. 1,957,000
(5) For the cost of agricultural research 22,212,000
(6) For the costof agricultural extensionservices.... 26,108,000
(7) To enhance the recruitment and retention of

disadvantagedstudents 346,000
(8) For work force development and technology

transfer 2,250,000
(9) For the PennsylvaniaCollegeof Technology.... 12,252,000
(10) For debtservicerelated to the former Willianisport

Area Community College 1,530,000
(11) For Capital Campus improvements 1,800,000
Section 2. Paymentsto The PennsylvaniaState University on accountof

the appropriations for all items as provided in section 1 shall be made on the
basis of costs during the fiscal year.

Section 3. If necessary,The PennsylvaniaState University may transfer
funds among the appropriations listed in section 1(1), (3) and (4), provided
that the aggregateamount transferred into or out of each appropriation during
the fiscal year shall not exceed5% of the amount specifically appropriated
for that purpose.
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Section 4. (a) Payments to The Pennsylvania State University of the
appropriations provided in section 1 shall bemademonthly during the fiscal
year.

(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordance with the
provisions of section2 on the basis of estimated costs.The estimate of costs
shall be submitted by The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity to the Secretary of
Education, the General Assembly and the State Treasurer not later than 30
days prior to the date on which such payment is to be made.

Secretary of Education, the GeneralAssemblyand theAuditor General of the
Commonwealth a statement settingforth the amounts and purposes of all
expenditures madefrom moneysappropriated by this act andother university
accountsduring saidfiscal year, asprovided in section2, usedas a basis for
receipt of any appropriationduring saidfiscal year.

“Expenditures.” Disbursementsof State appropriations,tuition and fees
supportingeducationaland generalcategoriesas definedin the “Higher
EducationFinanceManual,Departmentof Health, Education and Welfare
(1975)” or disbursement,supportedby State appropriations,tuition or fees,
to support adefinedprojector program undersubsection(b)(3).

(3) For any definedprojector programwhich is the subjectof aspecific

line item appropriationfrom the GeneralFund, the university shall disclose
the following:

(ii) Theactualrevenueandexpendituresof thedefinedprogram or project

(d) The university shall submit a report of the information under
subsections(b) and (c) to the EducationCommitteeof the Senateandthe
AppropriationsCommitteeof theSenateandtheEducationCommittee of the
Houseof RepresentativesandtheAppropriationsCommitteeof theHouse-of
Representatives.In addition,the university shall submita copy of thereport
to eachof the following:

(1) Governor’sOffice.
(2) Secretaryof Education.
(3) StateTreasurer.
(4) Auditor General.
(5) JointStateGovernmentCommission.

Eachsuch institution shall maintaina copy of thereport in theinstitution’s
library and shall submit a copy to each of the four Stateregional library
resourcecenters.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The following sums,or asmuch thereofasmaybe necessary,
are hereby appropriated to the Trustees of Temple University for the fiscal
yearJuly 1, 1999,to June 30,2000,for the purposes and in theamountsas
shown:

(2) For instruction - Doctor of Medicine only 8,965,000

(6) For Podiatric Medicine 1,382,000
(7) For Temple Children’s Hospital............. 500,000
(8) For laboratoryimprovementsandequipment. ... 4,500,000
Section 2. Payments to Temple University on account of the

appropriations for all items as provided in section 1 shall be madeon the
basisof costsduring the fiscalyear.

Section 3. If necessary,Temple University may transferfundsamongthe
appropriationslisted in section 1(1) and (2), provided that the aggregate
amount transferred into or out of each appropriation during the fiscal year
shall not exceed5% of theamountspecificallyappropriatedfor thatpurpose.

Section 4. (a) Payment to Temple University of the appropriations
provided in section 1 shall be made monthly during the fiscal year.
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(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordancewith the
provisionsof section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts.Theestimateof costs
shall be submittedby TempleUniversity to the Secretaryof Education, the
GeneralAssembly and the StateTreasurer not later than 30 daysprior to the
dateon which such payment is to be made.

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Program(CIP) categoriesof instructional programsof higher educationas
defined by the National Center for Education Statistics, United States
Departmentof Education,

(iv) The numberof termsscheduledandthe datesthereof.
(2) Forthesummertermandthefollowing academicyearin totaland--for

eachtwo-digit CIP programcategory,aclassificationof faculty membersor
other professional employees by title, including: professor, associate
professor,assistantprofessor,instructor,lecturer,researchassociate,librarian
andacademicadministrator;faculty membersorotherprofessionalemployees
under each title to be subdividedby type of assignment:teachingand
nonteaching;andeach such set of faculty membersor other professional
employeesto befurthersubdividedby typeof employment:full-time or part-
time; andthe following aggregatesfor eachsuchsubdividedclassification:

(i) The numberoffacultyandotherprofessionalemployeesandtheirfull-
time equivalencein instructionalandnoninstructionalfunctions.

(ii) The sum of creditsassignedto undergraduateclassroomcoursesand
thesumof creditsassignedto graduateclassroomcoursestaughtdividedinto
lower division,upperdivision, master’s,firstprofessionalanddoctoralcourse
levels.

(iii) The sum of creditsassignedto undergraduateindividual instruction
coursesand the sum of creditsassignedto graduateindividual instruction
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(iv) Thesumof undergraduateclassroomstudentcredithoursandthesum
of graduateclassroomstudentcredit hours generated,divided into lower
division, upper division, master’s,first professionaland doctoral course
levels.

(v) The sum of undergraduateindividual instructionstudentcredithours
and thesumof graduateindividual instruction studentcredit hoursgenerated,
divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first professionaland
doctoralcourselevels.

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructionalfunctionsandtheamountof thissalarypaidforeachof these
functionsfrom university funds,Federalfunds andother funds.

(2) The actualrevenueandexpendituresfor the prior year in the same

format as the informationreportedunderparagraph(1).
(3) For any definedprojector programwhich is thesubjectof a specific

line item appropriationfrom theGeneralFund, theuniversity shall disclose
thefollowing:

(i) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof thedefinedprogramorprojeet:for
thecurrent fiscal year.

(ii) Theactualrevenueandexpendituresof thedefinedprogramorproject
for the prior year in the sameformat as the information reportedunder
paragraph(1).

(4) The revenueand expendituresof any auxiliary enterprisewhich is
directly fundedin whole or in partby tuition or a Stateappropriationfor the
current fiscal year.
