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Directing the Departmentof Aging to conduct a studyof areaagencieson aging
concerningwaiting lists for personsin needof lottery-fundedservices,including.
but not limitedto, homeandcommunity-basedlong-termcareservices.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Shorttitle.
This act shall beknown andmay be citedas the AreaAgency on Aging

ServicesWaiting List Act.
Section2. Definitions.

The following wordsand phraseswhenusedin this actshall havethe
meaningsgivento themin this sectionunlessthecontextclearly indicates
otherwise:

“Department.” TheDepartmentof Aging of theCommonwealth.
Section3. Waiting list study.

(a) Generalrule.—Thedepartmentshall conducta studyby geographic
region of the length of time older Pennsylvanianswait for lottery-funded
services,including any program for the delivery of mealsto a home or
residence,providedby areaagencieson aging.Thestudyshallinclude:

(1) An evaluationof the accuracyof the waiting list for lottery-
fundedservicesmaintainedby areaagencieson aging.

(2) A reviewof eachareaagencyon agingto identify:
(i) the servicesolder Pennsylvaniansareseekingfrom theagency;
(ii) thetime it takestheagencytoprovidetheseservices;and
(iii) thepartial services,if any, thatarecurrentlybeingprovided.

(3) A surveyof communityservicesavailableto individuals on area
agencieson agingwaiting listsandto privatepayindividuals.

(4) Thecostof providing servicesto individualson the waiting list by
categoryof need.
(b) Report.—Thedepartmentshall report theresultsof the studyto the

chairmanandminority chairmanof both the Aging andYouth Committee
and the Appropriations Committeeof the Senateand the chairmanand
minority chairmanof both the Aging and Youth Committee and the
AppropriationsCommitteeof the Houseof Representativeswithin oneyear
of the effectivedateof thisact.
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Section4. Effective date.

This act shall take effect in 60 days.
