SB 1088

Amending theact of July 6, 1989 (P.L.169, No.32),entitled,as amended,“An act
providing for the regulation of storage tanks and tank facilities; imposing
additionalpowersanddutieson theDepartmentof EnvironmentalProtectionand
the EnvironmentalQuality Board; and making an appropriation,”reenacting
authority for a certain allocation under the Underground Storage Tank
EnvironmentalCleanupProgram; and further providing for the upgrade loan
program.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Sections710(b.2) and 712(b) of the act of July 6, 1989
(P.L. 169, No.32), known as the StorageTank and Spill PreventionAct,
addedJanuary30, 1998 (P.L.46, No.13), are reenactedand amendedto
read:
Section710. UndergroundStorageTankEnviromnentalCleanupProgram.

(b.2) Additional allocation.—Nomore than $500,000of the annual
allocation for the UndergroundStorage Tank Environmental Cleanup
Programmay be used for costs of correctiveaction to assistowners of
undergroundstoragetankswith a capacityof 3,000gallonsor lessusedfor
storing heating oil for consumption on the premises where stored.
[Paymentsauthorizedunder this subsectionmay be madeonly for
releasesoccurring on or after the effective date of this subsection.]
Paymentsmadefor eligible releasesshallbelimited in amountto the actual
costs of correctiveaction or to $5,000, whichever is less. The amount
allowedshall be subjectto a$1,000deductiblewhich shall bepaid first by
the claimant.This subsectionshall expire [two yearsfrom the effective
date of this subsectionlJune 30,2005. On or before that date, the board
shall makeareport to the GeneralAssemblywith recommendations.The
board may promulgate regulationsto carry out the provisions of this
subsection.

Section712. UpgradeLoan Program.

(b) Eligibility.—Such loansshall bemadeavailableto ownersof six or
fewer regulatedundergroundstoragetanksfor the purposeof upgradingor
removing their storagetanks. Any portion of the annualavailability of
fundsnot committedto such ownerswithin 90 daysof the effective dateof
this sectionand thereafterwithin [90] 120 daysof July 1 in anyfiscal year
may be awardedto any owner of anynumberof regulatedunderground
storagetanksthatmeettheremainingrequirementsof thissection.
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Section2. Thereenactmentand amendmentof section710(b.2)of the
act shall apply retroactivelytoFebruary1, 2000.

Section3. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
