Amendingtheactof July22, 1913(P1.912,No.437),entitled“An actprovidingfor
thepaymentof the costs incurredin thetrial of convictsandprisonersescaping,
or attemptingto escape,from the severalpenitentiariesandreformatoriesof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,by the respectivecountiesfrom whosecourts
the said escapingconvictsor prisonershavebeencommitted;andproviding for
the maintenanceof suchconvicts undersentencefor escape,et cetera,”further
providing for maintenanceof escapingconvictsundernew sentence;providing
for criminaloffenseduringconfinement;andmakingarepeal.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 3 of the actof July 22, 1913 (P.L.912, No.437),
entitled “An act providing for thepaymentof the costsincurredin thetrial
of convictsandprisonersescaping,or attemptingto escape,from the several
penitentiariesandreformatoriesof theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania,by
the respectivecountiesfrom whose courts the said escapingconvicts or
prisonershavebeencommitted;andproviding for the maintenanceof such
convictsundersentencefor escape,etcetera,”is amendedto read:

Section3. Maintenanceofescapingconvictsundernewsentence.
(a) Countyjurisdiction.—Incaseof conviction and sentenceof said

escapingconvictsandprisoners,underthejurisdiction of the county, the
costs of maintenanceof said convicts, and prisoners,under such new
sentence,shall beborneby the countyfrom which saidconvict or prisoner
shallhavebeenoriginally committed.

(b) Statejurisdiction.—In caseof convictionand sentenceof said
escaping convicts and prisoners, under the jurisdiction of the
Commonwealth,the costsofmaintenanceof saidconvictsandprisoners,
undersuchnewsentence,shallbeborneby the Commonwealth.

(c) Additional police expenses.—Anyadditional police expenses
incurredby apolitical subdivisionasa resultofthe escapeofa convictor
prisoner,underthejurisdiction ofthe Commonwealth,shall be borneby
the Commonwealth.

Section 2. The act is amended by adding a section to read:
Section4. Criminal offenseduringconfinement.
Wherea personis confinedin a Statepenalor correctionalinstitution

eitherby virtueofhissentencepursuantto hisconvictionorpleaofguilty
to a criminal chargeor by virtueofa commitmentissuedby anycourtof
the Commonwealthhavingjurisdiction and while soconfinedanysuch
personcommitsa criminal offenseandis subsequentlyconviuâ~dorenters
a pleaofguilty thereto,the expensesof keepingsuchpersonin anyState
penalor correctional institutionpursuantto suchsubsequentconviction
orpleaofguilty shall bebornebythe Commonwealth.
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Section 3. The actof May 17, 1957 (P.L.161,No.75), entitled “An act
designatingthe countiesresponsiblefor the upkeepof certainconvicts in
penalor correctionalinstitutions,” is repealed.

Section4. Thisact shalltakeeffect in 60 days.
