AmendingTitle 34 (Game) of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,further
providing for unlawful takingor possessionof threatenedor endangeredspecies;
andlimiting theprohibition on theuseof turkeyblinds.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section2307(e)of Title 34 of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutesis amendedto read:
§ 2307. Unlawful takingor possessionof gameor wildlife.

(e) Penalties.—Aviolation of this sectionrelatingto:
(1) Threatenedor endangeredspeciesisamisdemeanorof the [third]

second degree.
(2) Elk orbearis asummaryoffenseof thefirst degree.
(3) Deeris a summaryoffenseof the seconddegree.
(4) Bobcator otter is a summaryoffenseof thethirddegree.
(5) Wild turkeyor beaveris asummaryoffenseof thefourth degree.
(6) Any other gameor wildlife is a summaryoffenseof the fifth

degree.

Section2. Section2308(a)(9)of Title 34 is amendedandsubsection(b)
is amendedby addingaparagraphto read:
§ 2308. Unlawful devicesandmethods.

(a) General rule.—Exceptas otherwiseprovided in this title, it is
unlawful for anypersonto hunt or aid, abet,assistor conspireto hunt any
gameor wildlife throughtheuseof:

(9) Any setgun.net, bird lime, deerlick, pit or pit fall, turkeyblind
exceptas permitted under subsection(b)(3) or turkey pen or any
explosive,poisonor chemicalof anykind.

(b) Exceptions.—Theprovisionsof subsection(a) shall not applyto:

(3) Any art~ficialor manufactured turkey blind consistingof all
manmade materials of sufficient density to block the detectionof
movementwithin the blind from an observerlocated outside of the
blind.
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Section3. Thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.
