Makingappropriationsto theThomasJeffersonUniversity,Philadelphia.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. (a) The sum of $5,869,000is herebyappropriatedto the
ThomasJeffersonUniversity, Philadelphia,for thefiscal yearJuly 1, 2000,
to June30, 2001,for instructionin theDoctorof Medicineprogram.

(b) The sum of $4,263,000 is herebyappropriatedto the Thomas
JeffersonUniversity, Philadelphia,for the fiscal yearJuly 1, 2000, to June
30, 2001. for the generalmaintenanceof the ThomasJeffersonUniversity,
including theCollegeof Allied Health Sciences,studentaid andChildren’s
HeartHospital.

(c) The sum of $56,000is herebyappropriatedto the Trusteesof
JeffersonMedical Collegeand Hospital. Philadelphia,for the fiscal year
July 1, 2000, to June 30, 2001, for a comprehensiveprogramrelating to
personswith Tay-Sachsdisease.

Section2. (a) Paymentsto theThomasJeffersonUniversityon account
of the appropriationsprovided in section 1(a) and (b) shall be made
quarterlyby the Secretaryof Educationon the basis of costs during the
fiscal yearandshallbeconditionedon continuingauthorityfor inclusionon
the Board of Trusteesof the ThomasJeffersonUniversity of aminimum of
five individuals who arenot electedofficials and who are appointed,one
each, by the Governor, the Presidentpro tempore of the Senate,the
Minority Leaderof the Senate,the Speakerof the Houseof Representatives
andthe Minority Leaderof the Houseof Representativesfor termsof office
coterminouswith that of their appointing authorityand shall be further
conditionedon theseappointeesreceivingfull voting rightsas membersof
theboardof trustees.

(b) The ThomasJeffersonUniversity shall provide full, completeand
accurateinformationasmaybe requiredby theDepartmentof Educationor
thechairmanor theminority chairmanof theAppropriationsCommitteeof
the Senateor thechairmanor theminority chairmanof the Appropriations
Committeeof theHouseof Representatives.

(c) The Thomas JeffersonUniversity shall report its revenuesand
expendituresand present its financial statementsin accordancewith
generallyacceptedaccountingprinciples and proceduresfor educational
institutionsas set forth in the “Higher EducationFinanceManual (1975)”
andthe “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor the State
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System of Higher Education, State-RelatedUniversities and Non-State-
RelatedCollegesandUniversities.”

(d) The Trusteesof the ThomasJeffersonUniversity shall report on
forms providedby the Departmentof Educationto both the chairmanand
minority chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof the Senateandthe
chairmanandminority chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof the
Houseof Representativesby September30, 2001,on howState-appropriated
funds were expendedfor fiscal year 2000-2001 to reduce the costs to
Pennsylvaniaresident studentsor to provide services to Pennsylvania
residents.

Section 3. (a) Paymentto JeffersonMedical CollegeandHospital on
accountof theappropriationrelatingto Tay-Sachsdiseaseasprovidedfor in
section 1(c) shall be madeby the Secretaryof Health in equalquarterly
paymentsandshallbe conditionedupona programwhich shall include the
detectionof Tay-Sachsdiseasein thecommunity,counselingof individuals
and families, educationof the public, coordinationof researchinto the
treatmentfor Tay-Sachsdiseaseand the expansionof geneticdiagnostic
servicesandtreatmentof personswith thedisease.

(b) JeffersonMedical CollegeandHospital shall providefull, complete
andaccurateinformationasmayberequiredby theDepartmentof Health or
the chairmanor the minority chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof
the Senateor thechairmanor theminority chairmanof the Appropriations
Committeeof theHouseof Representatives.

Section 4. This act shall take effect July 1, 2000, or immediately,
whicheveris later.

Institute ScienceMuseum,Philadelphia,for the fiscal yearJuly 1, 2000,to
June 30, 2001, for the maintenanceof the institute. No part of this
appropriation shall be used in support of the institute’s research
laboratories.

Section 2. Paymentsto the Franklin Institute ScienceMuseum on
accountof the appropriationprovidedin section 1 shall bemadequarterly
by the ExecutiveDirector of the PennsylvaniaHistorical and Museum
Commission.

Section 3. The Franklin Institute ScienceMuseumshall providefull,
completeandaccurateinformationas maybe requiredby the Pennsylvania
Historical and Museum Commission or the chairman or the minority
chairmanof theAppropriationsCommitteeof the Senateor the chairmanor
the minority chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof the House of
Representatives.

Thesum of $133,000is herebyappropriatedto the Whitaker
Centerfor Scienceandthe Arts in Harrisburg,Pennsylvania,for thefiscal
year July 1, 2000, to June30, 2001, for operatingexpenses,including
maintenanceandthepurchaseofapparatus,suppliesandequipmeat.

Section2. Paymentto the WhitakerCenterfor Scienceandthe Artson
accountof the appropriationprovidedin section 1 shall be madequarterly
by the ExecutiveDirector of the PennsylvaniaHistorical and Museum
Commission.

30,2001,for instructionandstudentaid.

Section 2. Paymentsto the University of the Arts on accountof the
appropriationprovided in section 1 shall be made by the Secretaryof
Educationinequalquarterlypayments.

Section 3. The University of the Arts shall providefull, completeand
accurateinformationasmaybe requiredby theDepartmentof Educationor
the chairmanor theminoritychairmanof the AppropriationsConunitteeof
the Senateor thechairmanor theminority chairmanof the Appropriations
Committeeof theHouseof Representatives.

Section 4. The University of the Arts shall report its revenuesand
expendituresand present its fmancial statement in accordancewith
generallyacceptedaccountingprinciples and proceduresfor educational
institutionsas set forth in the “Higher EducationFinanceManual (1975)”
andthe “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor the State
System of Higher Education,State-RelatedUniversities and Non-State-
RelatedCollegesandUniversities.”

Section 5. The Trusteesof the University of the Arts of Philadelphia
shallreport on forms providedby the Departmentof Educationto boththe

To theactof July28, 1966 (3rdSp.Sess.,P.L.87,No.3),entitled“An actproviding
for the establishmentand operation of the University of Pittsburgh as an
instrumentalityof theCommonwealthto serveas aState-relateduniversityin the
highereducationsystemof the Commonwealth;providing for changeof name;
providing for thecompositionof the boardof trustees;termsof trustees,andthe
power anddutiesof suchtrustees;authorizingappropriationsin amountsto be
fixed annuallyby the GeneralAssembly;providing for theauditing of accounts
of expendituresfrom said appropriations;providing for public support and
capital improvements;authorizingthe issuanceof bonds exemptfrom taxation
within theCommonwealth;requiringthechancellorto makeanannualreportof
the operationsof the University of Pittsburgh,” making appropriationsfor
carrying the same into effect; providing for a basis for paymentsof such
appropriations;andproviding a methodof accountingfor thefundsappropriated
andfor certainfiscal information disclosure.

Section 2. Paymentsto the University of Pittsburghon accountof the

appropriationsfor all itemsas providedin section 1 shall be madeon the
basisof costsduringthe fiscalyear.

Section 3. If necessary,the Universityof Pittsburghmaytransferfunds
betweenthe appropriationslistedin section 1(1) and(3), providedthat the
aggregateamount transferredinto or out of eachappropriationduring the
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fiscal yearshallnot exceed5% of the amountspecificallyappropriatedfor
thatpurpose.

Section 4. (a) Paymentsto the University of Pittsburgh of the
appropriationsprovided in section 1 shall be mademonthly during the
fiscalyear.

(b) Such monthly paymentsshall be madein accordancewith the
provisionsof section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts.Theestimateof costs
shall be submittedby the University of Pittsburgh to the Secretaryof
Education,the GeneralAssemblyandthe StateTreasurernot later than30
daysprior to thedateon which suchpaymentis tobemade.

(c) Paymentsto the University of Pittsburghprovidedin section 1(11)
are contingenton the university making all articulation agreementswith
otherhighereducationinstitutionsavailableon theInternet.

Section 5. (a) The University of Pittsburgh shall apply the moneys
appropriatedby this act only for suchpurposesas arepermittedin this act
and shall at all timesmaintain properrecordsshowing the applicationof
suchmoneys.Not later than 120daysafter the closeof the fiscal yearto
which this act relates, the University of Pittsburgh shall file with the
Secretaryof Education,the GeneralAssembly,the Auditor Generalof the
Commonwealth and the chief administratorof each branch campusa
statementsettingforth the amountsandpurposesof all expendituresmade
from moneysappropriatedby this act andother universityaccountsduring
saidfiscal year,as providedin section2, usedasa basisfor receiptof any
appropriationduringsaidfiscal year.

(b) Such statementof expendituresand costsshall be reviewedby the
Auditor Generalof the Commonwealth,and he shall have the right, in
respect to the moneys appropriatedby this act, to audit and disallow
expendituresmadefor purposesnot permittedby thisactandto causesuch
sumsto be recoveredandpaidby the University of Pittsburghto the State
Treasurer.In respectto expendituresmadeby the university from moneys
other thanthoseappropriatedby this act, theAuditor Generalshallhavethe
right to reviewonly, andhe shall file annuallywith the GeneralAssembly
suchinformationconcerningsuchexpendituresastheGeneralAssemblyor
anyof its committeesmayrequire.

Section 6. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the
Appropriations and Education Committeesof the Senateand House of
Representativesand shall include data for all programsexcept for the
Doctor of Medicineprogram.Thereport,to be submittedprior to September
1, 2001, shall cover the 12-monthperiod beginningwith the summerterm
2000andshall include:

(1) The following countsand distributions for each term during the
period:

(i) Thedefinitionsandnumbersof facultymembersemployedfull time,
of faculty membersemployedpart time, of full-time studentsenrolled in
graduatecourses,of full-time studentsenrolledin undergraduatecourses,of
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part-time studentsenrolled in graduatecoursesand of part-timestudents
enrolledin undergraduatecourses.

(ii) The total numbersof undergraduatestudentcredit hours, divided
into lower divisionandupperdivision courselevels,andof graduatestudent
credit hours, divided into three courselevels—master’s,first professional
anddoctoral.

(iii) Thenumberof differentcoursesscheduledby level of instruction
andthe numberof sectionsof individual instruction scheduledby level of
instruction, each further subdivided by two-digit Classification of
InstructionalProgram(CIP)categoriesof instructionalprogramsof higher
educationasdefinedby theNationalCenterfor EducationStatistics,United
StatesDepartmentof Education.

(iv) Thenumberof termsscheduledandthedatesthereof.
(2) For the summerterm andthe following academicyearin totaland

for eachtwo-digitCIP programcategory,aclassificationof facultymembers
or other professional employeesby title, including: professor,associate
professor, assistantprofessor, instructor, lecturer, research associate,
librarianandacademicadministrator;facultymembersor otherprofessional
employeesundereachtitle to besubdividedby typeof assignment:teaching
and nonteaching;and each such set of faculty members or other
professionalemployeesto be further subdividedby type of employment:
full-time or part-time; and the following aggregatesfor each such
subdividedclassification:

(i) The numberof faculty andother professionalemployeesand their
full-time equivalencein instructionalandnoninstructionalfunctions.

(ii) Thesum of creditsassignedto undergraduateclassroomcoursesand
the sum of creditsassignedto graduateclassroomcoursestaught,divided
into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first professionalanddoctoral
courselevels.

(iii) Thesum of creditsassignedto undergraduateindividual instruction
coursesandthe sum of creditsassignedto graduateindividual instruction
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upper division, master’s, first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(iv) The sum of undergraduateclassroomstudentcredit hoursandthe
sum of graduateclassroomstudentcredit hours generated,divided into
lower division, upper division, master’s, first professionaland doctoral
courselevels.

(v) Thesumof undergraduateindividual instructionstudentcredithours
and the sum of graduateindividual instruction student credit hours
generated,divided into lower division, upper division, master’s, first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructionalfunctionsandtheamount of this salarypaid for eachof
thesefunctionsfromuniversityfunds,Federalfundsandotherfunds.
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(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull time identifiedby two-digit CIP programcategoryandtitle,
the report shall containan analysisof the averagehoursper week spentin
university-related activities, stating specifically hours spent in
undergraduateclassroomcontact and graduateclassroomcontact, hours
spent in preparation,hours spent in researchand hours spent in public
service.

Section7. In addition to the requirementsin section6 relativeto this
appropriation,the reportcoveringthe 12-monthperiod beginningwith the
summerterm 2000shallincludefor all programsof theuniversity:

(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor a baccalaureatedegreeand
for amaster’sdegree.

(2) Number of bachelor’sdegrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degreesanddoctoraldegreesawardedin 1996,1997, 1998,1999,2000and
estimated2001.

Section 8. (a) The following words and phraseswhen used in this
sectionshallhavethemeaningsgivento themin this subsectionunlessthe
contextclearlyindicatesotherwise:

“Academic and administrativesupport units.” Any organizational
entity,asdefinedin theorganizationalmanualof theuniversity,thatreports
directly to the presidentof the university, chiefacademicofficer or vice
president,including the office of the president,chiefacademicofficer and
vice president.

“Expenditures.” Disbursementsof Stateappropriations,tuition andfees
supporting educationaland generalcategoriesas defmedin the Higher
EducationFinanceManual,Departmentof Health, EducationandWelfare,
1975,or disbursement,supportedby Stateappropriations,tuition or fees,to
supportadefinedprojectorprogramundersubsection(b)(3).

“Revenue.” All Stateappropriationsandtuition andfees.
(b) TheUniversityof Pittsburghshalldisclosethefollowing:
(I) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof the university’sacademicand

administrativesupportunitsfor thecurrentfiscal year.
(2) The actualrevenueandexpendituresfor the prior yearin the same

formatasthe informationreportedunderparagraph(1).
(3) For anydefinedprojector programwhich is the subjectof a-specific

line item appropriationfrom the GeneralFund,theuniversityshalldisclose
thefollowing:

(i) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof the definedprogramor project
for thecurrentfiscal year.

(ii) The actual revenueand expendituresof the definedprogram or
project for the prior yearin the sameformat as the information reported
underparagraph(1).

(4) Therevenueand expendituresof any auxiliary enterprisewhich is
directly fundedin wholeor inpart by tuition or aStateappropriationfor the
currentfiscal year.
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(c) Theuniversityshallprovidethefollowing additional informationfor
the prior fiscal yearfor each academicor administrativesupportunit, for
eachdefinedprojectorprogramandfor anyauxiliary enterprise:

(1) Thenumberof employeesby academicrank andby classificationthe
numberof administrators,staff, clerical andtechnicalserviceemployees.

(2) Medianandmeansalaryby academicrank andby classificationthe
medianandmean salariesof administrators,staff, clerical and technical
serviceemployees.

(3) Nonsalary compensationas a percentageof salary. Nonsalary
compensationshall include, but not be limited to, medical benefits, life
insurance benefits, pension benefits, leave benefits, employer Social
Securitypaymentsandworkers’ compensationbenefits.

(4) A statementof theuniversity’sretirementpolicies.
(5) A policy statementrelatingto areductionof tuition for employees’

familymembers.
(6) A list of purchaseof service contractswhich exceed$1,000by

categoryof service, including, but not limited to, legal, instructional,
management,accounting,architecture,public relationsandmaintenance.
Thelist shall containthenameandaddressof thecontractor,astatementof
the nature of the duties of the contractor and the academic and
administrative support unit for which the duties are performed. If a
purchaseof servicecontractexceeds10%of the total aggregateexpenditure
of the contractcategoryper academicor administrativesupportunit, then
thecontractedamountshallalsobelisted.

(7) A list of purchaseof goodscontractswhich exceed$1,000.The list
shall containthenameandaddressof thecontractoranda list of thegoods

Section 2. Payments to Temple University on account of the

appropriationsfor all itemsas provided in section 1 shall be madeon the
basisof costsduringthefiscal year.

Section2. Paymentsto ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversity on accountof
the appropriationsfor all itemsas providedin section 1 shall be madeon
thebasisof costsduring thefiscal year.
