Amending the act of November 10, 1999 (P1.491,No.45), entitled “An act
establishinga uniform construction code; imposing powers and duties on
municipalities and the Department of Labor and Industry; providing for
enforcement;imposing penalties;and making repeals,”further providing for
exemptions.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 901 of the act of November 10, 1999 (P.L.491,
No.45), knownas thePennsylvaniaConstructionCode Act, is amendedto
read:
Section901. Exemptions.

(a) Manufacturedhousing.—Thisact shall not apply tomanufactured
housingwhich bearsa label, as requiredby andreferredto in the act of
November 17, 1982 (P.L.676, No.192), known as the Manufactured
Housing Constructionand Safety StandardsAuthorization Act, which
certifies that it conforms to Federalconstruction and safety standards
adoptedunder the Housing and Community DevelopmentAct of 1974
(Public Law 93-383,88 Stat. 633), nor shall it apply to industrialized
housing,as definedin the actof May 11, 1972 (P.L.286,No.70),known as
theIndustrializedHousingAct.

(b) Religiousbeliefs.—
(1) An applicant for a constructionpermit for a dwelling unit

utilized by a memberof a recognizedreligious sect may file an
application with a code administrator to be exemptedfrom an
electricalprovision of the Un~formConstructionCodewhich conflicts
with the applicant’s religiousbeliefs. The application shall statethe
mannerin which theprovision conflicts with the applicant’s religious
beliefsandshall includean affidavitby the applicantstating that:

(i) the applicant isa memberof a recognizedreligioussect;
(ii) the religioussecthas establishedtenetsor teachingswhich

conflict with an electrical provision of the Un4form Construction
Code;

(iii) the applicant adheresto the establishedtenetsor teachings
oftize sect;and

(iv) the dwellingunit will be usedsolelyasa residencefor the
applicantandthe applicant’shousehold.
(2) A code administrator shall grant an application for an

exemptionif madein accordancewith paragraph(1).
(3) If an applicantreceivesan exemptionfor a dwellingunit under

this subsectionand the applicant subsequentlysells or leasesthe
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dwelling unit, the applicant shall bring the dwelling unit into
compliancewith theprovision of the Uniform ConstructionCodefrom
which it was exemptedunderthis subsectionprior to the dwellingunit
beingsoldor leasedunlessthe prospectivesubsequentowneror lessee
files an affidavit in compliancewith paragraph(1)(i) through (iv).
Section2. This actshalltakeeffect90 daysfollowing publicationin the

PennsylvaniaBulletin of the final adoptionof regulationsrequiredby the
actof November10, 1999(P.L.491,No.45).
