Amendingthe act of February1, 1966 (1965 P.L.1656,No.581),entitled “An act
concerningboroughs,andrevising,amendingandconsolidatingthe law relating
to boroughs,”further providing for specific powersof boroughsrelatingto care
anderectionofmemorialsandmunicipalmusic.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 1202(60)and (62) of the actof February1, 1966
(1965P1.1656,No.581),known as The BoroughCode,are amendedto
read:

Section 1202. Specific Powers.—Thepowers of the boroughshalt be
vested in the corporateauthorities. Among the specific powers of the
boroughshall be the following, andin the exerciseof anyof suchpowers
involving the enactmentof anyordinanceor themaking of anyregulation,
restriction or prohibition, the boroughmay provide for the enforcement
thereof and may prescribepenaltiesfor the violation thereof or for the
failure toconformthereto:

(60) Careand erection of memorials. To take charge of, care for,
maintainandkeepin good order andrepair,at theexpenseof the borough,
anysoldiersmonument,gun, or carriage,or similar memorial situatedin
the borough, and not in the charge or care of any person, body, or
organization,and not put up or placedby the Governmentof the United
States, the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,or the commissionersof the
county,or by thedirectionor authorityof any otherStateof the Union, and
to receivefrom anypersonor organizationanymoneysor fundswhichcan
be used for the maintenanceof suchmemorials,andto expendthe same;
and to erector contributeto the erectionof, memorialsin honorof those
who servedin any war in which the United Stateswas engaged~,ata cout
or in a sumnotto exceedonethousanddollars($1000),]and thereafter to
properlyandadequatelymaintainthesame.

(62) Municipal music.To appropriatemoney~,not in excessof thesum
of onethousand dollars ($1000),annually,] for the expenseof municipal
music.

Section2. Thisactshallberetroactiveto January1, 2000.
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Section3. Thisactshall takeeffectin 60days.
