The public areabetweenthe KeystoneBuilding andthe StateMuseum

on the groundsof the State Capitol in Harrisburg shall on and after the
effectivedateof thisactbeknown as“Emergency ResponderPlaza.”
Section2. Dutiesof Departmentof GeneralServices.

The Departmentof General Services shall fabricate and place an
appropriatebronzeplaquewhich denotesthe designationof this areato be
knownas “EmergencyResponderPlaza.”
Section3. Effectivedate.
