AmendingTitle 51 (Military Affairs) of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,
further providing for the compositionof the StateArmory Board andfor the
PennsylvaniaVeterans’MemorialTrustFund.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 1501 of Title 51 of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutesis amendedto read:
§ 1501. Compositionandgeneralfunctions.

TheStateArmoryBoardshallconsistof theAdjutant General,whoshall
act as chairman,and [five] eight membersappointedby the Adjutant
General.Threeof themembersof the StateArmory Boardappointedby the
Adjutant Generalshall be membersof the PennsylvaniaNational Guard.
The StateArmory Boardshall exercisethepowers,dutiesandprovisionsof
thischapter.Theboardshall appointasecretarywhoneednot beamember
of the board. It shall provide, equip, maintain, manageand regulate
armoriesfor the useof the Pennsylvaniamilitary forces. It may,with the
approvalof the Governor,acceptgifts of land, with or without buildings
thereon,to beusedfor military purposes.The title to all suchlandshall be
taken in the name of the Commonwealth.It may also employ funds
appropriatedto it to purchase,for armorypurposes,any suitablebuildings
or sites.

Section2. Section 1905(b)of Title 51 is amendedto read:
§ 1905. PennsylvaniaVeterans’MemorialTrustFund.

(b) Purpose.—Themoneysin the fund shall be usedfor the selection,
design[and], construction,operationand maintenanceof an appropriate
physical monument on the grounds of the Indiantown Gap National
Cemeteryandothercostsincidentalthereto.

Section3. Thisactshalltakeeffectasfollows:
(1) Theamendmentof 51 Pa.C.S.§ 1501 shall takeeffectin 60 days.
(2) Theremainderof thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.
