Authorizing the Departmentof GeneralServices,with the approval of theGovernor,
to grant andconveyto the City of Harrisburg tractsof land andabuilding situate
in theCity of Harrisburg, Dauphin County.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Authorization.
The Department of GeneralServices,with the approval of the Governor,

is hereby authorized on behalfof the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to
grant and convey to the City of Harrisburg, Dauphin County, 1.34 acresof
land and building describedin section2 for fair consideration equalto the
fair market value of theproperty as determinedby an independentappraisal
in accordancewith an executedagreementof sale.
Section2. Description.

The property to be conveyedpursuantto section 1 consists of all those
certain lots, pieces or parcels of land situated in the City of Harrisburg,
Dauphin County, Pennsylvania,boundedanddescribedasfollows:

Tract 1
BEGINNING at a point on the Northwest corner of Hudson and

Caledonia Streets;thence Northwardly along the western line of Hudson
Street,seventy-two (72) feet, more or less,to the southern line of Lot No.
35, on hereinafternamedplan; thencewestwardly at right anglesto Hudson
Street and along the line of saidLot No. 35,one hundredten (110) feet to
the easternline of Cona Street; thencesouthwardly along the easternline of
saidCona Street, one hundredeighty-two (182) feet to CaledoniaStreet;
thence northeasterly along the line of Caledonia Street, one hundred fifty
(150) feet,moreor less, to theplaceof beginning.

Being lots Nos.36 and37, asshownon Plan “B”, Cloverly Heights,Plan
Book“G”, Page58,Block 12 of saidplan.

Tract 2
BEGINNING at the northeastcorner of Nineteenth and Caledonia

Streets; thencealongNineteenth Street northwardlytwo hundredandthirty-
five (235) feet to property of EastEnd Trust Company; thenceeastwardly
along last mentioned property onehundredand twenty (120) feet to Cona
Street; thence southwardly along Cona Street two hundred (200) feet to
Caledonia Street; thence westwardlyalong Caledonia Street one hundred
twenty-four (124) feet; more or less, to the place of Beginning, being lots
one (1) to five (5), both inclusive, Block 12, Plan B, Cloverly Heights,
recorded in Plan Book G, Page58.

Tract 3
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BEGINNING ata point on the west sideof HudsonStreetat the line of
propertynowor formerlyof BenjaminBaisi, beingthenorthernline of Lots
Nos. 36 and 37 Block 12 on Plan B, Cloverly Heights; recordedin the
DauphinCountyRecorder’sOffice in PlanBook“G”, Page58, whichpoint
is seventy-two(72) feetnorthof CaledoniaStreet; thencenorthwardlyalong
the west sideof HudsonStreet,eighty (80) feet to the line of propertynow
or formerly of theTrusteesCapitalBankandTrustCompany,beingalsothe
southernline of Lot No. 33 Block 12 on saidPlan; thencewestwardlyalong
theline of saidproperty;onehundredten (110) feetto theeastsideof Cona
Street; thencesouthwardlyalong the east side of ConaStreet;eighty (80)
feet to the northern line of said property of BenjaminBaisi, being the
northernline of Lots Nos. 36 and37 of Block 12 on Plan aforesaid;and
thenceeastwardlyalongthe lineof saidproperty;onehundredten(110)feet
to theplaceof Beginning.
Section3. Covenants.

Theconveyanceauthorizedby thisact shallbemadeunderandsubjectto
all lawful and enforceableeasements,servitudesand rights of others,
including, but not confined to, streets,roadwaysandrights of telephone,
telegraph,cable,water,electric, sewer,gasor pipelinecompanies,aswell as
underandsubjectto anylawful andenforceableinterest,estatesor tenancies
vestedin third personsappearingof recordfor any portionof the landor
improvementserectedthereon.
Section4. Consideration.

The deed of conveyanceshall be by special warrantydeed andshall
ensurea return of fair considerationequal to or greater than $140,000
beginningonadateconsistentwith theexecutedagreementof sale.
Section5. Historicalstandards.

The deedof conveyanceshall contain a clause requiring the City of
Harrisburgto ensurethat any designfor new construction,rehabilitation,
alterationor demolitionwork on the propertyis compatiblewith its original
architecturaldesign and landscape/siteplan in terms of scale,massing,
fenestration,materialsand color and is consistentwith the recommended
approachesin the Secretaryof the Interior’s Standardsfor Rehabilitation
andGuidelinesfor RehabilitatingHistoric Buildingsasrevisedin 1995,and
no newconstruction,demolition,alteration,remodelingor landscaping/site
work shall be undertakenor permittedto be undertakenon the property
without 30 days’ prior written notice to the PennsylvaniaHistorical and
MuseumCommission.
Section6. Deedexecution.

The deedof conveyanceauthorizedby this sectionshall beapprovedas
providedby law and shall beexecutedby the Secretaryof GeneralServices
in thenameof theConunonwealthof Pennsylvania.
Section7. Expenses.

Costsandfees incidentalto this conveyanceauthorizedby this section
shallbeborneby thegrantee.

Section8. Alternatedisposition.
In the eventthat this conveyanceis not executedin accordancewith the

agreementof sale,the property may be disposedof in accordancewith
section 2406-Aof theactof April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,No.175),knownas The
AdministrativeCodeof 1929.
Section9. Effective date.

Thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.
