Amending Title 51 (Military Affairs) of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,
further providingfor unemploymentcompensationbenefits.

The General Assemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 7318 of Title 51 of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutesis amendedto read:
§ 7318. Unemploymentcompensationbenefits.

(a) Generalrule.—Compensationpayableunderthe actof December5,
1936 (2nd Sp.Sess.,1937 P.L.2897,No.!), known as the Unemployment
CompensationLaw, shall not be reducedpursuantto section404(d)(!) of
that act by reasonof any militarypay andallowancespaid to a memberof
the PennsylvaniaNationalGuardor a memberof a reservecomponentof
the armedforces for periodsof activeduty for emergenciesasdeclaredby
theGovernoror drill andinstructionunder32 U.S.C.§ 502(a)(1)(relating
to required drills and field exercises)or for a member of a reserve
componentof the armedforcesfor drill or instruction under 10 U.s.c.
(relating to armedforces)

(b) Applicability.—This section shall not apply to military pay and
allowancespaidto a memberof the PennsylvaniaNationalGuardfor active
Federal service or participation in annual training under 32 U.S.C.
§ 502(a)(2)orfor a memberof a reservecomponentof the armedforces
for active military dutyunderio u.s.c.(relating to armedforces)

Section2. Thisact shalltake effectin 60 days.
