Authorizing theDepartment of General Services,with the approval of theGovernor,
to grant and conveyto Centre County certain lands in Benner Township, Centre
County.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Conveyancein BennerTownship, Centre County.
(a) Authorization.—The Department of General Services, with the

approval of the Governor, is hereby authorized on behalf of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania to grant and convey to Centre County
certainlandsdescribedin subsection(b) under terms andconditions to be
establishedin an agreementof sale to be entered into with the Department
of GeneralServices.

(b) Description.—The property to be conveyedpursuant to subsection
(a) consists of two parcels totaling approximately 43.84 acresin Benner
Township, CentreCounty. Pennsylvania,boundedanddescribedas follows:

UNDER AND SUBJECT, to an 8.5 foot wide reservedright-of-way for
futurededication,along ParadiseRoad and parallel with the boundaryof
Lot 3, asshown on abovementionedplan.

(c) Easements.—Theconveyanceshall be madeunderand subject to all
lawful andenforceableeasements,servitudesandrights of others,including,
but not confined to, streets,roadwaysand rights of anytelephone,telegraph,
water, electric, gasor pipeline companies,as well as under and subjectto
any lawful and enforceable estates or tenancies vested in third persons
appearingof record, for anyportionof the land or improvements erected
thereon.

(d) Restrictive covenants.—Thedeedof conveyanceshall contain the
following restrictive covenants:

(1) Under and subject to a condition that the granteeshall utilize Parcel
1 as an adult correctional facility and for no other purpose. If the grantee
utilizes Parcel 1 for anyother purpose or attempts to conveysaidparcel, it
shall immediately revert to and revest in thegrantor.

(2) Under and subject to a condition that the grantee, its successorsor
assignsshall utilize Parcel 2 as a fire-emergencyservicestraining fudiity
andfor noother purpose.If Parcel 2 is utilized by the grantee, its successors
or assignsfor any other purpose.it shall immediately revert to and revest in
thegrantor.

(e) Deed.—Thedeedof conveyanceshall be by specialwarranty deed
andshall be executedby the Secretary of General Servicesin the name of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

(f) Costs.—Costsandfeesincidental to this conveyanceshall be borne
by thegrantee.

(g) Alternative disposition.—In the event that termsof an agreementof
salecannotbereachedbetweentheparties within 12 monthsof the effective
date of this act, the property may be disposedof in accordancewith section
2406-A of the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.l77, No.175), known as The
Administrative Codeof 1929.If the property is disposedof pursuant to this
subsection, the deed of conveyance shall not contain the restrictive
covenantsrequiredin subsection(d).
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Section2. Effectivedate.

This act shall takeeffect immediately.
