The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The sum of $4,466,000is hereby appropriated from the
restricted revenue account Within the General Fund to the Office of
Consumer Advocate in the Office of Attorney Generalto provide for the
operationof that office for the fiscalyearJuly 1, 2002,to June 30,2003.

Section 2. This act shall take effect July 1, 2002, or immediately,
whichever is later.

Making appropriations from the Workmen’s CompensationAdministration Fund to
the Department of Labor and Industry and the Department of Community and
Economic Development to provide for the expensesof administering the
Workers’ Compensation Act, The PennsylvaniaOccupational DiseaseAct and
the Office of Small BusinessAdvocate for the fiscal year July 1, 2002, to June
30,2003,andfor the payment of bills incurred andremaining unpaid at theclose
ofthe fiscal year ending June 30, 2002.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The sum of $55,435,000,or as much thereof as may be
necessary, is hereby appropriated from the Workmen’s Compensation
Administration Fund to the Departmentof Labor and Industry for the
payment of all salaries, wagesandother compensationandtravel expenses,
for contractual servicesandother expensesnecessaryfor the administration
of the act of June 2, 1915 (P.L.736, No.338), known as the Workers’
CompensationAct, andtheact of June 21, 1939 (P.L.566, No.284),known
asThe PennsylvaniaOccupationalDiseaseAct, for the fiscalyearbeginning
July 1, 2002,andfor the paymentof bills incurredandremaining unpaidat
the closeof the fiscalyearending June 30,2002.

Section 2. The sum of $175,000 is hereby appropriated from the
restricted revenue account within the Workmen’s Compensation
Administration Fund to the Office of Small Business Advocate in the
Department of Community and Economic Developmentas provided in the
act of June 2, 1915 (P.L.736, No.338), known as the Workers’
CompensationAct, for the operation of that office for the fiscalyearJuly 1,
2002,to June 30,2003.

Section 3. This act shall take effect July 1, 2002, or immediately,
whichever is later.

Making an appropriation from the Public School Employees’ Retirement Fund to
provide for expensesof the Public SchoolEmployees’ Retirement Board for the
fiscal year July 1, 2002, to June 30, 2003,and for the paymentof bills incurred
and remaining unpaid at thecloseof the fiscal year endingJune 30,2002.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The sum of $42,054,000,or as much thereof as maybe
necessary, is hereby appropriated from the Public School Employees’
Retirement Fund to thePublic School Employees’ RetirementBoard for the
payment of all salaries,wagesand other compensationand travel expenses
of the employeesand members of the Public SchoolEmployees’ Retirement
Board, for contractual servicesand other expensesnecessaryfor the proper
conduct of the duties, functions and activitiesof the boardfor the fiscal year
beginningJuly 1, 2002,and for the paymentofbills incurredand remaining
unpaidat the closeof the fiscalyearending June 30,2002.

Section 2. This act shall take effect July 1, 2002, or immediately,
whichever is later.

Making anappropriationfrom the StateEmployees’RetirementFundtoprovide for
expensesof the StateEmployees’RetirementBoard for the fiscal year July 1,
2002, to June30, 2003, and for the paymentof bills incurredand remaining
unpaidatthecloseof the fiscal yearendingJune30,2002.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The sum of $20,869,000,or as much thereofas may be
necessary,is herebyappropriatedfrom the State Employees’Retirement
Fund to the State Employees’ RetirementBoard for the paymentof all
salaries, wages and other compensationand travel expensesof the
employeesandmembersof the State Employees’RetirementBoard, for
contractualservicesandotherexpensesnecessaryfor the properconductof
the duties,functionsandactivitiesof theboardfor thefiscalyearbeginning
July 1, 2002,andfor thepaymentof bills incurredandremainingunpaidat
thecloseof thefiscal yearendingJune30, 2002.

Section 2. This act shall take effect July 1, 2002, or immediately,
whicheveris later.

Making appropriationsfrom theProfessionalLicensureAugmentationAccountand
from restrictedrevenueaccountswithin theGeneralFund to theDepartmentof
Statefor useby theBureauof Professionaland OccupationalAffairs in support
of theprofessionallicensureboardsassignedthereto.

The GeneralAssembly of the Conunonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The sum of $19,421,000,or as much thereof as maybe
necessary, is hereby appropriated from the Professional Licensure
AugmentationAccountwithin theGeneralFundto theDepartmentof State
for the operationof the Bureauof Professionaland OccupationalAffairs,
including the StateBoardof AuctioneerExaminers,for the fiscal yearJuly
1, 2002,to June30,2003.

Section2. (a) Theswn of $6,747,000,or as muchthereofas may be
necessary,is herebyappropriatedfrom therestrictedreceiptsaccountof the
State Board of Medicine as authorizedby section 907(a) of the act of
October 15, 1975 (P.L.390, No.111),known as the Health CareServices
MalpracticeAct, for the operationof the boardfor the fiscal yearJuly 1,
2002,to June30,2003.

(b) Thesum of $1,172,000,or as muchthereofas maybenecessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom the restrictedreceiptsaccountof the StateBoard
of OsteopathicMedicineas authorizedby section907(b)of the HealthCare
ServicesMalpracticeAct for the operationof the boardfor the fiscal year
July 1, 2002,toJune30,2003.

(c) The sum of $262,000,or as muchthereofas maybe necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom therestrictedreceiptsaccountof the StateBoard
of Podiatry as authorizedby section 907(c) of the Health CareServices
MalpracticeAct for the operationof said boardfor the fiscal yearJuly 1,
2002,toJune30, 2003.

(d) The sum of $364,000,or as muchthereofasmaybe necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom the Athletic CommissionAugmentationAccount
for the State Athletic Commissionas authorizedby 5 Pa.C.S. § 1512
(relating to Athletic CommissionAugmentationAccount) for the support
andoperationof the commissionfor the fiscalyearJuly 1, 2002,to June30,
2003.

(e) Eachappropriationlistedin subsections(a), (b), (c) and(d) shallnot
be treated as an augmentationto the Departmentof State, general
governmentappropriationor anyotherappropriationbut shall be treated
andaccountedfor asseparateappropriationsrespectively.
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Section 3. This act shall take effect July 1, 2002, or immediately,

whicheveris later.
