The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enacts as follows:

Section 1. The following sums,or asmuch thereof asmay be necessary,
are hereby appropriated to the Trusteesof Temple University for thefiscal
yearJuly 1, 2002,to June 30,2003,for the purposesand in the amounts as
shown:

(4) To enhance the recruitmentand retention of

disadvantagedstudents 337,000
(5) For maxillofacial prosthodontics 131,000
(6) For PodiatricMedicine 1,346,000
(7) For the Richard J. Fox Bio-Medical Center 475,000
Section 2. Payments to Temple University on account of the

appropriations for all items as provided in section 1 shall bemadeon the
basisof costsduring the fiscal year.

Section 3. If necessary,Temple University may transfer funds among
the appropriations listed in section 1(1) and (2) provided that the aggregate
amounttransferredinto or out of each appropriation during the fiscal year
shall not exceed 5% of the amount specifically appropriatedfor that
purpose.

Section 4. (a) Payment to Temple University of the appropriations
providedin section1 shallbemademonthlyduring the fiscal year.

(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordance with the
provisions of section2 on the basisof estimatedcosts.

fiscal year, as provided in section 2, used as a basis for receipt of any
appropriation duringsaidfiscalyear.

(b) Suchstatementof expendituresand costsshall be reviewed by the
Auditor Generalof the Commonwealth,and he shall havethe right in
respect to the moneys appropriated by this act to audit and disallow
expendituresmadefor purposesnot permitted by this act and to causesuch
sumsto be recoveredandpaid by Temple University to the StateTreasurer.
In respectto expendituresmadeby the university from moneysother than
thoseappropriated by this act, the Auditor General shall have the right to
review only, and he shall file annuallywith the GeneralAssembly such
informationconcerningsaidexpendituresas the General Assembly or any
of its committeesmay require.

Section 6. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the

(ii) The total numbersof undergraduatestudentcredit hours, divided
into lower divisionand upper division courselevels,and of graduate student
credit hours,divided into threecourse levels—master’s, first professional
and doctoral.

(iii) The numberof different coursesscheduledby level of instruction
andthe numberof sectionsof individual instructionscheduledby level of
instruction, each further subdivided by two-digit Classification of
InstructionalProgram(CIP) categoriesof instructionalprogramsof higher
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educationas definedby the National Center for Education Statistics,United
StatesDepartmentof Education.

(iv) Thenumber of terms scheduledandthe datesthereof.
(2) For the summerterm and the following academic year in total and

for eachtwo-digit CIP programcategory,aclassificationof faculty members
or other professional employeesby title, including: professor, associate
professor, assistant professor, instructor, lecturer, research associate,
librarianandacademicadministrator;faculty membersor otherprofessional
employeesundereachtitle to besubdividedby typeof assignment:teaching
and nonteaching; and each such set of faculty members or other
professional employeesto be further subdividedby type of employment:
full-time or part-time; and the following aggregates for each such
subdividedclassification:

(i) The numberof faculty and other professionalemployeesand their
full-time equivalencein instructionaland noninstructional functions.

(ii) The sum of creditsassignedto undergraduate classroomcoursesand
the sum of creditsassignedto graduate classroomcoursestaught, divided
into lower division, upper division, master’s, first professionaland doctoral
courselevels.

(iii) The sum of creditsassignedto undergraduate individual instruction
coursesand the sum of creditsassignedto graduate individual instruction
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upper division, master’s, first
professionaland doctoral courselevels.

(iv) The sum of undergraduate classroomstudentcredithours and the
sum of graduate classroomstudentcredit hours generated, divided into
lower division, upper division, master’s, first professional and doctoral
courselevels.

(v) Thesum of undergraduateindividual instruction studentcredithours
and the sum of graduate individual instruction student credit hours
generated,divided into lower division, upper division, master’s, first
professionalanddoctoral courselevels.

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructionalfunctionsand the amount of this salary paid for each of
thesefunctionsfrom university funds, Federal funds and other funds.

(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull time identifiedby two-digit CIP programcategoryand title,
the report shall containan analysisof the averagehoursper week spentin
university-related activities, stating specifically hours spent in
undergraduate classroomcontact and graduate classroomcontact, hours
spent in preparation,hours spent in researchand hours spent in public
service.

Section7. In addition to the requirementsin section6 relative to this
appropriation, each reportcoveringthe 12-month period beginning with the
summerterm 2002shallincludefor all programsof the university
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(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequired for a baccalaureatedegree-and
for amaster’sdegree.

(2) Number of bachelor’s degrees,master’s degrees,first professional
degreesand doctoral degreesawardedin 1998, 1999,2000,2001,2002and
estimated2003.

Section 8. (a) The following wordsand phraseswhen used in this
section shall have the meaningsgiven to them in this subsection-unless-the
context clearlyindicatesotherwise:

“Academic and administrativesupport units.” Any organizational
entity, asdefinedin the organizationalmanualof the university, that reports
directly to the president of the university, chief academic officer or vice
president, including the office of the president, chiefacademicofficer and
vicepresident.

“Expenditures.” Disbursementsor payments of State appropriations,
tuition and fees supporting operational, educational or other general
categoriesof expensesas defined in: the generally acceptedaccounting
principles as prescribedby the National Association of College and
University BusinessOfficers, the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountantsor by their successorsor by any other recognizedauthoritative
body the “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudget Instructionsfor the State
System of Higher Education, State-RelatedUniversities and Non-State-
Related Collegesand Universities”; andthe financialreportingpolicies and
standardspromulgated by the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaand by the
FederalGovernmentthat apply to TempleUniversity.

“Revenue.” All State appropriations and tuition and fees.
(b) TempleUniversityshalldisclosethe following:
(1) Revenueand expenditurebudgetsof the university’sacademicand

administrative supportunits for the currentfiscal year.
(2) The actual revenueandexpendituresfor the prior year in the same

formatas the informationreportedunderparagraph (1).
(3) For anydefinedprojector programwhich is the subject of a specific

line item appropriation from the General Fund, the university shall disclose
the following:

(i) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof the definedprogramor project
for thecurrentfiscal year.

(ii) The actual revenue and expendituresof the definedprogram or
project for the prior year in the sameformat as the information reported
underparagraph(1).

(4) The revenue and expendituresof anyauxiliary enterprisewhich is
directlyfundedin wholeor in partby tuition or aStateappropriationfor the
currentfiscalyear.

(c) Theuniversityshallprovide the following additional informationfor
the prior fiscal year for each academicor administrativesupportunit, for
eachdefinedprojector programandfor anyauxiliaryenterprise:
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(1) The numberof employeesby academicrankand by classification the
numberof administrators,staff, clerical andtechnicalserviceemployees.

(2) Medianandmeansalaryby academicrank and by classificationthe
medianand meansalariesof administrators,staff, clerical and technical
serviceemployees.

(3) Nonsalary compensationas a percentageof salary. Nonsalary
compensationshall include, but not be limited to, medical benefits,life
insurance benefits, pension benefits, leave benefits, employer Social
Securitypaymentsand workers’ compensationbenefits.

(4) A statementof the university’s retirementpolicies.
(5) A policy statementrelating to a reduction of tuition for employees’

family members.
(6) A list of purchase of service contractswhich exceed$1,000 by

category of service, including, but not limited to, legal, instructional,
management,accounting,architecture,public relations and maintenance.
The list shallcontainthe name andaddressof thecontractor,astatementof
the nature of the duties of the contractor and the academic and
administrativesupport unit for which the duties are performed. If a
purchaseof servicecontractexceeds10% of the totalaggregateexpenditure
of the contract categoryper academicor administrativesupportunit, then
the contractedamount shall alsobe listed.

(7) A list of purchaseof goodscontracts which exceed $1,000.The list
shall containthe nameandaddressof thecontractorandalist of thegoods
purchased and the academic or administrative supportunit for which such
goodswere contracted. If a purchaseof goodscontract exceeds10% of the
total aggregateexpenditureper academicor administrativesupportunit,
then the contracted amount shall alsobe listed.

(8) A list by academicor administrativesupportunit in the aggregateof
the expensesof travel, subsistence and lodging, whether provided or
reimbursed.

(d) The university shall submit a report of the information under
subsections(b) and(c) to the EducationCommitteeof the Senateand the
AppropriationsCommitteeof the Senateand the Education Committeeof
the House of Representativesand the Appropriations Committeeof the
House of Representatives.In addition, the university shall submitacopy of
thereport to eachof thefollowing:

(4) Auditor General.

Each suchinstitution shall maintainacopyof the report in the institution’s
library and shall submitacopy to each of the four Stateregional library
resourcecenters.
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(e) A university’s report required to be submitted under this section
shall be submitted within 180 days of the closeof the university’scurrent
fiscalyear.

(f) The Joint StateGovernmentCommissionshall developastatistical
comparisonanalysis recognizing differences in missions from the reports
madeunderthis section.A majority of the membersof the commissionmay
request additional documentation, except for salary or identity of
individuals, necessary to complete the comparative analysis. The
comparisonshall beprovided to the Education Committeeof the Senateand-
the Appropriations Committee of the Senateand the Education Committee
of the House of Representativesandthe Appropriations Committeeof the
Houseof Representativesand the four Stateregional libraries.

Section 1. The following sums,or asmuch thereofasmay be necessary,
are hereby appropriated to the Trustees of Lincoln University, Chester
County, for the fiscal year July 1, 2002,to June 30, 2003,for thepurposes
andin the amountsas shown:

(1) For educational and generalexpenses $12,153,000
(2) To enhancethe recruitment and retention of

disadvantagedstudents 337,000
(3) For theInternationalAffairs Institute 305,000
Section 2. Payments to Lincoln University on account of the

appropriations for the items provided in section 1 shall be madeon thebasis
of costsduring the fiscal year.

Section 3. (a) Paymentsto Lincoln University of the appropriations
providedin section1 shallbemademonthlyduringthe fiscal year.

(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordance with the
provisions of section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts. The estimateof costs
shall besubmittedby Lincoln University to the Secretaryof Education, the
GeneralAssemblyandthe State Treasurernot later than 30 thys prior to
the date on which suchpaymentis to be made.

Section4. (a) Lincoln University shall apply the moneysappropriated
by this act only for suchpurposesasarepermittedin this act and shallat all
timesmaintainproper recordsshowingtheapplication of suchmoneys.Not
later than 120daysafter the closeof the fiscalyear to which thisact relates,
Lincoln University shall file with the Secretaryof Education, the General
Assembly and the Auditor General of the Commonwealth a statement
setting forth the amounts and purposesof all expendituresmade from
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moneysappropriated by this act andcosts,asprovided in section2, usedas
abasisfor receipt of any appropriation during saidfiscalyear.

(b) Such statementof expendituresand costsshall be reviewedby the
Auditor General of the Commonwealth,and he shall have the right in
respect to the moneys appropriated by this act to audit and disallow
expendituresmadefor purposesnot permitted by this act and to causesuch
sumsto be recoveredand paid by Lincoln University to the StateTreasurer.
In respectto expendituresmadeby the university from moneys other than
those appropriated by this act, the Auditor General shall have the right to
review only, and he shall file annuallywith the General Assembly such
informationconcerning saidexpendituresas the General Assembly or any
of its committeesmay require.

Section 5. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the
Appropriations and Education Committees of the Senate and House of
Representativesand shall include data for all programs. The report, to be
submittedprior to September 1, 2003, shall cover the 12-month period
beginningwith the summerterm 2002 andshall include:

(1) The following counts and distributions for each term during the
period:

(i) The definitions and numbers of faculty membersemployedfull time,
of faculty members employed part time, of full-time students enrolled in
graduate courses,of full-time studentsenrolledin undergraduate courses,of
part-time students enrolled in graduate courses and of part-time students
enrolledin undergraduate courses.

(ii) The total numbersof undergraduate student credit hours, divided
into lower division and upper division courselevels,and of graduate student
credit hours, divided into three course levels—master’s,first professional
and doctoral.

(iii) The number of different coursesscheduledby level of instruction
andthe number of sectionsof individual instruction scheduledby level of
instruction, each further subdivided by two-digit Classification of
InstructionalProgram(CIP) categoriesof instructionalprogramsof higher
educationas definedby the National Center for Education Statistics, United
StatesDepartmentof Education.

(iv) Thenumberof terms scheduledand the datesthereof.
(2) For thesummerterm and the following academicyearin totaland

for eachtwo-digit CIPprogram category, aclassification of faculty members
or other professional employeesby title, including: professor, associate
professor, assistant professor, instructor, lecturer, research associate,
librarianand academicadministrator; faculty membersor other professional
employeesunder eachtitle to be subdividedby type of assignment: teaching
and nonteaching; and each such set of faculty members or other
professional employees to be further subdivided by type of employment:
full-time or part-time; and the following aggregates for each such
subdividedclassification:
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(i) The numberof faculty and other professionalemployeesand their
full-timeequivalencein instructionaland noninstructionalfunctions.

(ii) The sum of credits assignedto undergraduate classroomcoursesand
the sum of creditsassignedto graduateclassroomcoursestaught,divided
into lower division, upperdivision, master’s, first professionalanddoctoral
courselevels.

(iii) The sum of creditsassignedto undergraduate individual instruction
coursesand the sumof credits assignedto graduate individual instruction
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(iv) The sum of undergraduate classroomstudentcredithours and the
sum of graduate classroom student credit hours generated,divided into
lower division, upper division, master’s, first professional and doctoral
courselevels.

(v) The sum of undergraduate individual instructionstudentcredithours
and the sum of graduate individual instruction student credit hours
generated, divided into lower division, upper division, master’s, first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructionalfunctionsandthe amount of this salarypaid for each of
thesefunctionsfrom universityfunds,Federalfundsand other funds.

(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull time identified by two-digit CJPprogram categoryandtitle,
the report shallcontainan analysisof the averagehoursper weekspentin
university-related activities, stating specifically hours spent in
undergraduateclassroomcontactand graduateclassroomcontact, hours
spent in preparation, hours spent in researchand hours spent in public
service.

Section6. In addition to the requirementsin section5 relative to this
appropriation, the reportcoveringthe 12-month period beginningwith the
summerterm 2002shallinclude for all programs of theuniversity.

(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor abaccalaureatedegreeand
for amaster’sdegree.

(2) Number of bachelor’s degrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degreesand doctoraldegreesawardedin 1998, 1999,2000,2001,2002and
estimated2003.

Section7. (a) The following words and phraseswhenused in this
sectionshall havethe meaningsgiven to themin this subsectionunlessthe
contextclearlyindicatesotherwise:

“Academic and administrative support units.” Any organizational
entity,as definedin the organizationalmanualof theuniversity,thatreports
directly to the president of the university, chief academic officer or vice
president,includingthe office of the president,chiefacademicofficer and
vice president.
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“Expenditures.” Disbursementsor payments of State appropriations,
tuition and fees supporting operational, educational or other general
categories of expensesas defined in: the generally acceptedaccounting
principles as prescribed by the National Association of College and
University BusinessOfficers, the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountantsor by their successorsor by anyother recognizedauthoritative
body, the “Commonwealth of PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructions for the State
System of Higher Education, State-Related Universities and Non-State-
Related Collegesand Universities”; andthe financial reporting policiesand
standardspromulgated by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniaand by the
Federal Government that apply to Lincoln University.

“Revenue.” All Stateappropriations and tuition andfees.
(b) Lincoln University shall disclosethe following:
(1) Revenueand expenditure budgetsof the university’s academicand

administrative support units for the current fiscal year.
(2) The actual revenue and expenditures for theprior year in the same

format as the information reported under paragraph (1).
(3) For any definedproject or program which is the subject of a specific

line item appropriation from the General Fund, the university shalldisclose
the following:

(i) Revenueand expenditure budgetsof the defined program or project
for the current fiscal year.

(ii) The actual revenue and expenditures of the definedprogram or
project for the prior year in the same format as the information reported
under paragraph (1).

(4) The revenue and expendituresof any auxiliary enterprise which is
directlyfunded in wholeor in partby tuition or aStateappropriation for the
current fiscal year.

(c) The university shall provide the following additional information for
the prior fiscal year for each academicor administrative supportunit, for
eachdefinedproject or program and for any auxiliary enterprise:

(1) The numberof employeesby academicrankandby classification the
numberof administrators, staff, clericaland technicalserviceemployees.

(2) Medianand meansalaryby academicrank and by classificationthe
median and meansalariesof administrators, staff, clerical and technical
serviceemployees.

(3) Nonsalary compensation as a percentage of salary. Nonsalary
compensation shall include, but not be limited to, medicalbenefits, life
insurance benefits, pension benefits, leave benefits, employer Social
Securitypaymentsandworkers’ compensationbenefits.

(4) A statementof the university’s retirement policies.
(5) A policy statementrelating to a reduction of tuition for employees’

family members.
(6) A list of purchase of service contracts which exceed$1,000 by

category of service, including, but not limited to, legal, instructional,
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management, accounting, architecture,public relations and maintenance.
The list shall contain the nameandaddress of the contractor, a statementof
the nature of the duties of the contractor and the academic and
administrative support unit for which the duties are performed. If a
purchaseof servicecontract exceeds10% of the total aggregateexpenditure
of the contract categoryper academicor administrative support unit, then
the contracted amount shall alsobelisted.

(7) A list of purchaseof goodscontracts which exceed$1,000.The list
shall contain the nameand addressof the contractor and alist of the goods
purchasedand the academicor administrative supportunit for which such
goodswere contracted. If a purchaseof goodscontract exceeds10% of the
total aggregateexpenditure per academic or administrative supportunit,
then the contractedamount shall alsobe listed.

(8) A list by academicor administrative support unit in the aggregateof
the expensesof travel, subsistence and lodging, whether provided or
reimbursed.

(d) The university shall submit a report of the information under
subsections(b) and (c) to the Education Committeeof the Senateand the
Appropriations Committee of the Senateand the Education Committee of
the House of Representativesand the Appropriations Committee of the
Houseof Representatives.In addition, the university shall submita copy of
the report to each of the following:

(1) Governor’sOffice.
(2) Secretaryof Education.
(3) StateTreasurer.
(4) Auditor General.
(5) Joint StateGovernment Commission.

Eachsuch institution shallmaintaina copyof the report in the institution’s
library and shall submit a copy to each of the four State regional library
resourcecenters.

(e) A university’s report required to be submitted under this section
shall be submitted within 180days of the closeof the university’s current
fiscalyear.

(1) The Joint State Government Commission shall develop a statistical
comparisonanalysis recognizing differences in missions from the reports
madeunder this section. A majority of the membersof the commissionmay
request additional documentation, except for salary or identity of
individuals, necessary to complete the comparative analysis. The
comparisonshall beprovided to the Education Committeeof the Senateand
the Appropriations Conunitteeof the Senateand the Education Committee
of the House of Representativesand the Appropriations Committeeof the
HouseofRepresentativesandthe four Stateregional libraries.

(g) The university shall makea copy of the minutes of each public
meeting of the institution’s board of trusteesas well as a copy of the
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institution’s integrated postsecondary education data systems report
available for public inspectionin the institution’s library.

Section 8. Lincoln University shall provide full, completeandaccurate
information as may be required by the Deparnnent of Education or the
chairman or the minority chairman of the Appropriations Committeeof the
Senate or the chairman or the minority chairman of the Appropriations
Committee of theHouseof Representatives.

Section 9. Lincoln University shall present and report its financial
statementsrequired under theprovisions of this act in accordancewith: the
generally accepted accounting principles as prescribed by the National
Association of College and University BusinessOfficers, the American
Institute of Certified Public Accountantsor their successorsor by any other
recognizedauthoritative body the “Commonwealth of PennsylvaniaBudget
Instructions for the State System of Higher Education, State-Related
Universities and Non-State-RelatedColleges and Universities”; and the
financial reporting policies and standards promulgated by the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniaand by the Federal Government that apply
to Lincoln University.

Section 10. Lincoln University shall make all articulation agreements
with other higher educationinstitutions available on the Internet.

Section 11. This act shall take effect July 1, 2002, or inimediately,
whichever is later.

Section2. Paymentsto ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversity on accountof

the appropriations for all items as providedin section 1 shall be made on
thebasis of costsduringthe fiscalyear.

Section 3. If necessary,The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity maytransfer
funds amongthe appropriations listed in section 1(1), (4) and(5) provided
that the aggregateamounttransferredinto or Out of each appropriation
during the fiscal year shall not exceed5% of the amount specifically
appropriatedfor thatpurpose.

file with the Secretary of Education, the General Assemblyand the Auditor
General of the Commonwealth a statement setting forth the amountsand
purposesof all expendituresmadefrom moneysappropriated by this act and
other university accountsduring said fiscal year, as provided in section2,
usedas abasisfor receipt of any appropriation during saidfiscal year.

(b) Such statementof expenditures and costs shall be reviewed by the

(9) For rural educationoutreach 1,013,000
Section 2. Payments to the University of Pittsburghon accountof the

appropriations for all items as provided in section 1 shall be made on the
basisof costsduring the fiscal year.

Section 3. If necessary,the University of Pittsburghmay transfer funds
betweenthe appropriations listed in section 1(1) and(3) provided that the
aggregateamount transferredinto or out of each appropriation during the
fiscal yearshall not exceed5% of the amount specificallyappropriatedfor
thatpurpose.

AN ACT

SB 630

Making appropriations from the Professional LicensureAugmentationAccountand
from restricted revenueaccounts within the General Fund to the Department of
State for useby the Bureau of Professionaland Occupational Affairs in support
of the professionallicensureboards assignedthereto; andmaking a repeal.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania hereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The sum of $19,421,000,or as much thereof as may be
necessary, is hereby appropriated from the Professional Licensure
Augmentation Account within the General Fund to the Department of State
for the operation of the Bureau of Professional and Occupational Affairs,
including the State Board of Auctioneer Examiners, for the fiscal yearJuly
1,2002,to June 30,2003.

Section 2. (a) The sum of $6,747,000,or as much thereof as may be
necessary,is herebyappropriatedfrom the restricted receipts account of the
State Board of Medicine for the operation of the boardfor the fiscal year
July 1, 2002,to June 30, 2003.

(b) The sum of $1,172,000,or as much thereof asmay be necessary,is
hereby appropriated from the restricted receipts account of the State Board
of Osteopathic Medicine for the operation of the board for the fiscalyear
July 1, 2002,to June 30,2003.

(c) The sum of $262,000,or as much thereof as maybe necessary,is
herebyappropriatedfrom the restrictedreceiptsaccount of the State Board
of Podiatryfor the operation of saidboardfor the fiscal yearJuly 1, 2002,to
June30, 2003.

(d) The sum of $364,000,or as much thereof as may be necessary,is
hereby appropriatedfrom the Athletic Commission Augmentation Account
for the State Athletic Commission,as authorizedby 5 Pa.C.S. § 1512
(relating to Athletic Commission Augmentation Account), for the support
andoperationof the commissionfor the fiscal yearJuly 1, 2002,to June 30,
2003.

(e) Each appropriation listed in subsections(a),(b), (c) and (d) shallnot
be treated as an augmentation to the Department of State, general
governmentappropriationor any otherappropriationbut shall be treated
andaccountedforas separateappropriationsrespectively.

Section3. Theact of June 17, 2002(P.L.2104, No.6A), entitled “An act
making appropriations from the Professional Licensure Augmentation
Accountandfrom resthctedrevenueaccountswithin the GeneralFund to
the Department of State for use by the Bureau of Professional and
Occupational Affairs in support of the professional licensure boards
assignedthereto,” isrepealed.
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Section 4. This act shall take effect July 1, 2002, or immediately,
whicheveris later.
