PROCLAMATION

Upon review of a petition filed on July 1, 2002, purporting to bear the
signatures of a majority of the members of each house of the Pennsylvania
Legislature, presented to me pursuant to Article II, Section 4, of the
Constitution, which petition required correction and was subsequently
validated by the Secretary of the Commonwealth on July 25th, 2002, I, Mark
S. Schweiker, by virtue of the authority vested in me by Article 11, Section 4;
Article III, Section 12; and Article IV, Section 12, of the Constitution, do
hereby convene the General Assembly in Special and Extraordinary Session
to meet in the Capitol at Harrisburg commencing on September 4, 2002, at
4:00 p.m. for the purpose of considering any and all legislation necessary to
reduce the Local Real Property Tax currently imposed upon property owners
within the Commonwealth while recognizing the need to fund the delivery of
those services which ensure the well-being and safety of the citizens of this
Commonwealth,
