Amendingtheact of May 23, 1945 (P.L.913,No.367),entitled, as amended,“An
act relating to and regulating the practiceof the professionof engineering,
including civil engineering, mechanical engineering, electrical engineering,
mining engineeringandchemical engineering,the professionof landsurveying
andtheprofessionof geologyandconstituentpartsandcombinationsthereofas
hereindefined;providing for thelicensingandregistrationofpersonspracticing
said profession,and the certification of engineers-in-trainingandsurveyors-in-
training, and the suspensionandrevocationof said licenses,registrationsand
certificationsfor violation of this act; prescribingthe powersanddutiesof the
State Registration Board for Professional Engineers,Land Surveyors and
Geologists,the Departmentof Stateandthe courts;prescribingpenalties;and
repealingexistinglaws,” furtherproviding for licensing.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 4.2 of the act of May 23, 1945 (P.L.913,No.367),
known as the Engineer,LandSurveyorandGeologistRegistrationLaw, is
amendedby addinga subsectionto read:

Section4.2. Procedurefor LicensingasProfessionalEngineer._** *

(d) The board may grant one year of experiencecredit for each
postbaccalaureateengineeringdegreeearnedby applicantsfor licensure,
notto exceedtwoyears,providedthat:

(1) thedegreeisfroman engineeringprogramapprovedby the-board;
(2) thedegreeis in the samedisciplineasan earnedundergraduate

degree;and
(3) the academictimeis not concurrentwith earnedexperience.
Section2. Thisact shalltakeeffect in 60 days.
