Amendingtheactof June26, 2001 (P.L.755,No.77),entitled“An actestablishinga
specialfund andaccountfor moneyreceivedby the Commonwealthfrom the
MasterSettlementAgreementwith tobaccomanufacturers;providing for home
andcommunity-basedcare, for tobaccousepreventionandcessationefforts, for
Commonwealthuniversal researchenhancement,for hospital uncompensated
care, for healthinvestmentinsurance,for medicalassistancefor workers with
disabilities, for regional biotechnologyresearchcenters,for the HealthLink
Program, for community-basedhealth care assistanceprograms, for PACE
reinstatementand PACENETexpansion,for medicaleducationloan assistance
andfor percentageallocationandappropriationof moneys,”imposinglimitations
on supersedeasbond requirements.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The actof June26, 2001 (P.L.755, No.77),known as the
TobaccoSettlementAct, is amendedby addingasectionto read:
Section309. Limitson supersedeasbondrequirements.

(a) Generalrule.—Exceptas otherwiseprovidedin subsection(b), in
civil litigation underany legal theoryinvolvingasignatory,asuccessorof
a signatory or an affiliate of a signatory to the Master Settlement
Agreement,the supersedeasbondto befurnishedduring thependencyof
all appeals or discretionary reviewsof any judgmentgranting legal,
equitableor anyotherformofrelief in orderto staythe executionthereon
during the entire course of any appellate reviews shall be set in
accordancewith applicable laws or court rules, providedthat the total
supersedeasbond that is required of all appellantscollectivelyshall not
exceed$100,000,000,regardlessofthe valueofthejudgment.

(b) Exception.—Notwithstandingsubsection(a), ~fan appelleeproves
by apreponderanceof the evidencethat an appellantisdissipatingassets
outsidethe ordinary courseofbusinessto avoidpaymentofajudgment,
the courtmay enteran order that:

(1) Isnecessarytoprotecttheappellee.
(2) Requiresthe appellantto posta supersedeasbondin an amount

up to the totalamountofthejudgment.
Section2. This actshall apply to any actionpendingon the effective

dateof thisact.
Section3. Thisactshalltake effect immediately.
