AN ACT

Amendingthe act of May 24, 1945 (P.L.991,No.385), entitled “An act to promote
eliminationof blighted areasandsupplysanitaryhousingin areasthroughoutthe
Commonwealth;by declaringacquisition,soundreplanningandredevelopmentof
suchareasto be for the promotion of health, safety,convenienceand welfare;
creatingpublic bodies corporateand politic to be known as Redevelopment
Authorities; authorizingthemto engagein theeliminationof blightedareasandto
plan andcontractwith private, corporateor governmentalredevelopersfor their
redevelopment;providing for the organizationof suchauthorities;defining and
providing for the exerciseof their powersandduties,including theacquisitionof
propertyby purchase,gift or eminentdomain;the leasingand selling ofproperty,
including borrowing money, issuing bonds and other obligations, and giving
securitytherefor;restrictingthe interestof membersandemployesof authorities;
providing for noticeandhearing; supplyingcertain mandatoryprovisionsto be
insertedin contractswith redevelopers;prescribingthe remediesof obligeesof
redevelopment authorities; conferring certain duties upon local planning
commissions,the governing bodiesof cities and counties,andon certainState
officers,boardsanddepartments,”furtherdefining “city.”

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 3(c) of the act of May 24, 1945 (P.L.991,No.385),
knownastheUrbanRedevelopmentLaw, is amendedto read:

Section3. Definitions.—Thefollowing termswhereusedin this act, shall
have the following meanings,exceptwhere the context clearly indicatesa
differentmeaning.

(c) “City.”—Any city of thefirst, second,secondclassA or third class.
The term shall also include any borough with a population large enough
for theborough to quahfyfor a charterasa cily, separatelyfrom any town,
township or otherborough, undersection201 of the act ofJune 23, 1931
(P.L932,No.317),knownas“The Third ClassCity Code,”forallpurposes
of this act. “The city” shall mean the particular áity or such qualified
borough for whichaparticularAuthority is created.

Section2. This actshall takeeffect in 60 days.
