Amending the actof June24, 1931 (P.L~1206,No.331),entitled“An actconcerning
townshipsof the first class;amending,revising, consolidating,and changingthe
law relating thereto,”further providingfor personnelof shadetreecommission,
theirappointment,terms andvacancies.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Section3021 of the actof June24, 1931 (P.L.1206,No.331),
known as The First ClassTownshipCode,reenactedandamendedMay 27,
1949(P.L.1955,No.569),is amendedto read:

Section 3021. Personnel of Commission; Appointment; Terms;
Vacancies.—~The]Except as otherwise provided in this section, the
commissionshall becomposedof three residentsof the townshipwho shall
be appointed by the township commissioners and shall serve without
compensation.

The township commissionersmay, by ordinance, provide that the
commissionbe composedof five memberswho shall be residentsof the
township, shall be appointedby the township commissionersand shall
servewithoutcompensation.

Whenevera shadetree commissionof three membersis establishedby
anytownship,the townshipcommissionersshall appoint—onememberfor a
term of threeyears,one for a termof four years,andone for a term of five
years.

Whenevera shadetree commissionoffive membersis establishedby
any township, the township commissionersshall appoint members to
staggeredtermsso thatone term expireseveryyear.

On theexpirationof the termof anyshadetreecommissioner,a successor
shall beappointedby thetownshipcommissioners,to servefor a termof five
years.

Vacanciesin the office of shadetreecommissionershall be filled by the
townshipcommissionersfor theunexpiredterm.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffect in 60 days.
