Amending the actof June22, 1931 (P.L.594,No.203),entitled“An actestablishing
certain township roads as State highways; authorizing their construction,
maintenance,and improvementundercertainconditionsand restrictions;limiting
the obligation of the Commonwealthin the constructionof certain structures
located on suchhighways; conferring certain powers upon the Departmentof
Highwaysandlocalauthorities,persons,associationsandcorporationsfor sharing
the cost of the maintenanceand constructionof suchhighways;and making an
appropriationto carry out the provisions of said act,” adding a road in Logan
Township,Blair County,to theStatehighwaysystem.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 8 of the act of June22, 1931 (P.L.594, No.203),
referredto as theTownshipStateHighwayLaw, is amendedby addingroutes
to read:

Section8. The townshiproadsto be takenover, underthe provisionsof
this act, in the COUNTY OF BLAIR, are those situate and describedas
follows:

Park AvenueExtension T-307. The sectionof Park Avenuebeginning
atthe existingRouteT-307(Park Avenue)Station 124+56.51headingin a
northerly direction to a point at Station 165+00.00a distanceof 4,043.49
feetor0.766miles.

Amelia Avenue T-426 beginning at its intersection with SR 1009
(Frankstown Road) at Station 100+21.40; thence along T-426 in a
northerly direction to its intersection with T-453 (Linn Street)at Station
109+50.00; thence along T-543 in a westerly direction to T-307 (Park
Avenue)at station 118+00.00;thencealong T-307in a northerly direction
to Park AvenueExtensionatStation 124+56.51a distanceof2,435.11 feet
or0.465miles. This roadis to beknown asSR1020.

Section2. If LoganTownship acceptsthe turnbackof a Stateroadfor a
minimum distanceof 3,000 feet having a minimum existing right-of-way
width of 33 feet, then the Departmentof Transportationshalltransmitnotice
of theacceptanceto the LegislativeReferenceBureaufor publication in the
PennsylvaniaBulletin.

Section3. This actshalltakeeffect asfollows:
(1) The amendmentof section 8 of the act shall take effect upon

publicationof thenoticepursuantto section2 of this act.
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(2) The remainderof this act shalltakeeffectimmediately.
