Authorizing and directing the Departmentof GeneralServices,with the approvalof
the Governor,to grant and conveyto the RedevelopmentAuthority of Allegheny
County certain lands situate in North VersaillesTownship, Allegheny County;
and authorizing and directing the Departmentof General Services,with the
approvalof the Governor, to grant and convey to the Lock Haven University
Foundation,a nonprofit corporation,a certain tractof land situate in the City of
Lock Haven,Clinton County, in exchangefor a certaintractof land situatein the
City ofLock Haven,Clinton County.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Conveyancein North VersaillesTownship,AlleghenyCounty.
(a) Authorization.—The Department of General Services, with the

approvalof the Governor,is herebyauthorizedanddirectedon behalfof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato grantandconveyto the Redevelopment
Authority of AlleghenyCountycertain land,andanyimprovementsthereon,
describedin subsection(b) for $400.

(b) Propertydescription.—Thepropertyto beconveyedpursuantto this
section consistsof two tractsof land totalingapproximately0.21 acresmore
particularlydescribedasfollows:

(c) Conditionsof conveyance.—Theconveyanceshallbemadeunderand
subject to all lawful and enforceableeasements,servitudesand rights of
others,including, but not confinedto, streets,roadways andrights of any
telephone,telegraph,water, electric, gasor pipeline companies,as well as
underandsubjectto anylawful andenforceableestatesor tenanciesvestedin
third persons appearing of record for any portion of the land or
improvementserectedthereon.

(d) Deed.—Thedeedof conveyanceshall beby quitclaim deedandshall
be executed by the Secretaryof General Servicesin the name of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(e) Costsandfees.—Costsandfeesincidentalto this conveyanceshallbe
borneby thegrantee.

(1) Alternative disposition.—Inthe event that this conveyanceis not
executedwithin 12 monthsof theeffectivedateof this act, thepropertymay
be disposedof in accordancewith section2406-Aof theactof April 9, 1929
(P.L.177,No.175),known asThe AdministrativeCodeof 1929.
Section2. Conveyancein theCity of Lock Haven,Clinton County.

(a) Authonzation.—TheDepartment of General Services, with the
approvalof theGovernor,is herebyauthorizedanddirectedon behalfof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato grant and convey to the Lock Haven
UniversityFoundationcertainlandasdescribedin subsection(b).

(b) Conveyedproperty description.—Theproperty to be conveyed
pursuantto subsection(a) consistsof all that certainpieceor parcelof land
situateon thecampusof Lock HavenUniversityof Pennsylvaniaof the State
Systemof Higher Education in the City of Lock Haven, Clinton County,
Pennsylvania,andmoreparticularly describedasfollows:

ALL THAT CERTAIN pieceor parcelof landsituate in the Third Ward
of the City of Lock Haven, Clinton County, Pennsylvania,boundedand
describedin accordancewith a plat of surveypreparedby H. RichardOhl,
Registered ProfessionalSurveyor No. 7084-E, Woolrich, Pennsylvania,
datedJanuary14, 1987,asfollows:

BEGINNING at an iron pin at the southwestcornerof FourthStreet (60

of theexistingtrackof railroad of saidConsolidatedRail Corporation;thence
North 43 degrees43 minutesWest, a distanceof onehundredninety-fiveand
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4/10 (195.4) feet to an iron pipe, which is 26 feet northeasterlyby radial
measurementfrom saidnearrail; thenceNorth40 degrees02 minutesWest,a
distanceof one hundredninety-six and5/10 (196.5) feet to an iron pipe,
which is 26 feet northeasterlyby radial measurementfrom said nearrail;
thence North 36 degrees06 minutes West, a distance of one hundred
seventy-threeand 44/100 (173.44) feet.to an iron pipe which is 26 feet
northeasterlyby radial measurementfrom said nearrail; thenceacrossFifth
Streetand lands now or late of Richard Hanna, Jr., South 52 degrees00
minutesEast,a distanceoffive hundred five (505) feet to an iron pipe;
thence by land now or late of Richard Hanna,Jr., North 38 degrees00
minutesEast,a distanceof sixty-five (65) feet to an iron pipe; thenceby the
southline of Mary’s Alley, South52 degrees00 minutesEast,a distanceof
forty-sevenand 4/10 (47.4) feet to an iron pipe and place of beginning.

(d) Conditions of coriveyance.—~-Theconveyance authorized by
subsection(a) shall bemadeunderandsubjectto all lawful andenforceable
easements,servitudesand rights of others,including, but not confinedto,
streets,roadways.andrights of any telephone,telegraph,water,electric, gas
or pipeline companies,as well as under and subject to any lawful and
enforceableestatesor tenanciesvestedin third personsappearingof record
for anyportionof the landor improvementserectedthereon.
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(e) Deed.—Thedeedof conveyanceshall be by specialwarrantydeed
andshallbe executedby theSecretaryof GeneralServicesin thenameof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(1) Costs.—Costsandfees incidentalto thisconveyanceshallbeborneby
thegrantee.
Section3. Effectivedate.
