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AmendingTitle 24 (Education) of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,further
providingfor terminationof annuities.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 8346(b) and (b.1) of Title 24 of the Pennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutesare amendedto read:
§ 8346. Terminationof annuities.

***

(b) Returnto schoolserviceduring emergency.—When,in thejudgment
of theemployer,an emergencycreatesan increasein thework loadsuchthat
thereis serious impairment of service to the public or in the event of a
shortageof appropriatesubjectcertified teachersor other personnel,an
annuitantmay be returnedto school service for a period not to [exceed95
full-day sessionsin any] extendbeyondthe school yearduring which the
emergencyor shortageoccurs, without lossof his annuity. [In computing
the number of days an annuitant has returned to school service, any
amount of time lessthan one-half of a day shall be counted as one-halfof
a day.] Theannuitantshallnotbeentitledto earnany creditedrervice,and
no contributions may be made by the annuitant, the employer or the
Commonwealthon accountofsuchemployment.

(b.1) Returnto schoolservicein anextracurricularposition.—
(1) An annuitantmay be employed under separatecontract by a

[school entity] public school or charter school in an extracurricular
positionperformedprimarily outsideregularinstructionalhoursandnot
part of mandatedcurriculumwithout lossof annuity.Neithertheannuitant
nor the employer shall make contributions to the member’ssavings
account or State accumulationaccountrespectively for such service.
Further,suchcontractshall containa waiverwherebytheannuitantwaives
any potential retirementbenefitsthat could arise from the contractand
releasestheemployerandtheboardfrom anyliability for suchbenefits.

(2) Nothing in this subsectionshall be construedto abridge or limit
any rights provided under a collective bargaining agreementor any
rightsprovidedundertheact ofJuly23, 1970(P.L.563,No.195),known
asthePublic EmployeRelationsAct.

(3) For purposesof this subsection,the term “extracurricular
position” meansa contract position filled by an annuitant that is
separatefrom the establishedacademiccoursestructure, including the
positionofathletic director.
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Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.
