Amending the act of November 24, 1998 (P.L.882, No.111), entitled “An act
providing for victims’ rights; imposing penalties; establishing remedies;
establishingtheOffice of Victim Advocate,theBureauof Victims’ Services,the
Victims’ ServicesAdvisory Committee,the StateOffenderSupervisionFundand
otherfunds; and makingrepeals,”furtherprovidingfor thedefinitions of “crime”
and“personalinjury crime” andfor filing ofclaimsfor compensation.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The definitions of “crime” and “personal injury crime” in
section 103 of the act of November24, 1998 (P.L.882,No.111),known as
the Crime Victims Act, amendedJune 28, 2002 (P.L.496, No.85), are
amendedto read:
Section103. Definitions.

The following wordsand phraseswhenused in this act shall have the
meaningsgiven to them in this section unless the contextclearly indicates
otherwise:

“Crime.” An actwhich wascommitted:
(1) In this Commonwealthby a person,including a juvenile,without

regard to legal exemption or defensewhich would constitutea crime
underthefollowing:

(2) Against a resident of this Commonwealthwhich would be a crime
under paragraph (1) but for its occurrencein a location other than this
Commonwealth.

(3) Against a residentof this Commonwealthwhich is an act of
internationalterrorism.

“Personalinjury crime.” An act, attemptor threatto commitanact which
would constituteamisdemeanoror felonyunderthefollowing:

Section2. Section702(b)(l)of the act, amendedJune28, 2002(P.L.496,
No.85), is amendedto read:
Section702. Filing of claimsfor compensation.
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(b) Time.—
(1) Exceptas set forth in paragraph(2), a claim mustbe filed not later

than two years after the discoveryof the occurrenceof the crime upon
which theclaim is basedor not laterthan two yearsafterthedeathof the
direct victim or intervenoras a result of the crime or the discoveryand
identificationof thebodyof a murdervictim.

Section3. This actshalltakeeffectin 60 days.
