Designating a bridge on State Route 3012 over Clearfield Creek in Beccaria
Township, Clearfield County, as the Private First Class Bradley 0. Kritzer
Bridge; and redesignatingthe bridge overthe MonongahelaRiver known asthe
Clairton-GlassportBridge, Departmentof TransportationNo. 02-2038-0010-
0140, which connectsthe City of Clairton to the Borough of Glassport in
AlleghenyCountyastheSenatorEdwardP. ZemprelliBridge.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Designationof bridge inClearfieldCounty.
(a) Findings.—TheGeneralAssemblyfinds anddeclaresas follows:

(1) Private First Class Bradley G. Kritzer was a native of Jordan
Township,ClearfieldCounty, anda 2003 graduateof MoshannonValley
High School.

(2) Bradley Kritzer was describedby his high school principal as
“someonewith a lot of heart...agoodstudent,a quiet student...afriend to
everyoneandwell-liked by thestudentbody.”

(3) Upon graduationBradley Kritzer enlisted in the United States
Army, and upon completion of basic military training he received
advancedspecialtytraining in missilesystems.

(4) In March 2004 PrivateKritzer was deployedto Iraq in supportof
OperationIraqi Freedomandwas assignedto Battery A, 1st Battalion,
21stFieldArtillery Regiment,Division Artillery, 1st CavalryDivision.

(5) Private Kritzer was killed in actionon May 5, 2004, when an
improvisedexplosivedevicedetonatedbeneathhisvehicle.

(6) Private Kritzer’ s duty, performanceand selflessservice are in
keepingwith the highesttraditions of military serviceandreflect great
credituponhim, the UnitedStatesArmy andour nation.

(7) Private Kritzer, belovedson of Roger andSharonKritzer, was
posthumouslyawardedthePurpleHeartandBronzeStar.
(b) Designation.—Thebridgeon StateRoute3012 overClearfieldCreek

in BeccariaTownship,ClearfieldCounty,is herebydesignatedasthePrivate
First ClassBradleyG. KritzerBridge.

(c) Signs.—TheDepartmentof Transportationshall erectandmaintain
appropriatesignsateachside of thebridgedisplayingthenameof thebridge.
Section 2. Redesignatingthe Clairton-GlassportBridge as the Senator

EdwardP. ZemprelliBridge.
(a) Findings.—The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of

Pennsylvaniafinds and declaresasfollows:
SenatorEdward P. Zemprelli will be honoredfor his 25 years of
devotedpublic serviceto the residentsof Allegheny County. Among
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his many achievements,SenatorZemprelli servedfive years as a State
Representativeprior to serving20 years as a State Senatorwherehe
servedasbothMajority LeaderandMinority Leader.

(b) Redesignation.—Thebridgeover theMonongahelaRiver known as
the Clairton-GlassportBridge, Departmentof TransportationNo. 02-2038-
0010-0140,connectingthe City of Clairton and the Boroughof Glassport,
Allegheny County, is hereby redesignatedas the Senator Edward P.
ZemprelliBridge.

(c) Signs.—TheDepartmentof Transportationshall erectandmaintain
appropriate signs displaying the name of the bridge redesignatedin
subsection(b) to traffic in bothdirectionson thebridge.
Section3. Effectivedate.
