AmendingTitle 71 (StateGovernment)of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,
further providingfor creditedStateserviceandfor classesof service.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections 5302(b)(2) and 5306(b) of Title 71 of the
PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesareamendedto read:
§ 5302. CreditedStateservice.

(b) Creditableleavesof absence.—

(2) An active memberon paid leave grantedby an employerfor
purposesof serving as an elected full-time officer for a Statewide
employeeorganizationwhich is a collective bargaining representative
underthe act of June 24, 1968 (P.L.237, No.111), refrrred to as the
PolicemenandFiremen CollectiveBargainingAct, or the actof July 23,
1970 (P.L.563,No.195),knownas the PublicEmployeRelationsAct~,and
up to 14 full-time business agents appointed by an employee
organization that represents correction officers employedat State
correctional institutions: Provided, That for electedfull-time officers
suchleaveshallnot befor morethan threeconsecutivetermsofthe same
office and for up to 14 full-time business agents appointedby an
employeeorganization that representscorrection officers employedat
Statecorrectional institutions no more than three consecutiveterms of
the sameoffice; that the employershall fully compensatethe member,
including, but not limited to, salary, wages, pension and retirement
contributionsandbenefits,other benefitsandseniority,as if he were in
full-time active service; and that the Statewide employeeorganization
shall fully reimbursethe employerfor all expensesandcostsof suchpaid
leave, including, but not limited to, contributi~nsand payment in
accordancewith sections 5501, 5505.1 and 5507, if the employee
organizationeither directly pays, or reimbursesthe Commonwealthor
otheremployerfor, contributionsmadein accordancewith section5507.

§ 5306. Classesof service.

(b) Otherclassmembership.—
(1) A Stateemployeewho is a memberofa classof serviceotherthan

ClassA on theeffective dateof this part shall retainhis membershipin
that classuntil suchserviceis discontinued;anyservicethereafiershallbe
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credited as ClassA service,ClassAA service or ClassD-4 service as
providedfor in this section.

(2) Notwithstandingany other provision of this section, a State
employee who is appointed bail commissionerof the Philadelphia
Municipal Court under 42 Pa.C.S.§ 1 123(a)(5) (relating to jurisdiction
andvenue)may,within 30 daysof the effectivedateof this sentenceor
within 30 days of his initial appointment as a bail commissioner,
whicheveris later, electClassE-2 servicecredit for serviceperformedas
a bail commissionerlafter the effectivedate of this sentence].This class
of servicemultiplier for E-2 serviceas a bail commissionershallbe 1.5.

Section2. Notwithstandingany otherprovisionof law, the liability for
any additional benefits establishedby the amendmentof 71 Pa.C.S.
§ 5306(b)shall be fundedin equaldollar annualpaymentsovera periodof
tenyearscommencingJuly 1, 2007.

Section3. This actshallapplyasfollows:
(1) The amendmentof 71 Pa.C.S.§ 5302(b)(2),insofaras it relatesto

businessagents appointedby an employeeorganization representing
correctionofficers at Statecorrectionalinstitutions, shall apply only to
leavesof absenceapprovedafterDecember31, 2006,for activemembers
who areappointedasthebusinessagentsidentifiedin section5302(b)(2).

(2) The amendmentof 71 Pa.C.S.§ 5306(b)shall apply retroactively
to January26, 2004.
Section4. This actshalltakeeffectasfollows:

(1) The followingprovisionsshalltakeeffectJanuary1,2007:
(i) Theamendmentof 71 Pa.C.S.§ 5302(b)(2).
(ii) Section3(2)of this act.

(2) Theremainderof this actshalltakeeffectimmediately.
