The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. In orderto carryinto effecttheact of Congress,approvedJuly
2, 1862, grantingpublic land to the severalstatesfor educationalpurposes,
andsubsequentactsof Congressrelatedthereto,and the act of the General
Assembly of Pennsylvaniaacceptingthe provisionsandconditionsof said
acts of Congressandpledging the faith of the Stateto carry the sameinto
effect, the following sums, or as much thereofas may be necessary,are
herebyappropriatedto the Trusteesof ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversity for
the fiscal year July 1, 2006,to June30, 2007,for the purposesand in the
amountsasshown:

(4) To enhancethe recruitment and retention of

(5) ForthePennsylvaniaCollegeof Technology 12,659,000
(6) For debt servicerelatedto the former Williamsport

AreaCommunityCollege 1,389,000
Section2. Paymentsto The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity on accountof

the appropriationsfor all items as providedin section1 shallbemadeon the
basisof costsduring thefiscal year.

Section3. If necessary,The PennsylvaniaStateUniversitymay transfer
funds listedin section 1(1) to theappropriationlistedin section1(2), (3), (4),
(5) and (6), provided that the aggregateamount transferredout of section
1(1) shall not exceed5% of the amount specifically appropriatedfor that
purpose.

Section4. (a) Paymentsto The PennsylvaniaState University of the
appropriationsprovidedin section 1 shall bemademonthlyduring thefiscal
year.

(b) Such monthly paymentsshall be made in accordancewith the
provisionsof section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts.The estimateof costs
shallbe submittedby ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversity to the Secretaryof
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Education,the GeneralAssemblyand the State Treasurernot later than 30
dayspriorto thedateon which suchpaymentisto bemade.

Section5. (a) ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversityshall applythemoneys
appropriatedby this act only for suchpurposesas are permittedin this act
andshallat all timesmaintainproperrecordsshowingtheapplicationof such
moneys.Not later than 120 days after the closeof the fiscal year to which
this act relates, The Pennsylvania State University shall file, with the
Secretaryof Education,theGeneralAssemblyandtheAuditorGeneralof the
Commonwealth,a statementsetting forth the amountsandpurposesof all
expendituresmadefrom moneysappropriatedby this actandotheruniversity
accountsduringsaid fiscalyear, asprovidedin section2, usedas abasisfor
receiptof anyappropriationduringsaid fiscal year.

(b) Such statementof expendituresandcosts shall be reviewedby the
Auditor Generalof the Commonwealth,and he shall have the right, in
respect to the moneys appropriatedby this act, to audit and disallow
expendituresmadefor purposesnot permittedby this act andto causesuch
sumsto be recoveredandpaid by The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity to the
State Treasurer.In respect to expendituresmade by the university from
moneysother thanthose appropriatedby this act, theAuditor Generalshall
havethe right to review only, andhe shall file annuallywith the General
Assembly such information concerningsuch expendituresas the General
Assemblyor anyof its committeesmayrequire.

Section 6. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the
Appropriations and Education Committeesof the Senateand House of
Representativesandshall include data for all programs.The report, to be
submittedprior to September1, 2007, shall cover the 12-month period
beginningwith thesummerterm2006andshallinclude:

(1) The following counts and distributions for each term during the
period:

(i) The definitionsandnumbersof faculty membersemployedfull time,
of faculty membersemployedpart time, of full-time studentsenrolled in
graduatecourses,of full-time studentsenrolledin undergraduatecourses,of
part-time studentsenrolled in graduatecoursesand of part-time students
enrolledin undergraduatecourses.

(ii) The totalnumbersofundergraduatestudentcredit hours,divided into
lower division and upper division course levels, and of graduatestudent
credit hours,divided into threecourse levels—master’s,first professional
anddoctoral.

(iii) The numberof different coursesscheduledby level of instruction
and the numberof sectionsof individual instruction scheduledby level of
instruction, each further subdivided by two-digit Classification of
InstructionalProgram(CIP) categoriesof instructional programsof higher
educationas definedby the NationalCenterfor EducationStatistics,United
StatesDepartmentof Education.

(iv) Thenumberoftermsscheduledandthedatesthereof.
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(2) Forthe summertermandthe following academicyearin totalandfor
eachtwo-digit CIP programcategory,a classificationof faculty membersor
other professional employees by title, including: professor, associate
professor, assistant professor, instructor, lecturer, research associate,
librarian andacademicadministrator;facultymembersor otherprofessional
employeesundereachtitle to be subdividedby type of assignment:teaching
andnonteaching;andeachsuchsetof faculty membersor otherprofessional
employeesto be furthersubdividedby type of employment:full-time or part-
time;and thefollowingaggregatesfor eachsuchsubdividedclassification:

(i) The numberof faculty and otherprofessionalemployeesand their
full-time equivalencein instructionalandnoninstructionalfunctions.

(ii) The sumof creditsassignedto undergraduateclassroomcoursesand
the sumof credits assignedto graduateclassroomcoursestaught, divided
into lower division, upper division, master’s,first professionalanddoctoral
courselevels.

(iii) The sumof creditsassignedto undergraduateindividual instruction
coursesand the sum of credits assignedto graduateindividual instruêtion
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s, first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(iv) The sumof undergraduateclassroomstudentcredit hoursand the
sumof graduateclassroomstudentcredithoursgenerated,divided into lower
division, upper division, master’s, first professionaland doctoral course
levels.

(v) The sumof undergraduateindividual instructionstudentcredit hours
andthe sumof graduateindividual instructionstudentcredithoursgenerated,
divided into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first professionaland
doctoralcourselevels.

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructional functions and the amount of this salarypaid for each of
thesefunctionsfrom universityfunds,Federalfundsandotherfunds.

(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull time identified by two-digit CIP programcategoryand title,
the report shall contain an analysisof the averagehoursperweek spentin
university-relatedactivities,statingspecificallyhoursspentin undergraduate
classroom contact and graduate classroom contact, hours spent in
preparation,hoursspentin researchandhoursspentin public service.

Section 7. In addition to the requirementsin section 6 relative to this
appropriation,the report coveringthe 12-monthperiod beginningwith the
summerterm2006 shallinclude for all programsof theuniversity:

(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor a baccalaureatedegreeand
fora master’sdegree.

(2) Numberof bachelor’sdegrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degreesanddoctoraldegreesawardedin 2002,2003,2004,2005,2006 and
estimated2007.
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Section8. (a) Thefollowing wordsandphraseswhenusedin this section
shall havethe meaningsgivento them in this subsectionunlessthe context
clearly indicatesotherwise:

“Academicandadministrativesupportunits.” Any organizationalentity,
as definedin theorganizationalmanualof theuniversity,thatreportsdirectly
to the presidentof the university, chief academicofficer or vice president,
including the office of the president,chief academicofficer and vice
president.

“Expenditures.” Disbursementsor payments of State appropriations,
tuition and fees supporting operational, educational or other general
categoriesof expensesas defined in: the generally acceptedaccounting
principles as prescribedby the National Association of College and
University BusinessOfficers, the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountantsor by their successorsor by any other recognizedauthoritative
body;the “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor theState
System of Higher Education, State-RelatedUniversities and Non-State-
RelatedCollegesandUniversities”; and thefinancial reportingpolicies and
standardspromulgatedby the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaandby the
FederalGovernmentthat apply to thePennsylvaniaStateUniversity.

“Revenue.” All Stateappropriationsandtuition andfees.
(b) ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversityshalldisclosethefollowing:
(1) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof the university’s academicand

administrativesupportunitsfor the currentfiscalyear.
(2) The actual revenueandexpendituresfor the prior year in the same

formatas the informationreportedunderparagraph(1).
(3) For anydefinedprojector programwhich is the subjectof a specific

line item appropriationfrom the GeneralFund, theuniversity shall disclose
the following: I

(i) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof the definedprogramor project
for thecurrentfiscalyear.

(ii) The actual revenueand expendituresof the defined program or
project for the prior year in the sameformat as the information reported
underparagraph(1).

(4) The revenueandexpendituresof any auxiliary enterprisewhich is
directly fundedin whole or in part by tuition or a Stateappropriationfor the
currentfiscalyear.

(c) Theuniversity shallprovide the following additional information for
the prior fiscal year for eachacademicor administrative supportunit, for
eachdefinedprojectorprogramandforanyauxiliaryenterprise:

(1) The numberof employeesby academicrank andby classificationthe
numberof administrators,staff, clericalandtechnicalserviceemployees.

(2) Medianandmeansalaryby academicrank andby classificationthe
median and mean salariesof administrators,staff, clerical and technical
serviceemployees.
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(3) Nonsalary compensationas a percentageof salary. Nonsalàry
compensationshall include, but not be limited to, medical benefits, life
insurancebenefits,pensionbenefits,leavebenefits,employerSocial Security
paymentsandworkers’ compensationbenefits.

(4) A statementof theuniversity’s retirementpolicies.
(5) A policy statementrelating to a reductionof tuition for employees’

family members.
(6) A list of purchaseof service contractswhich exceed$1,000 by

category of service, including, but not limited to, legal, instructional,
management,accounting,architecture,public relationsandmaintenance.The
list shall containthe nameandaddressof the contractor,a statementof the
natureof the dutiesof the contractorand the academicand administrative
support unit for which the dutiesare performed.If a purchaseof service
contract exceeds10% of the total aggregateexpenditureof the contract
categoryper academicor administrativesupport unit, then the contracted
amountshallalsobe listed.

(7) A list of purchaseof goodscontractswhich exceed$1,000.The list
shall containthenameandaddressof the contractoranda list of the goods
purchasedand the academicor administrativesupportunit for which such
goodswerecontracted.If a purchaseof goodscontract exceeds10% of the
totalaggregateexpenditureperacademicor administrativesupportunit, then
thecontractedamountshallalsobelisted.

(8) A list by academicor administrativesupportunit in the aggregateof
the expensesof travel, subsistence•and lodging, whether provided or
reimbursed.

(d) The university shall submit a report of the information under
subsections(b) and (c) to the EducationCommitteeof the Senateand the
AppropriationsCommitteeofthe SenateandtheEducationCommitteeof the
Houseof RepresentativesandtheAppropriationsCommitteeofthe Houseof
Representatives.In addition,the university shall submit a copy of the report
to eachof the following:

(I) Governor’sOffice.
(2) SecretaryofEducation.
(3) StateTreasurer.
(4) Auditor General.
(5) Joint StateGovernmentCommission.

Eachsuchinstitution shall maintaina copy of the reportin the institution’s
library and shall submit a copy to eachof the four State regional library
resourcecenters.

(e) A university’s reportrequiredto be submittedunderthis section shall
be submittedwithin 180 daysof the close of theuniversity’s currentfiscal
year.

(f) The Joint StateGovernmentCommissionshall developa statistical
comparisonanalysisrecognizingdifferencesin missions from the reports
madeunderthis section.A majority of the membersof the commissionmay
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requestadditionaldocumentation,exceptfor salaryor identityof individuals,
necessaryto complete the comparativeanalysis.The comparisonshall be
providedto the EducationCommitteeof the Senateand the Appropriations
Committeeof the Senateand the Education Committeeof the Houseof
Representativesand the Appropriations Committee of the House of
Representativesandthefour Stateregionallibraries.

(g) The university shall make a copy of the minutesof eachpublic
meeting of the institution’s board of trustees,as well as a copy of the
institution’s integrated postsecondaryeducation data systems report,
availableforpublic inspectionin the institution’s library.

Section9. ThePennsylvaniaStateUniversityshallprovide full, complete
andaccurateinformationasmay berequiredby theDepartmentof Education
or the chairmanor theminority chairmanof theAppropriationsCommitteeof
the Senateor the chairmanor the minority chairmanof theAppropriations
Committeeof theHouseof Representatives.

Section10. The PennsylvaniaStateUniversityshallpresentandreportits
financial statementsrequiredunderthe provisionsof this act in accordance
with: the generally acceptedaccountingprinciples as prescribedby the
National Association of College and University Business Officers, the
AmericanInstituteof CertifiedPublic Accountantsor their successorsor by
any other recognized authoritative body; the “Commonwealth of
PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor theStateSystemof Higher Education,
State-Related Universities and Non-State-Related Colleges and
Universities”;and the financialreportingpoliciesandstandardspromulgated
by theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniaandby the FederalGovernmentthat
apply to the PennsylvaniaStateUniversity.

Section2. Paymentsto the University of Pittsburghon accountof the

appropriationsfor all items as provided in section 1 shall be madeon the
basisof costsduring thefiscalyear.

Section 3. (a) Paymentsto the University of Pittsburgh of the
appropriationsprovidedin section 1 shallbe mademonthlyduring the fiscal
year.

(b) Such monthly payments shall be made in accordancewith the
provisionsof section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts.The estimateof costs
shall be submitted by the University of Pittsburgh to the Secretaryof
Education,the GeneralAssembly andthe StateTreasurernot later than 30
daysprior tothedateon which suchpaymentis to bemade.

Section 4. (a) The University of Pittsburghshall apply the moneys
appropriatedby this act only for suchpurposesas are permittedin this act
andshallat all timesmaintainproperrecordsshowingtheapplicationof such
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moneys.Not laterthan h20 daysafter the close of the fiscal year to which
this act relates,the Universityof Pittsburghshall file, with the Secretaryof
Education, the General Assembly, the Auditor General of the
Commonwealthand the chief administratorof each branch campus, a
statementsettingforth the amountsandpurposesof all expendituresmade
from moneysappropriatedby this act and otheruniversity accountsduring
said fiscalyear, as providedin section2, usedas a basisfor receiptof any
appropriationduring saidfiscalyear.

(4) The revenueand expendituresof any auxiliary enterprisewhich is
directly fundedin whole or in partby tuition or a Stateappropriationfor the
current fiscalyear.

Eachsuchinstitution shall maintaina copy of the reportin the institution’s
library and shall submit a copy to eachof the four State regional library
resourcecenters.

(e) A university’s reportrequiredto besubmittedunderthis sectionshall
be submittedwithin 180 daysof the closeof theuniversity’s currentfiscal
year.

(1) The Joint StateGovernmentCommissionshall developa statistical
comparisonanalysis recognizing differencesin missions from the reports
madeunderthis section.A majority of the membersof the commissionmay
requestadditionaldocumentation,exceptfor salaryor identityoiindiividuals,
necessaryto completethe comparativeanalysis.The comparisonshall be
providedto the EducationCommitteeof the Senateand theAppropriations
Committee of the Senateand the EducationCommittee of the Houseof
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Representativesand the Appropriations Committee of the House of
Representativesandthe four Stateregionallibraries.

(g) The university shall make a copy of the minutesof eachpublic
meeting of the institution’s boardof trustees,as well as a copy of the
institution’s integrated postsecondaryeducation data systems report,
availableforpublic inspectionin the institution’s library.

Section8. The University of Pittsburghshall provide full, completeand
accurateinformation as may berequiredby the Departmentof Educationor
the chairmanor the minority chairmanof the AppropriationsCommitteeof
the Senateor the chairmanor the minority chairmanof the Appropriations
Committeeofthe Houseof Representatives.

Section 9. The University of Pittsburghshall presentand report its
financial statementsrequiredunderthe provisionsof this act in accordance
with: the generally acceptedaccountingprinciples as prescribedby the
National Association of College and University Business Officers, the
AmericanInstituteof CertifiedPublicAccountantsor their successorsor by
any other recognized authoritative body; the “Commonwealth of
PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor the StateSystemof Higher Education,
State-Rebated Universities and Non-State-Related Colleges and
Universities”; andthe financialreportingpolicies andstandardspromulgated
by the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaandby theFederalGovernmentthat
apply to theUniversityof Pittsburgh.

Section 10. The University of Pittsburgh shall make all articulation
agreementswithotherhighereducationinstitutionsavailableon the Internet.

Section h 1. No funds appropriatedby this act may beusedfor costsof
personnelandoperationsof theenvironmentallawclinic.

Section 12. This act shall take effect July h, 2006,. or immediately,
whicheveris later.

To the act of July 7, 1972 (P.L.743,No.176), entitled “An act providing for the
establishmentand operationof Lincoln University as an instrumentalityof the
Commonwealthto serve as a State-relatedinstitution in the higher education
systemof the Commonwealth;providingfor changeof name;providing for the
compositionof the boardof trustees;terms of trustees,andthe powerand duties
of such trustees;providing for preferenceto Pennsylvaniaresidentsin tuition;
authorizing appropriations in amounts to be fixed annually by the General
Assembly; providing for the auditing of accountsof expendituresfrom said
appropriations; providing for public support and capital improvements;
authorizing the issuance of bonds exempt from taxation within the
Commonwealth; requiring the President to make an annual report of the
operationsof Lincoln University,” makinganappropriationfor carryingthe same
into effect;providingfor a basisfor paymentsof the appropriation;andproviding
a method of accountingfor the funds appropriated and for certain fiscal
informationdisclosure.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The sum of $13,516,000,or as much thereofas may be
necessary,is hereby appropriatedto the Trusteesof Lincoln University,
ChesterCounty, for the fiscal year July 1, 2006, to June 30, 2007, for
educationalandgeneralexpenses.

Section 2. Payments to Lincoln University on account of the
appropriationfor the itemsprovidedin section 1 shallbe madeon the basis
of costsduring the fiscal year.

Section 3. (a) Paymentsto Lincoln University of the appropriation
providedin section 1 shallbemademonthlyduring thefiscal year.

(b) Such monthly paymentsshall be made in accordancewith the
provisionsof section2 on thebasisof estimatedcosts.The estimateof costs
shall be submittedby Lincoln University to the Secretaryof Education,the
GeneralAssemblyandthe StateTreasurernot laterthan 30 daysprior to the
dateon which suchpaymentis to bemade.

Section4. (a) Lincoln University shall apply the moneysappropriatedby
this act only for suchpurposesas are permitted in this act and shall at all
timesmaintainproperrecordsshowingthe applicationof suchmoneys.Not
later than 120 daysafterthecloseof thefiscal yearto which this actrelates,
Lincoln University shall file, with the Secretaryof Education, the General

Section 5. A report shall be submitted to the Governor and the
Appropriations and Education Committeesof the Senateand House of
Representativesand shall include data for all programs.The report, to be
submittedprior to September1, 2007, shall cover the 12-month period
beginningwith the summerterm2006andshallinclude:

(1) The following counts and distributions for each term during the
period:

(i) The definitionsandnumbersof faculty membersemployedfull time,
of faculty membersemployedpart time, of full-time studentsenrolled in
graduatecourses,of full-time studentsenrolledin undergraduatecourses,of
part-time studentsenrolled in graduatecoursesand of part-time students
enrolledin undergraduatecourses.

(ii) The totalnumbersof undergraduatestudentcredit hours,divided into
lower division and upper division course levels, and of graduatestudent
credithours,divided into threecourselevels—master’s,first professionaland
doctoral.

(iii) The numberof different coutsesscheduledby level of instruction
and the numberof sectionsof individual instructionscheduledby level of
instruction, each further subdivided by two-digit Classification of
InstructionalProgram(CIP) categoriesof instructional programsof higher
educationas definedby theNationalCenterfor EducationStatistics,United
StatesDepartmentof Education.

(iv) Thenumberoftermsscheduledandthedatesthereof.
(2) Forthesummertermandthe following academicyearin totaland for

eachtwo-digit CIPprogramcategory,a classificationof faculty membersor
other professional employees by title, including: professor, associate
professor,assistantprofessor,instructor,lecturer,researchassociate,librarian
and academic administrator; faculty members or other professional
employeesundereachtitle to be subdividedby type of assignment:teaching
andnonteaching;andeachsuchsetof faculty membersor otherprofessional
employeesto be furthersubdividedby type of employment:full-time or part-
time; andthe following aggregatesfor eachsuchsubdividedclassification:

(i) Thenumberof facultyandotherprofessionalemployeesandtheir full-
timeequivalencein instructionalandnoninstructionalfunctions.
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(ii) The sumof creditsassignedto undergraduateclassroomcoursesand
the sum of credits assignedto graduateclassroomcoursestaught, divided
into lower division, upperdivision, master’s,first professionalanddoctoral
courselevels.

(iii) The sumof creditsassignedto undergraduateindividual instruction
coursesand the sumof credits assignedto graduateindividual instruction
coursestaught, divided into lower division, upper division, master’s, first
professionalanddoctoralcourselevels.

(iv) The sumof undergraduateclassroomstudentcredit hoursand the
sumof graduateclassroomstudentcredithoursgenerated,divided into lower
division, upper division, master’s, first professionaland doctoral course
levels.

(v) The sumof undergraduateindividual instructionstudentcredit hours
andthesumofgraduateindividual instructionstudentcredithoursgenerated,
divided into lower division, upper division, master’s,first professional.and
doctoralcourselevels.

(vi) The total salary paid for instructional functions and for
noninstructional functions and the amount of this salarypaid for each of
thesefunctionsfrom universityfunds,Federalfundsandotherfunds.

(3) For each term of the period covered for each faculty member
employedfull time identified by two-digit CIP programcategoryand title,
the reportshall contain an analysisof the averagehoursperweek spent in
university-relatedactivities,statingspecificallyhoursspentin undergraduate
classroom contact and graduate classroom contact, hours spent in
preparation,hoursspentin researchandhoursspentin public service.

Section6. In addition to the requirementsin section 5 relative to this
appropriation,the reportcoveringthe 12-monthperiod beginningwith the
summerterm2006 shallincludefor all programsof theuniversity:

(1) Minimum numberof creditsrequiredfor a baccalaureatedegreeand
for a master’sdegree.

(2) Numberof bachelor’sdegrees,master’sdegrees,first professional
degreesanddoctoraldegreesawardedin 2002,2003,2004,2005,2006 and
estimated2007.

Section7. (a) Thefollowing wordsandphraseswhenusedin this section
shall have themeaningsgivento them in this subsectionunlessthe context
clearly indicatesotherwise:

“Academicandadministrativesupportunits.” Any organizationalentity,
asdefmedin theorganizationalmanualof theuniversity,that reportsdirectly
to the presidentof theuniversity, chiefacademicofficer or vice president,
including the office of the president, chief academicofficer and vice
president.

“Expenditures.” Disbursementsor payments of State appropriations,
tuition and fees supporting operational, educational or other general
categoriesof expensesas defmed in: the generally acceptedaccounting
principles as prescribed by the National Association of College and
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University BusinessOfficers, the American Institute of Certified Public
Accountantsor by their successorsor by anyother recognizedauthoritative
body;the “Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaBudgetInstructionsfor the State
System of Higher Education, State-RelatedUniversities and Non-State-
RelatedCollegesand Universities”; and thefinancial reportingpolicies and
standardspromulgatedby the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaandby the
FederalGovernmentthat apply to Lincoln University;

“Revenue.” All Stateappropriationsandtuition andfees.
(b) Lincoln University shalldisclosethefollowing:
(1) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof the university’s academicand

administrativesupportunits for thecurrent fiscalyear.
(2) The actualrevenueandexpendituresfor the prior year in the same

formatasthe informationreportedunderparagraph(1).
(3) For any definedprojector programwhich is the subjectof a specific

line item appropriationfrom the GeneralFund, the university shall disclose
thefollowing:

(i) Revenueandexpenditurebudgetsof the definedprogramor project
for thecurrent fiscal year.

(ii) The actual revenueand expendituresof the defined program or
project for the prior year in the sameformat as the information reported
underparagraph(1).

(4) The revenueandexpendituresof any auxiliary enterprisewhich is
directly fundedin whole or in partby tuition or a Stateappropriationfor the
currentfiscal year.

(c) Theuniversity shall provide thefollowing additional information for
the prior fiscal year for eachacademicor administrativesupport unit, for
eachdefinedprojectorprogramandfor anyauxiliaryenterprise:

(1) The numberof employeesby academicrank andby classificationthe
numberof administrators,staff, clericalandtechnicalserviceemployees.

(2) Medianandmeansalaryby academicrank and by classificationthe
median and mean salariesof administrators,staff, clerical and technical
serviceemployees.

(3) Nonsalary compensationas a percentageof salary. Nonsalaiy
compensationshall include, but not be limited to, medical benefits, life
insurancebenefits,pensionbenefits,leavebenefits,employerSocialSecurity
paymentsandworkers’compensationbenefits.

(4) A statementof theuniversity’s retirementpolicies.
(5) A policy statementrelating to a reductionof tuition for employees’

family members.
(6) A list of purchaseof service contracts which exceed$1,000 by

category of service, including, but not limited to, legal, instructional,
management,accounting,architecture,public relationsandmaintenance.The
list shall containthe nameandaddressof the contractor,a statementof the
natureof the duties of the contractorand the academicandadministrative
supportunit for which the dutiesare performed.If a purchaseof service
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contract exceeds10% of the total aggregateexpenditureof the contract
categoryper academicor administrativesupport unit, then the contracted
amountshallalsobe listed.

(7) A list of purchaseof goodscontractswhich exceed$1,000.The list
shall containthe nameand addressof the contractoranda list of the goods
purchasedand the academicor administrativesupportunit for which such
goodswerecontracted.If a purchaseof goodscontractexceeds10% of the
totalaggregateexpenditureperacademicor administrativesupportunit, then
the contractedamountshallalsobelisted.

(8) A list by academicor administrativesupportunit in the aggregateof
the expensesof travel, subsistenceand lodging, whether provided or
reimbursed.

(d) The university shall submit a report of the information under
subsections(b) and (c) to the EducationCommitteeof the Senateand the
AppropriationsCommitteeof the SenateandtheEducationCommitteeofthe
Houseof Representativesandthe AppropriationsCommitteeof theHouseof
Representatives.In addition, the university shall submita copyof the report
to eachof thefollowing:

(4) Auditor General.

Eachsuchinstitutionshall maintaina copy of the report in the institution’s
library and shall submit a copy to eachof the four State regional library
resourcecenters.

(e) A university’s reportrequiredto be submittedunderthis sectionshall
be submittedwithin 180 daysof the close of the university’s currentfiscal
year.

(f) The Joint State GovernmentCommissionshall developa statistical
comparisonanalysis recognizingdifferencesin missions from the reports
madeunderthis section.A majority of themembersof the comniissionmay
requestadditionaldocumentation,exceptfor salaryor identityof individuals,
necessaryto completethe comparativeanalysis.The comparisonshall be

(g) The university shall make a copy of the minutesof eachpublic
meeting of the institution’s boardof trustees,as well as a copy of the
institution’s integrated postsecondaryeducation data systems report,
availablefor public inspectionin theinstitution’s library.
