Amending the act of July 6, 1989 (P.L.169, No.32), entitled,asamended,“An act
providing for the regulation of storage tanks and tank facilities; imposing
additional powersanddutieson the Departmentof EnvironmentalProtectionand
the Environmental Quality Board; and making an appropriation,” further
providingfor undergroundstoragetank environmentalcleanupprogramand for
undergroundstoragetankpollution preventionprogram.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section710(b.2)and (f) of the actof July 6, 1989 (P.L.169,
No.32),known as the StorageTank and Spill PreventionAct, amendedor
addedJanuary30, 1998 (P.L.46,No.13) and July 5, 2005 (P.L.97,No.36),
areamendedto read:
Section710. UndergroundStorageTankEnvironmentalCleanupProgram.

(b.2) Additional allocation.—Nomore than $500,000of the annual
allocation for the Underground Storage Tank Environmental Cleanup
Programmay be used for costs of correctiveaction to assist owners of
undergroundstoragetankswith a capacityof 3,000gallonsor less used for
storingheatingoil for consumptionon the premiseswherestored.Payments
madefor eligible releasesshall be limited in amountto the actual costsof
correctiveactionor to $5,000,whicheveris less. The amountallowedshall
be subjectto a $1,000deductiblewhich shall be paid first by the claimant.

lThis subsectionshall expire June 30, 2007.On or before that date the
board shall make a report to the General Assembly with
recommendations.1The board may promulgateregulationsto carry out the
provisionsof this subsection.

(0 Sunset.—TheUndergroundStorageTank EnvironmentalCleanup
Program shall cease to exist on June 30, 120071 2012, unless it is
reestablishedby actionof theGeneralAssembly.

Section 2. Section 711 of the act, addedJanuary30, 1998 (P.L.46,
No.13),is amendedto read:
Section711. UndergroundStorageTankPollutionPreventionProgram.

(a) Establishment.—Theboard is hereby authorized to establish an
UndergroundStorageTankPollutionPreventionProgramfor thepurposeof
reimbursingeligible owners, as defmedin subsection(d), for the costs of
removingregulatedsubstancesfrom andsealingthefill pipesof underground
storagetankswhich havenot beenupgradedto comply with the technical
requirementsof Federaland State regulations.The board shall establish
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guidelinesfor eligible expensesandproceduresfor reimbursementfrom the
UndergroundStorageTankIndemnificationFund.

(b) Allocation.—Theboardmayallocateup to $1,000,000annuallyfrom
the UndergroundStorageTank IndemnificationFund for the Underground
StorageTankPollutionPreventionProgramaslongasthe allocationdoesnot
impedethe actuarialsoundnessofthefund’s ability to pay claims.

(c) Implementation.—TheDepartmentof EnvironmentalProtectionshall
assistthe board with the implementationof this program and shall be
reimbursedby the boardfrom the fund for actualreimbursementsmadeto
eligible owners,but in no eventshallthedepartmentbereimbursedfrom the
fund for anyadministrativecosts.

(d) Eligibility.—Owners of six or fewer underground storage tanksshall
be eligible to participatein this program.

(e) Annual report.—Theboard shall annually transmitto the General
Assemblya reportoutlining actions takenandexpendituresmadeunderthis
sectionfor theprecedingCommonwealthfiscal year.

(0 Sunset.—TheUnderground Storage Tank Pollution Prevention
Program shall cease to exist on June 30, [20071 2012, unless it is
reestablishedby actionoftheGeneralAssembly.

Section3. This actshalltakeeffectimmediately.
