Amending the act of December4, 1996 (P.L.893, No.141), entitled “An act
providing for volunteerhealth services;limiting liability of a volunteerlicense
holder; and requiringreports,” furtherproviding for licenserenewal,continuing
educationrequirementsanddisciplinaryand correctivemeasures.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Section6 of theact of December4, 1996 (P.L.893,No.141),
knownastheVolunteerHealthServicesAct, is amendedto read:
Section6. Licenserenewal;disciplinaryandcorrectivemeasures.

(a) Renewalterm.—A volunteer licenseshall be subject to biennial
renewal.

(b) Feeexemption.—Holdersof volunteerlicensesshallbe exemptfrom
renewal fees imposed by the appropriate licensing board. [Volunteer
licensees]

(c) Continuing education.—Exceptas set forth in subsection (d),
holdersof volunteerlicensesshall comply with any continuingeducation
requirementsimposedby boardrulemakingasa generalconditionof biennial
renewal.

(d) Physicians.—
(1) Holdersofvolunteerlicenseswho are physiciansshall complete

a minimum of 20 credit hours of American Medical Association
Physician’s Recognition Award Category 2 activities during the
precedingbiennial period asa condition of biennial renewalandare
otherwiseexemptfrom any continuing educationrequirementimposed
by section910 oftheact ofMarch 20,2002 (P.L.154,No.13),known as
the Medical Care Availability andReduction ofError (Mcare) Ac4 or
by boardrulemaking.

(2) Physicians who are coveredby section 10.2 and hold an
unrestrictedlicenseto practicemedicineshall completethe continuing
medicaleducationrequirementsestablishedby the boardsundersection
910 of theMedical Care Availability andReduction ofError (Mcare)
Act to beeligiblefor renewalofthe unrestrictedlicense.
(e) Disciplinary matters.—In the enforcementof disciplinary matters,

holdersof volunteerlicensesshall be subjectto those standardsof conduct
applicableto all licenseeslicensedby theappropriateboard.

Section2. Thisactshall takeeffectimmediately.
