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EFFECTIVE DATES OF STATUTES
Sections1701 (a) (5) and(b) (2), 1702 (4) and1703 (5) of Title 1 (General

Provisions)ofthe PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1701. Statutesgenerally

(a) Generalrule.—Exceptasotherwiseprovidedin this chapterall statutes
enactedfinally at anyregularsessionof theGeneralAssemblynot containing
aspecifiedeffectivedateshallbeeffectiveon thedatespecifiedbythatoneof
the followingrulesofconstructionineffectonthedateoffmal enactmentofthe
statute:

(5) Final enactment on or after June6, 1969.—60 days after
fmal enactment.

(b) Statutesenactedafter effectivedatethereinspecified.—Exceptas
otherwiseprovidedin this chapterall statutesenactedfinally at anyregular
sessionof theGeneralAssemblyaftertheeffectivedatethereinspecifiedshall
be effective on the date specified by that one of the following rules of
constructionin effecton thedateof finalenactmentof the statute:

(2) Final enactmenton or afterJanuary10, 1960.—60 daysafter
final enactment.

§ 1702. Statutesmaking appropriations

Appropriationstatutes,orstatuteshavingappropriationitemsenactedfmally
at anyregularsessionof theGeneralAssembly,shallbe effectiveon thedate
specifiedby that oneofthefollowingrulesof constructionineffectonthedate
of final enactmentof thestatute:

(4) Final enactmenton or after June6, 1969.—onthefirst dayof
Julynext followingtheir fmalenactment,unlessa differentdateis specifiedin
thestatuteitself, or unlessanysuchstatuteis enactedfmally afterthefirst day
of July in any year,or afterthedatespecifiedin the statute,in which caseit
shall beeffectiveimmediatelyuponfmal enactment.

§ 1703. Statutesaffecting the budgetof any political subdivision

Statutesaffectingthebudgetof anypolitical subdivisionenactedfinally at
any regularsessionof the GeneralAssemblyshall be effectiveon thedate
specifiedby thatoneofthefollowingrulesof constructionin effectonthedate
of final enactmentof the statute:
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(5) Final enactmenton or after June6, 1969.—onthe date specified
in thestatute,or if finally enactedthereafter,or if no dateis specified,then
at the beginning of the fiscal year of the political subdivision affected
following thedateof final enactmentof the statute.

PRINTING AND INTERPRETATION OF

AMENDATORY STATUTES

Sections1104 and 1951 of Title I (GeneralProvisions)of thePennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1104. Printing of amendatory statutes

(a) Generalrule.—TheDirectoroftheLegislativeReferenceBureaushall,
in printing amendatorystatutes,causeto beprinted the sectionor partof the
statuteonly asreenacted.Exceptasprovidedin subsection(b) ofthis section,
in thesectionorpartofthe lawreenacted,theDirectorshallcauseto beprinted
betweenbrackets,the words,phrases,or provisionsof theexistingstatute,if
any, which havebeenstricken out or eliminatedby the adoption of the
amendment,andhe shallcausetobeprintedin italicsorwithunderscoringall
new words,phrasesor provisions, if any,which havebeeninsertedinto or
addedto thestatuteby thepassageof suchamendment.

(b) PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes.—Inprinting as muchof any
statuteasaddsanentiretitle, part,article,chapter,subchapteror othermajor
subdivisiontothePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,theDirectorshallcause
suchadditionto beprintedinRomantypewithoutunderscoring,andinprinting
asmuchofanystatuteasdeletesor repealsanentiretitle, part,artic1e~chapter,
subchapteror other major subdivision of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutes,theDirector shallnotcauseto beprintedtheprovisionswhich have
beendeletedorrepealedunlessthedeletionor repealwaseffectedby the use
of brackets.

§ 1951. Interpretation of amendatory statutes

In ascertainingthecorrectreading,statusandinterpretationofanamendatory
statute,the matterinsertedwithin bracketsshallbeomitted, andthematterin
italicsor underscoredshallbereadandinterpretedaspartof the statute.
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
