further providingfor exclusionsandexceptions.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 3(b) of the act of July 5, 1989 (P.L.166, No.31),
known as the PhosphateDetergentAct, reenactedand amendedJune25,
1999 (P.L.228,No.31), is amendedto read:
Section3. Exclusionsandexceptions.

***

(b) Exceptions.—Apersonmay use,sell, manufactureor distribute for
use or salea cleaningagentthat containsgreaterthan0.0% phosphorusby
weight,but doesnot exceed8.7%phosphorusby weight, if it is only oneof
thefollowing:

(1) A detergentused in a commercial or institutional dishwashing
machineL,whethercommercialor householdi.

(2) A substancethe EnvironmentalQuality Board, by regulation,
excludesfrom the 0.0% phosphoruslimitation containedin section 2
basedona finding thatcompliancewith this actwould:

(i) createa significanthardshipontheuser; or
(ii) be unreasonablebecauseof the lack of an adequatesubstitute

cleaningagent.
Section 2. This act shall take effect July 1, 2010, or immediately,

whicheveris later.
