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Designatinga portion of State Route26 in CentreCounty asthe Marine Sergeant
David “DJ” Emery, Jr. Highway; designatingthe bridge on State Route 322
joining Clearfield and Centre Counties as the Veterans’ Memorial Bridge;
designatingaportion of StateRoute850 in Marysville Borough,PerryCounty,as
theArmy PrivateDavid E. DietrichMemorial Highway; and designatingaportion
of U.S. Route 322 in Centre County as the Thomas D. Larson Memorial
Highway.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. MarineSergeantDavid “DJ” Emery,Jr.Highway.
(a) Declarationof policy.—TheGeneralAssemblyfmds anddeclaresas

follows:
(1) David “DJ” Emery,Jr., wasborn August23, 1985.He graduated

from BellefonteArea High Schoolin 2003 andstudiedmasonryat the
Centre County Vocational-TechnicalSchool. He was always an active
outdoorsmanandhasa love ofmotorcycles.

(2) Emeryenlistedin theUnited StatesMarine Corps in June2003
and,following completionof basictraining,wasdeployedto Iraq in 2004
andthenagainin2006.

(3) Private First Class Emery served with distinction in the 4th
Battalion,2nd Marines,2/4 Gulf Companyuntil February7, 2007,when
he wasseriouslywoundedin anattackby a suicidebomber.

(4) Emerywaspromotedto Sergeanton May 9,2007.
(b) Designation.—StateRoute 26 in Marion and Spring Townships,

CentreCounty, from segments450/748to 570/000is herebydesignatedas
theMarineSergeantDavid “DJ” EmeryHighway.

(c) Signs.—TheDepartmentof Transportationshall erectand maintain
appropriatesignsto indicatethedesignationundersubsection(b).
Section2. Veterans’MemorialBridge.

(a) Designation.—Thebridgejoining ClearfieldandCentreCountieson
StateRoute322 is designatedandshallbeknown astheVeterans’Memorial
Bridge.

(b) Signs.—TheDepartmentof Transportationshall erect andmaintain
appropriatesignswhich shall displaythe nameof the bridgedesignatedin
subsection(a) at eachendof thebridgeandat the sidesof thebridgeso that
personstraveling on StateRoute322 canseethedesignationreferredto in
subsection(a).
Section3. Army PrivateDavid E. DietrichMemorialHighway.

(a) Declarationof policy.—The GeneralAssemblyfinds anddeclaresas
follows:
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(1) David E. Dietrich was bornJanuary14, 1985.He graduatedfrom
SusquenitaHigh School,PerryCounty,in2004.Hewas activein theBoy
Scoutsof America,Troop 56,andtheMarysville Fire Company.

(2) PrivateDiethchenlistedin theUnitedStatesArmy in March2006,
graduatedfrom the United StatesArmy Training Centerat Fort Knox,
Kentucky,on July20, 2006,anda shorttimelaterwasdeployedto Iraq.

(3) PrivateDietrich servedwith distinction in F Troop, 1st Cavahy
Regiment, 1st Bridge Combat Team, 1st Armored Division until
December29,2006,whenhewas fatallywoundedwhenhiscombatpatrol
unit came underattack by small arms fire from enemy forces in Ar
Ramadi,Iraq.
(b) Designation.—StateRoute850 throughoutMarysville Borough,Perry

County, is hereby designatedas the Army Private David E. Dietrich
MemorialHighway.

(c) Signs.—TheDepartmentof Transportationshall erect andmaintain
appropriatesignsto indicatethedesignationundersubsection(b).
Section4. ThomasD. LarsonMemorialHighway.

(a) Declarationof policy.—The GeneralAssemblyfinds anddeclaresas
follows:

(1) ThomasD. Larson servedas Secretaryof Transportationfrom
1979 to 1987duringGovernorRichardThornburgh’sadministration.

(2) Thomas D. Larson is recognizedas the individual who was
instrumentalin reformingthePennsylvaniaDepartmentof Transportation
andmaking it a nationalmodelof professionalismand innovation.

(3) After completinghis serviceas secretary,ThomasD. Larson was
sworn in as FederalHighway Administrator on August 10, 1989, and
serveduntil 1993.

(4) During his tenureasFederalHighwayAdministrator,heplayedan
important role in the crafting of the IntermodalSurfaceTransportation
EfficiencyAct of 1991(ISTEA) (PublicLaw 102-240,105 Stat. 1914).

(5) Before andafterhis public serviceto the Commonwealthand the
United States, Thomas D. Larson also distinguished himself as a
researcherandprofessorof civil andenvironmentalengineeringat The
PennsylvaniaStateUniversity, Collegeof Engineering,and in preparing
thenextgenerationof transportationprofessionals.

(6) Pennsylvania lost a dedicatedpublic servant, teacher and
communityleaderon July20,2006.
(b) Designation.—U.S.Route 322 in Harris, College and Patton

Townships,CentreCounty,from SegmentNos. 450/748to 570/000is hereby
designatedastheThomasI). LarsonMemorialHighway.

(c) Signs.—TheDepartmentof Transportationshall erect andmaintain
appropriatesignsto indicatethedesignationundersubsection(b).
Section5. Effectivedate.
