Authorizing the PennsylvaniaFish and Boat Commissionto grant and convey to
SoleburyTownship,certain landssituate in SoleburyTownship,Bucks County;
and authorizingthe Departmentof General Services,with the approvalof the
Governor,to conveyacertaineasementin the City of Philadelphia.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. SoleburyTownship,BucksCounty.
(a) Authorization.—Undertherequirementsof section20(b)of the actof

June 22, 1964 (Sp.Sess.,P.L.131, No.8), known as the Project 70 Land
AcquisitionandBorrowing Act, thePennsylvaniaFishandBoatCommission
is hereby authorizedon behalfof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato
grant and convey to SoleburyTownship a portion of its Ingham Spring
property, known as the Kate Smith Tract situate in Solebury Township,
Bucks County, and acquiredby the commissionby deedrecordedin the
BucksCountyRecorderof DeedsOffice in DeedBook1848,Page949. The
commission is further authorized on behalf of the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvaniato grant and conveyto Solebuiy Township a portion of its
Ingham Spring property, known as the Judy Tract, situate in Solebuiy
Township,Bucks County,andacquiredby the commissionby deedrecorded
in Bucks CountyRecorderof DeedsOffice Book577,Page223.

(b) Description.—Thepropertyto be conveyedpursuantto this section
consists of approximately47.986 acres, and all improvementsthereon,
boundedandmoreparticularlydescribedas follows:

BEGINNING at a point in thecenterline of U.S. Route202; thenceandby
the center line of U.S. Route202 North 71 degrees50 minutesEast a
distanceof 310.7feet, moreor less,to a point; thenceandcontinuingby the
centerline of U.S. Route202 North 72 degrees30 minutesEasta distanceof
637.3feet, moreor less, to a point, said pointbeing the northeastcornerof
the herein describedtract; thence South 17 degrees26 minutes East a
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distanceof 1,104.86 feet, moreor less, to a point; thenceSouth71 degrees
22 minutesWesta distanceof 403.23 feet,moreor less, to a point; thence
South85 degrees57 minutesWesta distanceof 172 feet, moreor less, to a

CONTAINING 22.51acresof land, moreor less.

(c) Purpose of conveyance.—ThePennsylvania Fish and Boat
Commissionis authorizedto conveythepropertydescribedin subsection(b)
to SoleburyTownship,BucksCounty,to be usedfor recreation,conservation
andhistoricalpurposes,assaidpurposesare definedin the Project70 Land
Acquisition andBorrowing Act. The commissionshall conveythe property
to the township for fair marketvalue as determinedby a licensedcertified
appraiserconformingto theUniform AppraisalStandardsfor FederalLand
Acquisitionsandtaking into accounttherestrictivecovenants,easementsand
reservationsset forth in the agreementbetweenthe commissionand the
townshipfor thepropertyandmadepartof thepublic record.

(d) Conditions.—Theconveyanceshallbemadeunderandsubjectto all
lawful andenforceableeasements,servitudesandrightsof others,including,
but notconfmedto, streets,roadwaysandrights of anytelephone,telegraph,
water, electric, gasor pipeline companies,and the agreementdescribedin
subsection(c), as well as underandsubjectto any lawful andenforceable
estatesor tenanciesvestedin third personsappearingof recordor visible in
thefield, for anyportionof the land or improvementserectedthereon.

(e) Land userestriction.—All deedsor leasesauthorizedor referredto
underthis sectionshall be madeunderand subjectto the condition,which
shall be containedin the deedor leasedocuments,that no portion of the
parcelsshall be usedas a licensedfacility asdefmedin 4 Pa.C.S.§ 1103
(relatingto definitions) or anyothersimilar type of facility authorizedunder
the laws of this Commonwealth.This conditionshallbe a covenantrunning
with the landandshall be bindingupon the deedor leaseor sublesseesand
their respectivesuccessorsand assigns.Should any portion of any parcel
authorized for conveyanceunder this section be used in violation of this
subsection,thetitle shallimmediatelyrevertto andrevestin thegrantor.

(f) Executionof deed.—Thedeedof conveyancefrom thecommissionto
the townshipshall be a specialwarrantydeedandshall be executedby the
executivedirector of the commissionin the nameof the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvaniafor use by the commissionandshall be approvedfor legality
and formby thecommission’scounselandthe Officeof AttorneyGeneral.

(g) Costsandfees.—A1lcostsandfeesincidental to this conveyanceshall
beborneby thetownshipandprovidedfor atclosing.

(h) Deposit of proceeds.—Allproceedsfrom the sale of the property
describedin subsection(b) shallbe depositedin a restrictedrevenueaccount
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within the Fish Fund and used for the acquisitionof lands meeting the
standardsfor acquisitiondescribedin section18(b) of the act of June22,
1964 (Sp.Sess.,P.L.131, No.8), known as the Project70 Land Acquisition
andBorrowingAct.

(i) Reversion.—Inthe eventthe propertydescribedin subsection(b) is
notused for recreation,conservationandhistorical purposes,as definedin
the Project 70 Land Acquisition and Borrowing Act, ownershipof the
propertyshallrevert to the Commonwealth.Thisprovisionshall bespecified
in thedeedof conveyance.
Section2. Conveyancein theCity of Philadelphia.

(a) Authorization.—The Department of General Services, with the
approval of the Governor, is hereby authorized on behalf of the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to grant and convey to the City of
Philadelphia,or its assigns,an easementfor sanitarysewerpurposes,across
lands of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania situate in the City of
Philadelphia,Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,for onedollar.

(b) Descriptionof easement.—Theeasementto be conveyedpursuantto
this sectionis moreparticularlydescribedas follows:
ALL THAT CERTAINright-of-wayor easementof landsituatein thecity of
Philadelphia, and Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaas shown on a plan
entitled “SanitaryRight-of-Way Plan”, preparedby LanganEngineering&
EnvironmentalServices,Inc., dated10/10/07andbeing more fully bounded
anddescribedasfollows:
BEGINNING at thepoint on the southerlyline of landsnow or formerly of
theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania,saidpointbeingmeasuredthefollowing
3 coursesfrom the intersectionof the northeasterlyright-of-way line of
SouthamptonRoad(60 feetwide)and the southeasterlyright-of-wayline of
CarterRoad;thence,
a) Along the southeasterlyright-of-way line of CarterRoad, North 41
degrees04 minutes22 secondsEast,a distanceof 1403.310feet; thence,
b) Still along the same,North 46 degrees06 minutes32 secondsEast,a
distanceof 928.552feet; thence,
c) Leaving said line of CarterRoad andextendingalong the line of lands
now or formerlyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,South43 degrees.53
minutes28 secondsEast,a distanceof 332.934feet to thepointof beginning;
thence,

1. North 11 degrees12 minutes07 secondsEast,a distanceof 89.980
feet to a point; thence,

2. South78 degrees47 minutes53 secondsEast,a distanceof 50.000feet
to apoint; thence,

3. South11 degrees12 minutes07 secondsWest, a distance’of 124.869
feet to a point; thence,

4. North 43 degrees53 minutes28 secondsWesta distanceof 60.970
feetto the first mentionedpoint andplaceof BEGINNING.
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Encompassingan areaof 5,371 squarefeetor 0.123 acresof land,more or
less.

(c) Conditionsofconveyance.—Theconveyanceshallbemadeunderand
subject to all lawful and enforceableeasements,servitudesand rights of
others, including, but not limited to, streets,roadways and rights of any
telephone,telegraph,water, electric,gas or pipeline companies,as well as
underandsubjectto anylawful andenforceableestatesor tenanciesvested-in
third persons appearing of record, for any portion of the land or
improvementserectedthereon.

(d) Deedof easement.—Thedeedof easementshall containsuchterms
andconditionsas shallbe acceptableto the Departmentof GeneralServices
and shall be approvedas provided by law and shall be executedby the
Secretaryof General Services in the name of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania.

(e) Costsandfees.—Costsandfees incidentalto this conveyanceshall be
borneby thegranteeandpaidto theDepartmentof GeneralServices.
Section3. Effectivedate.

Thisact shalltakeeffectimmediately.
