Township,JeffersonCounty,asthe SFCMichael J. Tully MemorialBridges.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. SFCMichael J. Tully MemorialBridges.
(a) Declarationof policy.—The GeneralAssemblyfinds and declaresas

follows:
(1) Michael J. Tully, 33, formerlyof the Beechwoodssectionof Falls

Creekwasborn December28, 1973, in Pittsburgh,Pennsylvania.He is
survivedby hisparents,JackandMarilyn Tully, hiswife Heather,his son
Slade,hisbrotherJohnandhissisterHeather.

(2) He was a 1992 graduateof Brockway High School and was a
memberof the National Honor Society andplayed football. He was a
memberof BeechwoodsPresbyterianChurch. He enjoyed mountain
biking, rockclimbing, running,sportscarsandscubadiving. He wantedto
be a career soldier,joining the Marine Corps whenhe turned 18 and
joining theArmy four yearslater. He becamean Anny Rangerand then
wasselectedto becomea SpecialForcesGreenBeret.

(3) His military educationincludesthe WarriorLeadersCourse,Basic
NoncommissionedOfficer Course,Basic Airborne Course,Military Free
Fall ParachutistCourse, RangerCourse, S.E.R.E. (survival, evasion,
resistance,escape)Course,Total Army InstructorTraining Course,Long
Range Surveillance Leaders Course and Special Forces Diving
SupervisorsCourse, Special Forces Qualification Course, Emergency
Medical Technician (Combat Medic 18D) Course and Combat Life
Saver’sCourse.Hespokefluent Indonesian.

(4) He was posthumouslyawardedthe Bronze Star,Purple Heart,
Meritorious Service Medal, Iraqi CampaignMedal and the Combat
Infantryman Badge. His additional awards include the Army
CommendationMedal Second Oak Leaf Cluster, Meritorious Unit
Citation,Good ConductMedalSecondAward,NationalDefenseService
Medal SecondAward, GlobalWar on TerrorismServiceMedal, Korean
Defense Service Medal, Noncommissioned Officer Professional

ODA 164 (Airbone).He was deployedto Iraq in support of Operation
Iraqi Freedomas a memberof the CombinedJoint SpecialOperations
TaskForce - Arabian Peninsula.Tully wason his secondtour in Iraq,
wherehewasservingasa combatmedic. He hadbeenin Iraq for about
six weeks.SFC JohnR. Tully, 36, alsoservingin Iraq, accompaniedhis
brother’sbodyhome.
(b) Designation.—Thebridgeson StateRoute830 overInterstate80 in

WashingtonTownship,JeffersonCounty, commonlyreferredto as the Red
Mill Bridges,are herebydesignatedas the SFCMichael J. Tully Memori~l
Bridges.

(c) Signs.—TheDepartmentof Transportationshall erectandmaintain
appropriatesignsat eachendof thebridgesto indicatethedesignationunder
subsection(b) and shall include at a minimum the following information:
SFC Michael J. Tully Memorial Bridges; 1st Special Forces Group
(Airborne)MA - Iraq-23 August2007.
Section2. Effectivedate.
