Amending the act of January24, 1966 (1965 P.L.1527,No.535),entitled “An act
providing for and regulatingthe licensing of landscapearchitects; fixing fees;
creatingthe StateBoardof LandscapeArchitects;imposingpowersand dutieson
the Departmentof State, the Commissionerof Professionaland Occupational
Affairs and the board; and prescribing unlawful acts and penalties,” further
providing for application for license; qualificationsand experiencerequirements
of applicantsandfor continuingeducation.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section6(c) of the act of January24, 1966 (1965 P.L.1527,
No.535), known as the LandscapeArchitects’ RegistrationLaw, amended
March7, 1984 (P.L.129,No.24), is amendedto read:

Section 6. Application for License; Qualifications and Experience
Requirementsof Applicants._** *

(c) Theboardmayregisterandlicensewithoutwritten examination[(1)1 a
personwho holdsan unexpiredlicenseor certification of registrationissued
by proper authority of another state or foreign country in which the
requirementsand qualifications to engage in the practice of landscape
architecturewereat the time of initial issuanceof a licenseor certificateof
registrationat leastequalto the standardsof this Commonwealthexistingat
that timel; or (ii) an applicant who hasten years of active experienceasa
landscapearchitect and is a graduate of an approved institution, or who
has fifteen years of active experienceeven though not a graduate of an
approved institution, if in the opinion of the board the experienceis of
such grade and character as to fit the person to assume responsible
charge of work involved in the practice of landscapearchitecture].

Section 2. Section9.1(b) of the act, addedDecember7, 1994 (P.L.774,
No.107),is amendedto read:

Section9.1. ContinuingEducationRequired._* * *

(b) Beginning with the licenseperiod designatedby Iregulationi the
board, eachpersonlicensedunderthis act shall be required to obtain [teni
twenty-fourhours of mandatorycontinuing educationduring eachtwo-year
license period. A licensed landscapearchitect who wishes to activate a
license which has been placed on inactive status shall be required to
documentIteni twenty-fourhoursof continuingeducation.

Section3. Thisact shalltakeeffectin 60 days.
