¢t ministry, against his consent ; that no
¢ human authority can, in any case
¢t whatever, control or interfere with
¢ the rights of conscience; and that no
¢ preference shall ever be given, by
< law, to.any religious establishments,
¢ or modes of worship”®

fence, forfeit and pay four dollars, to be
evied by distress ; or in case lie or she
shall refuse or neglect to pay said sum,
or goods and. ehattels cannot be found,
wherenf to levy the same by distress,
he or she shall suffer gix days imprison-
ment in the house of correction of the
proper county ; grovidid always, that no-
thing hierein eontaived shall be constyn-
ed to prohibit the dressing of victuals

in private families, bake houses, lodging
houses, inns, and other houses of enter-
tainment, for the use of sojourners,
travellers or strangers, or to hinder
