An ACT for erecting part of the county of Westiorelund into &
separate countys

Secr. 1. WHEREAS a great number of the inhabitants of

that part of Westmoreland county, citcumscribed by the rivers
Monongahela and Youghiogeny, and Mason and Dixon’s line; have,
by their petition, humbly represented to the Assembly of this state
the great inconvehience they labour undet, by teason of their dis«
tance from the seat of judicature in said county: For remedy
whereof, ,

SecT. 11, Be it enavted, and it is hereby enncted by the Represens
tatives of the Freemen of the commonwealth of Pennsylvania, in
General Assembly met, and by the nuthority of the same, That all Houndaties *
and singular the lands lying within that part of Westmoreland e comty
county, bounded as herein after described, beginning at Mononga- deseribeit
hela river, where Mason and Dixon’s litie intersects the same;
thence down said tiver to the mouth of Speir’s runj thence by a
straight line, to the mouth of Jacob’s creek; thence by the Yough-
logeny river to the forks of the same; thence up the south-west
branch of the said river, by a part of Bedford county, to Mason -
and Dixon’s line; thence by said line to the Monongahela river
aforesaid; be and hereby are erecte‘d into. 2 county, named, and mhﬂﬂ?;
‘hereafter to he called, Fayette county. e

8rcT. 111, And be it further enacted by the authotity aforesuid, i’rﬁvﬁl:ﬁﬂ
That the inhabitants of the said county of Fayette shall at all times declaret
hereafter have and enjoy all and singular the jurisdictions; powers, '
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
