WhEREAS by a law of the late provinceof Pennsylvania,

passedthe sixth day of February,one thousandsevenhundredanti.

1798~ thirty-one, religious societieswereenabledto purchaseandto hold
~ lands, for the purposeof erectingthereonchurchesandhousesof

religious worship, andall gifts, grantsandpurchases,madebefore
that time, for thepurposeaforesaid,are ratified and confirmedby
the said law to the respectivereligious societies,for whoseusethe
said landsweregranted,and, underthe faith andsanctionof said
law, sundryreligioussocietiesof differentdenominationshavebeen
inducedto purchasecertainpiecesand parcelsof ground, in such
